e April 9, 2007—The Community Design Commission, acting as the Design Review
Commission (DRC), held a public hearing.

item History:

The applicant, located at 1148 Madison Street is doing a complete teardown and
rebuild of the Wendy’'s Restaurant that also includes reorienting of the building from an
east-west to a north-south axis. The end result will be a restaurant whose style is a
one-of-akind for the chain but whose exterior design matches prairie style
architectural elements found elsewhere in Oak Park. Although the proposed new menu
hoard is identical to the existing one, because it is being located in a different place, a
new variance is required.

ftem Policy: The applicant is seeking a variation from the sign ordinance for a menu
sign. The DRC forwards its recommendations and Findings to the Board for final action.
After hearing and discussing all of the information provided by the applicant, the DRC
recommended approval of the variance by a vote of 8-0. See attached Commission
minutes and Findings of Fact.

Staff Commentary:

The menu sign is the same size as the existing menu sign at this Wendy's. However, it
does represent upgraded technology and will result in the ordering speaker being
located closer to the vehicle than the old one. The site plan also includes the addition
of extensive landscaping and the removal of 1 curb cut off of Harlem.

MINUTES OF THE COMMUNITY DESIGN COMMISSION
SITTING AS THE DESIGN REVIEW COMMISSION FOR A
SIGN VARIANCE IN OAK PARK
HELD ON MONDAY, APRIL 9, 2007 AT 7:30 P.M.
IN ROCM 130 OF THE VILLAGE HALL

TrEM 2: REVIEW OF SIGN VARIANCE APPLICATION FOR WENDY'S OLD FASEIONED
HAMBURGERS AT 1148 MADISON STREET FOR A MENU BOARD THAT EXCEEDS 20SF IN SIZE.

Jeff Gyling, Construction Manager and representative for Wendy's
Restaurant was introduced and explained the variance request. He stated that
Wendy’'s is requesting a variance for the new exterior menu board. Everyone is
aware that Wendy's is proposing to tear down the existing building and
construct a brand new facility of which the new menu board is a part. The
overall project is designed to meet the Villages’ requirements in every aspect
with the only variance being regquired for the exterior menu board. Mr. Gyling
went over the project drawings of the proposed elevation of the beth the
building and the new exterior menu board. He indicated that Wendy's is
salvaging only the pole sign at Harlem and that everything else is being
replaced, the light poles, the signage, the directional signs, every sguare
inch of this property. As for the new board, he stated it is the exact same
size as the existing menu board. The drawing of the menu board itself is
tabeled to show the proposed square footage as 52sf including the topper, which
consists of three segmented sign pieces across the top of the board. He pointed
out that the menu board itself w/o the topper 43 sf, and that the Villages’
ordinance is 20sf which means the proposed menu board minus the topper is
slightly over double that the ordimance permits.

A question was asked as to whether the topper i on the existing menu board.

Mr. Gyling replied that it is and that this is exactly what the topper will
like on the new board.

Mr. Gyling continued by explaining that the existing menu board has a computer
sereen in the center panel which contains the ordering speaker. For the new
design, Wendy's will be relocating the computer screen and speaker at the curb
line to make it more customer-friendly. Installing the screen 2 ft away will
allow the customer to talk directly into the speaker versus having to speak
loudly due to it being 10 ft away as on the existing board. The new menu board
is still in the design stage but the final color will probably be black versus
the color green that’s shown in the plans.

A question was asked about the curb cuts to the site.

Mr. Gyling stated that there are four current driveways, one driveway off of
Harlem (the closest to the intersection) will be eliminated and the remaining
three driveways will continue to be full access to allow customers to exit onto
any of the three surrounding streets (Harlem Ave., Madison St. or Maple Ave.)
The reorienting of the building along with the closing of that one curb cut
will be a big improvement for traffic circulation over the existing design.

A question was asked as to whether there is a difference between the Coca-Cola
preview board shown on the pian and the menu board.

Mr. Gyling answered yes and stated he believes Wendy’s submitted a cut sheet on
the new preview board design but unfortunately, he didn’t have the specific
information about it with him. However, by way of brief explanation, although
this is an illuminated sign that advertises Wendy’s Combo Meals it has no audio
for customer orders and is considered a secondary information sign by =zoning.



Bob Clements stated that the entire sign package proposed for the Wendy’s
project itself is far below the total amount that is permitted. A commissionexr
mentioned that he liked the minimal signage on the building.

A gquestion was asked as to whether the old menu board was granted by a variance
since it is over the 20 sf limit.

Bob Clements answered that the 20 sf standard in the sign ordinance came from
Wendy’s existing menu board size in 1986 when the ordinance was adopted. At
some point in time the current menu board sign was upgraded and enlarged, but
Bob did not know when, because it was before 1998 when he became a part of the
Oak Park Village staff.

Mr. Gyling stated that Wendy’s will be closed for roughly, 90 days because, the
current design of the building faces Harlem Avenue; the new design will face
Madison St. and because the new building encroaches into the footprint of
existing building there was no choice but to tear the existing building down.
Every possible method of trying to keep the existing store open during the
process was looked at but determined unfeasible.

