SCOPE OF SERVICES and REQUIRED SUBMITTALS

Task 1: Project Initiation

Consultant will meet with staff to review purpose and intent of ordinance revision, secure
staff ideas as to the type of revision, review and agree upon scope of services and
schedule, establish public process and tentative meeting dates, and undertake a
reconnaissance of the community with the intent of identifying an initial set of character
districts and sign issues.

Task 2: Review of Existing Documents and Existing Signage

Consultant will secure and review existing sign controls, typical sign variance matters,
data on sign heights and other measurement issues, and other sign regulation. Consultant
will undertake a field survey of current signage to identify a draft set of sign control
character districts and identify key issues to be addressed within each district.

Task 3: Establish Project Website

Consultant will prepare a public information website and coordinate with Village
webstaff to have the site hosted by Consultant with appropriates links provided through
the Village’s website. The website will contain project status, downloadable documents
produced within the study and a simple feedback mechanism.

Task 4: Key Person Interviews and Public Forum

Consultant will meet with the Community Design Commission to review job sequence,
public process, and to identify issues and concerns of the Community Design
Commission regarding sign control. Consultant will also conduct interviews, singly or in
groups, with parties of interest in sign useage and control over the course of two days.
Consultant will work with Village staff and attend a public workshop wherein all
interested parties will be invited to identify sign concerns and sign design and control
approaches. Organization and hosting of the workshop will be the responsibility of
Village.

Task 5: Issues and Suggested Sign Contrel Approach

Consultant will evaluate all materials and comments and will prepare a technical analysis
of the existing sign controls, suggested objectives for the revision and regulatory
approaches to achieving these objectives. Consultant will review approaches with staff
and, following agreement as to the most viable approach(es), will prepare an annotated
outline of proposed sign ordinance structure. Consultant will meet with the Community
Design Commission to present the above findings.

Task 6: Draft Sign Regulations

Consultant will prepare a first draft of sign regulations in response to the Community
Design Commission review of the annotated outline. Consultant will review this draft
with staff and revise accordingly into a second drafi.

OPAAC Position: In favor of granting the Emergency Funds

Background

Expressions Graphics Workshop has operated in Oak Park for over 25 years. Printing,
lithograph and related arts are offered today only in Chicago, Evanston, and Oak Park.
Expressions Graphics has members come from the far western suburbs and from the
south and west side of Chicago due to the difficulty in finding printing equipment for
artistic use.

The organization has always been a “labor of love,” supported by about 4 active board
mermbers, receiving donations from around 50 members, and grants from ArtsFunds, the
Tlinois Arts Council and one or two other sources. Budgets have been small - in the
$10,000 area each year — and there has rarely been more than $1,000 in the bank account.
The organization has ground floor exhibition space on Harrison St., and a back room with
two printing presses used for classes and artistic production. Individual members own
these presses, not Expressions Graphics. )

The organization’s board is going through changes, with one long term member leaving
to take on the presidency of the Harrison Street Business Alliance. Donations from
members are being reduced as the economy weakens, while rent expense and utilities
costs are going up. Expressions Graphics has to pay about $750 each month in rent and
utilities, or nearly % of their budget. Due to the board changes, they missed the deadline
for submitting an ArtsFunds application for $1,500, and are therefore applying for
Emergency Funds to help the organization regain their strategic focus and financial
stability.

Proposal Assessment

In any Emergency Fund proposal we assess whether the organization would be creating
too great a dependency on the Village for funds, and whether the group has a realistic
long term plan. On the first point, the president of the board works for Northern Trust
and has obtained a $2,250 matching grant, payable this coming January, and matching a
donation he has made. He anticipates renewing this process again in 2008 for payment
by Northern Trust in 2009. This constitutes about 40% of the organization’s funding, and
OPAAC would be about 14%. This is well within our guidelines and does not create a
dependency on OPAAC.
