Class 5. Bobeats (all); Brick Forklifts, Oilers.

0il Distributors, l-man operation; Pole Trailer, over 40 feet; Pole
and Expandable Trailers hauling material over 50 feet long; Slurry
trucks, l-man operation; Winch trucks, 3 axles or more;
Mechanic--Truck Welder and Truck Painter.

Class 4. 8ix axle trucks; Dual-purpose vehicles, such as mounted
crane trucks with hoist and accessories; Foreman; Master Mechanic;
Self-loading equipment like P.B. and trucks with scoops on the front.

For definitions of classifications not otherwise set out, the
Department generally has on file such definitions which are

available. If a task to be performed is not subject to one of the
classifications of pay set out, the Department will upon being
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contacted state which neighboring county has such a classification and
provide such rate, such rate being deemed to exist by reference in
this document. 1If no neighboring county rate applies to the task,
the Department shall undertake a special determination, such special
determination being then deemed to have existed under this
determination.

Citizen Advisory Board or Commission Issue Processing:

On November 19, 2007, Blocks 24-Hour Childcare Center filed an application
pursuant to Section 3.1 (Summary Use Matrix) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village
of Oak Park requesting the issuance of a special use permit, authorizing the use of
the tenant space at 813 S, Qak Park Avenue as a day-care center, which is located in
a B-1/B-2 General Business District and a Transit-Related Retail Overlay District.
Section 3.1 (Summary Use Matrix) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Oak Park
requires that a special use permit is necessary to operate a duly licensed day-care
center in all zoning districts.

On January 7, 2008, The Village Board pursuant to Section 2.2.3 (C) (The Hearing) of
the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Oak Park referred the application for a special
use permit to the Zoning Board of Appeals, sitting as a Zoning Commission, in order
to conduct a public hearing.

On February 6, 2008, the Zoning Commission commenced the public hearing on the
Petition for the special use permit.

On March 5, 2008, by a 6-0 vote, the Zoning Commission passed a recommendation
to the President and Board of Trustees to approve a special use permit pursuant to
Sections 3.1 (Summary Use Matrix) of the Oak Park Zoning Ordinance, authorizing
the use of the tenant space at 813 S. Oak Park Avenue as a day care center in
conjunction with the existing day care center located at 815 S. Oak Park Ave., subject
1o certain conditions and restrictions as outlined in the recommendation and findings
of facts. In addition, the Zoning Commission adopted a resolution granting a variation
from Section 3.9.3 (F) (2) {h}) of the Zoning Ordinance to permit a day-care center use
located on the ground floor within 50 feet from the street line at 813 S. Oak Park
Avenue, subject to the special use reqguest being approved by the Village Board.

On May 5, 2008, the Village Board accepted the Zoning Commission’s
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Recommendation and Findings of Facts as proposed and directed staff to prepare
the necessary documents for the property at 813 S. Oak Park Avenue.

Item Policy Commentary:

Blocks 24-Hour Childcare Center is presently operating a private childcare center for
children aged six (6) weeks through five (5) years of age with a total enroliment of 29
children on the ground floor at 815 S. Oak Park Avenue. The Applicant is applying for
a special use permit to expand the existing three classroom day-care center at 815 S.
Oak Park Avenue into the adjacent tenant space located at 813 S. Oak Park Avenue.
According to the applicant, the proposed expansion will not increase the number of
children being cared for at the proposed combined center, even though the State of
Illinois Department of Children and Family Services has established an enroliment
maximum of 43 children based on the combined square footage of both spaces.
Likewise, the number of classrooms will not be increased; only the square footage of
the existing three classrooms at 815 S. Oak Park Avenue will be increased if allowed
1o expand into the tenant space at 813 S. Oak Park Avenue.

In addition, on March 5, 2008, the Zoning Commission approved a request by the
applicant seeking relief from Section 3.9.3 (F) (2} of the Transit-Related Retail
Overlay District. This section requires that a day care center in this district shall not
be located at grade level or on the ground floor of any building or structure unless
located at least 50 feet from any street line. . .” Relief from the applicable district
regulation was included within the special use permit application. The
Recommendation by the Zoning Commission includes relief from the above section,
subject to the special use permit request being approved by the Village Board. See
the attached Recommendation and Findings of Facts (Exhibit i).

