Motion to Direct Staff to Pursue the Vacation of Village Owned Property - East

Avenue (North of Lake Street)

The applicant wishes to vacate a stub of East Avenue north of Lake Street that dead ends into
their property. Portions of East Avenue, north of the stub have been previously vacated and
now are used as the High School campus. This area was recently improved as a pedestrian
and bicycle oriented area for the high school. The vacation of the East Avenue stub will
eliminate the need for a variance for the southeastern most proposed light pole.

Discussion and Resolution Authorizing Termination, Extension or Modification

to the Village Shuttle Transportation Contract Expiring on June 30, 2008.
Earlier this year the Board only authorized a contract for shuttle services through 6/30/08,
rather than through the end of the year as had been proposed. In order to support a better
informed discussion of shuttle operations, the Village Board requested analysis of the shuttle
service’s environmental benefits/impacts, its economic return on investment, and its social
benefits, including how those various impacts and benefits might change given expanded
hours and/or routes. The Center for Neighborhood Technology in Chicago assisted in this
review and provided a report attached.

Ordinance Amending Chapter 16 Relating to Nuisances to Include a New
Article 2 Relating to Graffiti as Reviewed at the May 19, 2008 and June 2,
2008 Village Board Meetings

A draft copy of the proposed ordinance was mailed to all identified businesses that may be
affected. Public comments were due into the Clerks Office. The Village Board completed a
second reading with comments at the June 2, 2008 Regular Village Board Meeting. This is the
formal action to approve the final ordinance amendment tonight.

Commission Issue Processing:

The Historic Preservation Ordinance, adopted by the Village Board in 1994, authorizes the
Historic Preservation Commission to recommend, and the Village Board to adopt by
Ordinance, local landmarks within the Village. In order to be eligible for designation, a
property must meet one or more of § criteria for designation as listed in the ordinance. The
ordinance calls for the Historic Preservation Commission to held a public hearing and then
forward a recommendation in the form of a Resolution to the Village Board. Upon receipt
of the Resolution and nomination report, the Village Board has 30 days in which to
designate or reject the nomination by simple majority. Upon approval, the Board shall
enact an ordinance designating the landmark.

The following sequence outlines the review of the nomination:

Village Board consent to designation approved: September 4, 2007

Nomination for Landmark status submitted: November 2, 2007

HPC preliminary determination of eligibility: April 10, 2008

HPC public hearing: May 8, 2008

HPC approved Resolution and Findings of Fact: May 8, 2008

. Village Board accepted Findings of Fact and Resolution from HPC: June 2, 2008

Item History:

The 2006 Lake Street Architectural Survey identified the building at 129 Lake Street as a
Significant structure. The HPC requested authorization from the Village Board to
designate the building an Historic Landmark at their meeting on August 9, 2007. The
Village Board authorized the HPC to designate the building at their meeting on September
4, 2007. On November 2, 2007 the Historic Preservation Commission received a
completed Oak Park Historic Landmark nomination form for the property. The
Commission conducted a preliminary determination of eligibility on April 10, 2008 which
determined that the property met one or more of the criteria for designation contained in the
Historic Preservation Ordinance.




The Historic Preservation Commission conducted the required Public Hearing on May 8,
2008. Legal Notice of the Public Hearing was published in the April 23, 2008 Qak Leaves
and hearing notices were mailed to Village property owners within 250 feet of the site.

The Historic Preservation Commission, on May 8, 2008, recommended approval of the
property as an Oak Park Historic Landmark by the attached Resolution, as is mandated in
the Historic Preservation Ordinance.

Item Policy Commentary:

The property at 129 Lake Street is known as the Cicero Fire House No. 2. The building
was designed by architect William J. Van Keuren in 1898 as a two-story Romanesque-style
commercial building. One story additions were constructed in 1912 and 1927. The
property is significant for its social history, as the oldest public building in continuous use,
and for its association with Van Keuren. The property meets the following criteria under
section 7-9-5 of the Historic Preservation Ordinance “Criteria for Designation of Historic
Landmarks and Interior Historic Landmarks™:
1.  Significance as an example of the historic and social heritage of the Village of
Qak Park.
5. Embodiment of those distinguishing characteristics of a significant architectural
style.
6.  Identification as the work of an architectural firm whose individual work is
significant in the development of the Village of Oak Park.

Staff Commentary:

On June 2, 2008 the Village Board accepted the Historic Preservation Commission’s
resolutions and recommendations and directed staff to prepare the necessary ordinance.
Village staff recommends adoption of the ordinance designating 129 Lake Street as an Oak
Park Historic Landmark.

Draft Ordinance designating Oak Park Historic Landmark




ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AMENDMENT OF SECTION 7-9-8F
OF THE VILLAGE CODE RELATING TO HISTORIC LANDMARKS

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Oak Park,
County of Cook, State of lliinois, in accordance with the Home Rule Powers granted to it under
Article VI, Section 6 of the Constitution of the State of Hllinois (1970), as amended, as follows:

SECTION 1. That the Village Board approves and adopts the findings and
recommendations of the Historic Preservation Commission set forth in its Resolution attached
hereto as Exhibit A.

SECTION 2: That Section 7-9-8F of the Village Code entitled “Designation of Historic
Landmarks and Interior Historic Landmarks” is hereby amended to read as follows:
