




















construction of fences not to exceed eight feet (8’) in height which contain less than the
required open space or no open space, whenever it can be shown that the property
concerned is in need of a higher fence to permit the owner/occupant to reasonably enjoy
the use of his/her property and that the proposed fence will not have an undue adverse
effect on surrounding properties.

Historically fence variations have gone to the Village Board for review and approval.
However, the last fence request processed by the Zoning Officer was referred by The
Village Board to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a recommendation.

Jim Budrick, Village Engineer, has reviewed the application and has no issues with
granting the request.
