Item Policy Commentary (Key Points, Recommendations, Background):

Staff recommends that the Village extend the Waste Management-Metro contract for
Collection & Transportation of Refuse and Collection, Transportation and Processing of Recycling
and Yardwaste for a term of three years at current contract terms.

The attached letter will provide services for three years, from January 1, 2009 to December 31,
2011. The current contract provides the following miscellaneous services:
64-gallon mobile carts for single-stream collection of recyclables
64-gallon mobile carts for refuse (per residents’ request)
Annual Refuse & Recycling Guide paid for by WM (distributed in FYT)
2,000 refuse stickers for Alley Clean Up Program annually
Annual Increases at CPI not to exceed 5%

Disposal fees are paid to West Cook County Solid Waste Agency for the agreement using the
Regional Disposal Project, which will expire on December 31, 2018. The rates that will be charged
to residents will include administration costs and disposal (tipping) fees and will be discussed
during the budget process.

The deadline for the Village to exercise its option to renew the Waste Management contract is
October I, 2008

Item Budget Commentary:

The cost of the Waste Management contract will be approximately $1,709,000.00 for collection
and transportation services in the first year of the 3-year extension Years two (2010) and three
(2011) will increase at the rate of cost of living not to exceed 5 % annually.

Dear Karen:

As requested, Waste Management would like to present for your review a five (5)
year service agreement proposal beginning in 2009 with an initial rate of $15.08
per home, per month. For subsequent years two (2) through five (5), a rate
escalator based upon the CPI plus fuel surcharge language would apply. The
“Recyclebank” program could be added once costs for this additional service are
finalized. Service for the downtown sidewalk containers could be added for an
additional $20,000 per month. Revenue sharing for recyclables which exceeded
an agreed upon base tonnage and pricing level could also be explored.

Should the village elect to extend the existing contract, please note that all
existing terms and conditions remain, including the $1.65 per unit per month
equipment charge.

Item History:

Section 17-1-7 of the Village Code entitled “Destroying Property” has long
provided the Village with a means of seeking reimbursement for public
property damaged in motor vehicle accidents. While there are other
circumstances which give rise to the enforcement of this ordinance, it is most
commonly used in vehicle accident situations. If a street light or fire hydrant,
for example, are damaged in a motor vehicle accident the vehicle owner
responsible for the damage is normally cited for a violation of Section 17-1-7 of
the Village Code in addition to other traffic citations which may be issued.
The Village’s practice is to provide the vehicle owner with an estimate of
repairs or a bill for the actual cost of repairs as soon after the accident as is
possible. The Village attempts to obtain payment for such damages prior to
the court appearance on the violation of 17-1-7. The Village’s cover letter to
the vehicle owner appended to the estimate or actual bill for damage repairs
informs the ticket recipient that the Village expects reimbursement for the
damage prior to resolution of the pending code violation.

In recent years such code violation citations have been processed through the
Village’s Administrative Adjudication system rather than the Circuit Court of
Cook County although the Village has option under its Administrative
Adjudication Ordinance of prosecuting code violations either in the Circuit
Court or in Administrative Adjudication.




Ttem Policy Commentary-

The Village has successfully prosecuted Sections 17-1-7 in the Circuit Court,
as originally written, since the mid-1970’s. In the last several years these
violations have been filed in the Village's Administrative Adjudication
process. The adjudicators in the Village’s Administrative Adjudication
System have been unwilling to enforce the provisions of 17-1-7 in many
vehicle accident situations. The adjudicators have correctly noted that the
ordinance, as written, requires the “willful” destruction or injury of property.
As it is unnecessary to prove intent to successfully prosecute an ordinance
violation, the Village is able to address the concern raised by the adjudicators
without negatively impacting the effectiveness of the ordinance.

ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 17, ARTICLE 1, SECTION 7, OF

THE VILLAGE CODE ENTITLED “DESTROYING PROPERTY”

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Oak Park, County of Cook, State of IHinois, that Chapter 17,
Article 1, Section 7, of the Village Code entitled “Destroying Property,” is
hereby amended to read as follows:

17-1-7: DESTROYING PROPERTY:

It shall be unlawful for any person to willfully destroy or injure any

public property or private property not his or her own.

THIS ORDINANCE shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption
and approval as provided by law.
