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Tanksley earns certification from lllinois Association of Chiefs of Police
Oak Park Police Chief Rick C. Tanksley has been designated a Certified Police Chief

by the lllinois Association of Chiefs of Police (IACP), an honor that signifies he has met the

highest standards of competency and conduct for his profession.

"Chief Tanksley's certification is a proud moment for the Oak Park Police Department
and the community," said Village Manager Tom Barwin. "While those of us who have worked
with the Chief have long recognized his skills and expertise, this certification publicly
proclaims the breadth and depth of his abilities to a much wider audience, including his
peers."

[llinois is the only state that offers a police chief certification program based on an
extensive, legally validated examination process. The IACP program is designed to recognize
those law enforcement professionals who excel in all facets of police chief functions. To
maintain certification status, police chiefs must meet on-going requirements and apply for
recertification every five years.

"The certification process was tough, but rewarding," Tanksley said. "It required me to
examine everything | do as a police chief and how | do it. The pursuit of certification helped
to make me a better police officer. Actually earning certification has given me a sense of
accomplishment and pride, not only for myself but for the officers who make it possible for
me to be the chief of such a great organization in such a great community"

Just to be eligible for consideration, Tanksley first had to meet the IACP's criteria for
experience, education, professional membership and community involvement. He then had
to demonstrate law enforcement command and executive experience, a solid educational
background and active participation in professional and community organizations.

Only after meeting these eligibility requirements, was he allowed to proceed with the
certification examination, which tests knowledge of managerial concepts, modern policing
concepts, law and leading cases, and budgeting principles.

The final step was facing a panel of his peers, consisting of three active lllinois police
chiefs whose questions helped evaluate Tanksley's skills in leadership, management, public

relations, verbal communication and ethics.
