ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 23A-1-6 OF
CHAPTER 23A ENTITLED “REAL ESTATE TRANSFER
TAX; EXEMPT TRANSACTIONS”

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Oak Park, County of Cook, State of Illinois, acting pursuant to its
Home Rule Powers as set forth in Article VII, Section 6, of the Illinois
Constitution (1970), as amended, as follows:

SECTION ONE: FINDINGS

1. Generally, municipal real estate transfer tax is imposed upon
conveyances of title to land for consideration.

2. Exempt transactions under the Village Real Estate Transfer Tax
have traditionally included deeds which are issued pursuant to a court
decree.

3. Court decrees are traditionally limited to judicial decisions in
divorce and probate actions.

4, Transfers pursuant to court decree are generally not transfers
for consideration.

5. Over time exempt transactions under municipal real estate
transfer tax Iaw have evolved to more narrowly define a series of exempt
probate-related transactions while redirecting exemptions for transfers
pursuant to divorce decree to a more appropriate exemption based upon a

capped amount of actual consideration.



6. Subsection 23A-1-6D of the Village Code exempts all
transactions in which the actual consideration is less than $500.

7. Deeds of partition also clearly focus on transactions which are
not driven by consideration.

8. A deed of partition divides land already held by joint tenants or
tenants in common and may or may not relate to probate or divorce actions.

9. Through this amendment, the former exempt transaction for
deeds issued pursuant to court decree is now more appropriately addressed
through several more narrowly defined and focused subsections including
Subsection 23A-1-6D exempting transactions for actual consideration of less
than $500, Section 23A-1-7 which sets forth various probate-related
exemptions, and new Subsection 23A-1-6G providing an exemption for Deeds
of Partition.

SECTION TWO: That Section 23A-1-8G of the Village Code entitled
“Real Estate Transfer Tax; Exempt Transactions” is hereby amended to read

as follows:

Item History (Previous Board Review, Related Action, History, Etc.):

The Village’s PeopleSoft system utilized in HR, Finance, Parking, and Village Clerks
services is critical the Village’s daily operations. The system recently had outages that
were resolved with internal resources; however the Information Technology (IT)
department may have a need for emergency or “as needed” consulting services due to the
complexity of the system and limited IT resources. SpearMC Consulting has provided
consulting services in the past, most recently the successful Tax Update project. They are
familiar with our complex environment, have local resources available, and have been
successful in the services provided. There are currently no immediate and anticipated
need of the service; however should an emergency occur that requires service, it is best to
have some level of service available to assist in restoring the critical services.

Item Policy Commentary (Key Points, Recommendations, Background):

Although the amount of the agreement is limited to $10,000, per direction of the board
additional quotes were obtained. A Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for PeopleSoft
Consulting Services was issued and posted on the DemandStar.com Internet service, a
service that allows government agencies to post bids, quotes, and RFPs. DemandStar
notified 147 vendors. There were 5 vendors who downloaded the RFQ document
including 1 M/WBE. The Village received 3 vendors pricing.




ERP Analyst pricing required a minimum monthly retainer of $8,400 which is not suited
for our requirements. The CDG price range from $100 to $150 per hour depending on
service. The SpearMC Management price range from $110 to $180 per hour depending
on setvice. Although SpearMC pricing is not the lowest quoted price, it should be noted
the actual time and quality of service would be quite difficult to ascertain. Considering
the service IT is seeking, a consulting vendor who is already familiar with our systems,
environment configurations, and reporting structure would help in quickly resolving
emergency issues without further compromising our security and complicating the
resolution process. It is IT’s recommendation to award a “as needed” service with
SpearMC.

Item Budget Commentary:

The FY 2009 IT Consultant Fee account 1001-41040-142-530655 has a budget of
$50,000 for emergency and “as needed” services.

Proposed Action: Approve the Resolution.
