






O.  An Ordinance Amending Chapter 3, Article 8, Section 2 of the Code of the  
  Village of Oak Park – Creation of Package Class C-2 Beer and Wine (alcoholic  
  Liquor) License for Supervalu Corporation dba Jewel food Store , 438 Madison 
  Street , 60302  

This is a request for a Class C-2 liquor license to permit the sale of beer and wine at Jewel 
Food Store, 438 Madison St. 

 
P.  An Ordinance Amending Section 15 Article 3, Section 18(B) of the Village  
  Code Relating to Public Parking Rates 

The ordinance will establish Lot 9, located at North Boulevard east of Harlem, as a high 
demand area with a corresponding rate of $1 per hour for parking between 8 a.m. and 6 p.m. 
Monday through Saturday.  This rate is consistent with surrounding "pay by space" parking 
lots in the downtown.  

 
Q.  Resolution Authorizing a Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Loan and Lead  
  Hazard Reduction Grant: SFR-016 

The purpose of the Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Loan Program is to address and 
correct deteriorated and blighted homes throughout the village. The eligible homeowner is 
requesting a deferred loan of $21,920 and a lead hazard reduction grant of $12,570 from 
the village. 

 
R.  Resolution Authorizing the Execution of an Agreement between the Village of  
  Oak Park and SpearMC Management Consulting, Inc. Not to Exceed $10,000  

This item requests authority to utilize “as needed” PeopleSoft consulting services from 
SpearMC not to exceed $10,000. 

 
S.  Resolution Authorizing the Village of Oak Park to enter in a Collective   
  Bargaining Agreement with the Chicago Journeymen Plumbers Union, Local  
  No. 130 Representing Employees of the Public Works Department/Water and  
  Sewer Division Concerning Terms and Conditions of Employment for the  
  Period July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2011 

Update on negotiations with FOP Patrol, Lodge 8. This item is a briefing of the Village Board 
on the mediation session conducted by the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service June 
5, 2009 with the FOP representing Police Officers and the Village. 

 
T.  Resolution Authorizing Participation of the Village Clerk, an Elected Official, in  
  the Illinois Municipal Retirement Fund (IMRF) 

This item designates the position of village clerk and the elected incumbent as qualified to 
participate in the IMRF. 

 
U.  Ordinance Granting Approval for 2009 Gala Fourth of July Fireworks Display 

This is an annual action item in which the Village Clerk certifies that all necessary 
requirements are met for the granting of this approval for the fireworks display. 

 
V.  Resolution Authorizing a Subordination of Lien: BPIP-056 
  The loan recipient is requesting a subordination of their loan mortgage to a new first   
  mortgage. The Village remains secure in junior position on the title.