A concern about the topper causing the total size of the menu board to be
vastly over the 20sf permitted size was expressed. Other commigsioners pointed
out that two three-panel menu boards that both exceed the 20sf size were
granted to McDonalds, Wendy’s competitor, so they actually had more signage
than Wendy’'s is asking for.

A question was asked as to how important it is to Wendy's and whether the
topper is a do or die thing.

Mr. Gyling responded that it is not a do or die issue. However, it would be
greatly appreciated if the topper could be included in the new design, because
it represents a prototypical menu board.

Mr. Clements was asked whether there were any other menu boards with this same
issue., He stated that there may have been two others--KFC and Baskin Robbins
besides McDonalds.

A commissicner stated that for him there would not be a problem with the menu
board having a topper because it is pretty much like what is currently there.
He also stated that for him, the improvements Wendy’s is making to the building
and the site will make it look a lot nicer on the corner and make the topper a
non-issue. Ancther commissioner agreed and stated that he also loved the new
orientation of the building, the landscaping and the fact that the garbage
dumpsters would be enclosed, and was very excited about the new design. He also
stated that all of these improvements will be much better for the residents on
Maple Ave. living directly across the street from Wendy's.

Mr. Gyling thanked the CDC members for their comments and agrees that this will
be a huge improvement to what Wendy’s currently has.

Mr. Clements was asked as to whether there has been a staff recommendation for
the variance. Mr. Clements stated that Mr. Bruce had no comment or ispue on
this because it's just a replacement of what's already there. He added that
when the landscape plan is discussed, he would have more history to add about
the entire project.

The subject came up about a Wendy’'s competitor once having multiple temporary
‘yvard signs’ advertising specials on their property, which they have since
stopped doing. Mr. Gyling indicated Wendy’'s has never used those and has no
plans for using yard signs.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY CHATRMAN ROBERT TUCKER TO APPROVE THE SIGN VARIANCE AND
ALLOW 'THE SIGN AS SUBMITTED.



The motion was seconded by Commissioner Gail Moran. A vote was taken and all
other members (8) of the Commission voted in favor of the motion.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, it was moved by Chairman Robert Tucker,
seconded by Commissioner Gail Moran, to adjourn this sign variance hearing. The
motion wag unanimously adopted and the meeting adjourned at 7:58 P.M.

Dear Ladies and Gentlemen:

On March 14, 2007Wendy's Restaurant (hereinafter referred to as the “Applicant”) filed
an application for a sign with the Village of Oak Park that for a 52 sf menu sign. After
receiving notification by letter from the Village Zoning Officer that the requested menu
signs exceeded the permitted size per Section 7-7-2.2:0 of the Sign Code of the Village
of Oak Park which permits one menu sign with a maximum size of 20 sf, the Applicant
requested a variation hearing.

Notice of said hearing was published in the Oak Leaves on March 21, 2007, a newspaper
of general circulation in the Village of Oak Park.

On April 9, 2007, the public hearing was held at 7:00 pm in Room 130 of the Oak Park
Village Hall at 123 Madison Street, Qak Park, Illinois.

The Design Review Commission of the Village of Oak Park, having fully considered the
testimony of those present at the hearing who wished to testify and being fully advised in
the premises, does hereby find the evidence establishes the following:

1. The Subject Property is a Wendy's Restaurant located at 1148 Madison Street,
Oak Park, Hlinois, zoned C Commercial.

2. The Applicant seeks a variance to install a 52 sf menu sign at the Wendy's when
the Code only permits a menu sign of 20 sf.

3. The Wendy’s building is undergoing a complete teardown and rebuild, and the
existing menu sign has been removed from where it was located to facilitate the
rebuilding project.

4. At the public hearing testimony was heard that there have been no complaints
filed with the Village of Qak Park from neighbors regarding “speaker noise”.

5. The proposed menu sign is an integral part of the scope of the rebuilding on the
property to upgrade the restaurant, add extensive landscaping, and better facilitate
the movement of customers through the drive-up line by changing the orientation
of the building from an east-west to a north-south axis.

6. The menu sign will serve the needs of customers of the restaurant and the curb
side location of the ordering speaker will make it so customers will not have to
speak as loudly as is necessary for the existing menu board.

7 Other than the size, the menu sign is consistent with the sign restrictions in the
Code of the Village of Oak Park.



8. Installation of the proposed menu sign will serve the reasonable public interests.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Design Review Commission that the
Design Review Commission of the Village of Oak Park, acting under and by the
authority conferred on it by the ordinances of the Village of Oak Park, does hereby
recommend to the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Oak Park that a
variance be granted from Section 7-7-2.2:0 of the Code of the Village of Oak Park so as
to permit a 52 sf menu sign at the Wendy’s Restaurant located at 1148 Madison Street,
Oal Park, Tllinois. All such signs shall be erected in substantial conformity with the plans
and drawings attached hereto as Exhibits “1” and 2"

Upon failure or refusal of Wendy’s Corporation or its agents, assignees or successors at
any time in the future to maintain the menu sign as designed, keep it in good working
condition, and obey all the other provisions governing the placement, type, size, and use
of signs (including temporary signs) in the Code of the Village of Oak Park, this variance
shall be null and void and the Building and Property Standards Department of the Village
of Oak Park is instructed to bring whatever ordinance enforcement actions that may be
necessary to bring said signage within the limitations set forth in the Code of the Village

of Qak Park.