Staff Commentary:

According to the applicant, in 1998 Blocks 24-Hour Childcare Center opened a day-
care center at 815 S. Oak Park Avenue. At that time, a day-care center was a
permitted use within most zoning districts. In 2002, the President and Board of
Trustees of the Village of Oak Park amended the Zoning Ordinance. Section 3.1 of
the Zoning Ordinance, as adopted February 04, 2002, stipulates that a day-care use
in any zone district is only permitted as a special-use. Since the facility at 815 S. Oak
Park Avenue existed prior to the special use requirement being imposed, the use is
classified as a “legal non-conforming use.” Section 5.4.1 of the zoning ordinance
stipulates that a non-conforming use shall not be expanded or extended into any
other portion of such building or structure that is not already devoted to the same
non-conforming use. Therefore, the proposed expansion into the tenant space at 813
S. Oak Park Avenue is not permitted unless the applicant receives a special use
permit.

Village Staff supports the Recommendation by the Zoning Commission as they feel
that the proposal is consistent with existing conditions along the Oak Park corridor
and a child care service is in line with guidance provided by the Character Plan for
South Oak Park Avenue. Based on the Plan’s recommendation of attracting a diverse
mix of business, emphasizing businesses that serve neighborhood residents, an
expanded day care center use along this corridor would not be in conflict with the
goals and vision of the Plan.

Item Budget Commentary:
No impact to the budget relative to processing the application. The required
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application fee has been paid by the applicant.

Proposed Commission Action:
Approve Ordinance authorizing a special use permit at 813 S. Oak Park Avenue.

Dear Lady and Gentlemen:

By letter dated November 19, 2007, Blocks 24-Hour Childcare Center (hereinafter
sometimes referred to as the “the Applicant™), filed an application with the Village of
- Oak Park for a special-use permit, pursuant to Section 3.1 (Summary Use Matrix) of the
Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Oak Park, authorizing the operation of a day-care
center at the property commonly known as 813 8. Oak Park Avenue, Qak Park, Illinois
(hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “Subject Property”). The Applicant is also
requesting relief from Section 3.9.3(F)(2)(h) (Transit-Related Retail Overlay District -
Use Restrictions) to permit the use of ground floor space within 50 feet of a street line to
be occupied by a day-care facility. This matter was referred to the Zoning Board of
Appeals, sitting as a Zoning Commission, (hereinafter “this Zoning Board™) to hold the

required public hearing.



A public hearing was scheduled for February 6, 2008, at 7:00 p.m. in the Council
Chambers of the Village Hall, 123 W. Madison, Oak Park, Illinois. Notice of the time
and place of this public hearing was published on January 15, 2008, in the “Oak Leaves,”
a newspaper of general circulation in the Village of Oak Park. A notice was posted at the
Subject Property and letters were mailed by the Zoning Officer to owners of record
within 500" of the Subject Property as provided by the Applicant, advising them of this
proposal and the public hearing to be held thereon.

A public hearing was held on February 6, 2008, at which hearing a quorum of the
members of the Zoning Board was present.

Having fully heard and considered the testimony and evidence received at the
public hearing, this Zoning Board makes the following findings of fact:

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. That the Subject Property is a zoning lot approximately 50° x 125'; is located in
the “B1/B2” General Business District; and is improved with a three-story brick and
frame mixed use building containing a storefront on the first floor and residential uses on
the upper floors.

2. That LBS Management, LLC, the owner of the Subject Property, and the
Applicant have entered into a lease to rent approximately 1,650 square feet of space on
the first floor of the building. Three parking spaces at the rear of the Subject Property are
included in the lease. Two additional parking spaces are available for dropping off and

picking up children at the day care center.



3. That since 1998 the Applicant has operated the storefront at 815 S. Oak Park
Avenue as a day care center. The Applicant wishes to expand the space for its day care
operations by occupying the adjacent storefront at 813 S. Oak Park Avenue.

4, That when the Applicant opened its doors at 815 S. Qak Park Avenue in 1998, its
day care center operation was permitted as a matter of right. In its original lease for 815
S. Oak Park Avenue, the Applicant had an option to lease the adjacent storefront at 813
S. Oak Park Avenue when the lease on that storefront expired,

5. That in 2002 the Village adopted a comprehensive amendment to its Zoning
Ordinance; one of the amendments required a special use permit to operate a day care
center in any district. The Applicant’s day care center at 815 S. Oak Park Avenue was
“crandfathered” in as a non-conforming use, but the proposed day care center use of 813
S. Oak Park Avenue requires a special use permit, which the Applicant now seeks.

6. That the Subject Property is in the Transit-Related Retail Overlay District which
was also included in the 2002 Zoning Ordinance. Section 3.9.3(F)(2)(h) of the Zoning
Ordinance prohibits day care centers within 50 feet of the street line on the ground floor
of property which is in this overlay district. The purpose of the restriction is to encourage
new retail development on the ground floor of buildings in areas adjacent to and in close
proximity to a mass transit station. Through the special use procedure, the Applicant
seeks relief from this prohibition.

7. That the Applicant currently serves 29 children, ages 6 weeks through 5 years, in
three classrooms, divided by age. The Applicant’s representative testified that there is a
two year waiting list for day care services by the Applicant. She further testified that

while the Applicant is licensed to serve 43 children, they have no plans to increase the



number of children served. By combining the 813 space with the 815 space, the
Applicant will substantially increase the size of its three classrooms to better serve its
existing clients.

8. That for a number of years the Applicant has been licensed to operate for 24 hours
for six children, but has never provided services in the night time hours and has no plans
to do so.

9. That north of the Subject Property are commercial uses, including a gas station, in
the B1/B2 General Business District; east of the Subject Property is Oak Park Avenue,
followed by commercial uses in the B1/B2 District; to the south are commercial uses in
the B1/B2 District; and to the west is a public alley, followed by single family homes in
the R-4 Single-Family District.

10.  That the evidence indicated that the issuance of a special-use permit allowing the
operation of a day-care center on the Subject Property is desirable to provide a facility
which is in the interest of the public convenience and will contribute to the general
welfare of the neighborhood or community. The evidence indicated that there is a
significant need for quality, professional day care and early childhood education services
in the Village.

11.  That the evidence indicated that as conditioned below the proposed use will not
have a substantial or undue adverse effect upon adjacent property, the character of the
neighborhood, traffic conditions, utility facilities and other matters affecting the public
health, safety and general welfare. The Applicant has operated a successful child care
center in the adjacent storefront at 815 S. Oak Park Avenue for the past 10 years. The

drop off / pick up plan for the children has by all accounts worked well. Because the



Applicant is not increasing the number of children served in expanding its facility, the
Village Engineer has indicated that there is no need to do a traffic study.

12.  That the evidence indicated that the proposed use will be designed, arranged and
operated so as to permit the development and use of neighboring property in accordance
with the “B1/B2” General Business District regulations. The Applicant proposes to open
the expanded facility at 7:00 A.M. weekdays and close it a 6:00 P.M. The Board notes
that public elementary schools are allowed in all zoning districts of the Village and are in
continuous weekly operation from approximately 8:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M.

13.  That the Applicant’s proposed use of a portion of the Subject Property as a day
care center is consistent with the Village’s Comprehensive Plan and the goals and
objectives of the Village of Oak Park. Quality, professional early childhood education is
a fundamental goal of the community.

14.  That the Applicant provided reasonable assurance that the proposed use will be
completed in a timely manner and maintained thereafter.

15.  That the Subject Property is within the boundaries of the planning study area for
South Oak Park Avenue which was created by UIC and was adopted by the Village
Board on March 21, 2005. Based on the planning study’s recommendation of attracting a
diverse mix of businesses and emphasizing businesses that serve neighborhood residents,
an expanded day care center use along this corridor would not be in conflict with the
goals and vision of the UIC Plan for South Oak Park Avenue and would be an
appropriate exception to the ground floor restriction (first 50 feet must be retail) in the
Transit-Related Retail Overlay District. The Plan specifically addresses day care facilities

relative to providing convenience retail facilities for local residents and commuters



stating: “Especially attractive would be fast-casual or commuter-oriented restaurants,
personal and community services (child care)...”
RECOMMENDATIONS

Pursuant to the authority vested in it by the statutes of the State of Illinois and the
ordinances of the Village of Oak Park, this Zoning Commission hereby recommends to
the President and Board of Trustees that the application of Blocks 24-Hour Childcare
Center pursuant to the provisions of Section 3.1 of the Zoning Ordinance for issuance of
a special-use permit to the Applicant authorizing a day care center at 813 S. Oak Park
Avenue Property be GRANTED and that that this day care center be permitted at this
location in the Transit-Related Retail Overlay District, SUBJECT TO the following
conditions and restrictions:

I. That Blocks 24-Hour Childcare Center be fully licensed by DCFS as a

child care provider at all times. If such licensing is suspended or revoked,

the director of the Center shall immediately notify the Zoning Officer.

2. That the Applicant shall obtain all appropriate permits for improvements
to 813 S. Oak Park Avenue.

3. That in the event the Applicant fails to comply with one or more of the
foregoing conditions after 30 days written notice by the Village or its
agents to cure such failure to comply, the President and Board of Trustees
may thereafter revoke or limit this special-use permit.
