











Inspection:

The Village shall have a right to inspect, by its authorized representative, any material,
components or workmanship as herein specified. Materials, components or workmanship
that have been rejected by the Village of Oak Park as not in accordance with the terms of
the contract specifications shall be replaced by the Bidder at no cost to the Village.

Interpretation of Contract Documents:

Any Bidder in doubt as to the true meaning of any part of the specifications or other
contract documents may request an interpretation thereof from the Interim Parking and
Mobility Services Manager. The person requesting the interpretation shall be responsible
for prompt delivery. At the request of the Bidder, or in the event the Village of Qak Park
deems the interpretation to be substantive, the interpretation will be made by written
addendum issued by the Village of Oak Park. No oral explanations will be binding.

In the event that a written addendum is issued, either as a result of a change in the
specifications initiated by the Village, a copy of such addendum will be mailed to all
prospective Bidders. The Village will not assume responsibility for receipt of such
addendum. In all cases it will be the Bidder's responsibility to obtain all addenda issued.
Bidders will provide written acknowledgment of receipt of each addendum issued with the
proposal submission. '

Hold Harmless:

Bidder agrees to indemnify, save harmless and defend the Village of Oak Park, its agents,
servants and employees, and each of them against and hold it and them harmless from
any and all claims, actions, causes of action, demands, rights, damages, cosis, loss of
service expenses, compensation, court costs and attorney's fees which the undersigned
now has/have or which may hereafter accrue, directly or indirectly, for or an account of
any and all known and unknown, foreseen and unforeseen, bodily and personal injuries to
any person, or any death at any time resuiting from such injury, or any damage to any
property and the consequences thereof, which may arise or which may be alleged to have
arisen out of or in connection with the work covered by this contract.

Termination of Contract:

The Village reserves the right to terminate the whole or any part of this contract, upon
written notice to the Bidder, in the event that sufficient funds to complete the contract are
not appropriated by the Village of Oak Park. The Village further reserves the right to
terminate the whole or any part of this coniract, upon written notice to the Bidder, in the
event of default by the Bidder. Default is defined as failure of the Bidder to perform any of
the provisions of this contract in accordance with its terms. In the event of default and
termination, the Village may procure, upon such terms and in such manner, as the Interim
Parking and Mobility Services Manager may deem appropriate, supplies or services
similar to those so terminated. The Bidder shall be liable for any excess costs for such
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similar supplies or services unless acceptable evidence is submitted to the Village of Oak
Park that failure to perform the contract was due to causes beyond the control and without
fault or negligence of the Bidder.

Insurance:

The Bidder shall keep in force at all times during the performance of this contract
insurance as required herein. Bidder shall not commence work under the contract until all
the required insurance has been obtained and until the Village has been furnished with
Certificates of Insurance stating that such policies will not be canceled, transferred or
terminated prior to written notice to the Village. The Bidder shall not aliow any sub-
contractors to commence work on any sub-contract until insurance as required by contract
have been obtained and certificates furnished. Al insurance shall be in form and
substance and issued by companies satisfactory to the Village and shall be of the
following kinds and with at least the following limits of coverage:

1. Worker's Compensation Insurance with amounts of coverage sufficient to provide
for all compensation levels and amounts as mandated by the State of lllinois Worker's
Compensation Statutes. The insurer shall agree to waive all rights of subrogation against
the Village, its officers, employees and volunteers.

2. The Village, its officers, officials, employees and volunteers are to be covered as
insured as respects: liability arising out of activities performed by or on behalf of the
Bidder; products and completed operations of the Bidder; premises owned, occupied or
used by the Bidder. The coverage shall contain no special limitations on the scope of
protection afforded to the Village, its officers, officials, employees or volunteers.

Limits for the above coverage will be at $1,000,000/%$1,000,000 for both bodily injury and
property damage.

3. The Village, its officers, officials, employees, and volunieers are to be covered as
insureds as respects Automobile Liability Insurance in amounts not less than
$1,000,000/$1,000,000 and Property Damage Liability Insurance in amounts not less than
$200,000 if any teams of motor vehicles are engaged in operations within the terms of this
contract on the site of the work to perform thereunder.

Such insurance shall cover the use of all such motor vehicles engaged in operating within
the terms of this contract on the site of the work to be performed unless coverage is
included in the insurance specifications in Paragraph 2 of this Section.

4. Bidder shall include all sub-contraciors as insureds under its policies or shall
furnish separate certificates and endorsements for each sub-contractor, All coverages for
sub-contractor shall be subject to all of the requirements stated herein.

5. Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared to and approved by the
Village. At the option of the Village, either: the insurer shall reduce or eliminate such



deductibles or self-insured retentions as respects the Village, its officers, officials,
employees and volunteers; or the Bidder shall procure a bond guaranteeing payment of
losses and related investigations, claims administration and defense expenses.

6. Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a Best's rating of no less than A: VII.
Whenever possible, the Bidder should attempt to secure the above listed coverages on an
"occurrence” basis, as opposed to a "claim-made” basis.

7. The Bidder shall include the Village as an additional named insured on both
General and Auto Liability policies. All insurance premiums shall be paid without cost to
the agency. Additionally, an endorsement stating the same will be provided fo the Village.

8. The Bidder shall keep and hold the Village harmless from and against all costs,
damages, claims, or expenses it may suffer, incur or sustain or become liable for, or on
account of any injury to or death of its employees or to any other person, or damage to or
injury 1o real estate or personal property caused by or arising out of the services to be
performed.

Accuracy Disclaimer:

The Bidder shall thoroughly acquaint himself with the existing areas and conditions.

Financial Statements:

Bidder also agrees that they will provide proof of financial stability by Dun and Bradstreet
Report or financial statement, if called upon to do so. Failure to prove financial
responsibility is cause for disqualification from this proposal. -

Inspections:

The Village reserves the right to visit and inspect the premises and operation of any
Bidder. '

Investigation of Bidders:




The Village may make such investigations as are necessary to determine the ability of the
Bidder to fulfill contract requirements. The Bidder shall furnish such information as may
be requested and shall be prepared to show completed installations of equipment, service
and supplies similar o that included in this proposal. It shall be at the sole discretion of
the Village to reject any proposal if it is determined the Bidder does not fully demonstrate
its ability to carry out the obligations of the contract.

Miscellaneous Reduirements:

The Village will not be responsible for any expenses incurred by the Bidder in preparing
and submitting a proposal. All proposals shall provide a straightforward, concise
delineation of your capabilities o satisfy the requirements of this request. Emphasis
should be on completeness and clarity of content.

The Bidder is prohibited from assigning, transferring, conveying, subletting, or otherwise
ceding its power to execute such agreement to any other person, company or corporation
without the previous consent and approval in writing by the Village.

Pre Qualification of Bidders:

Under the terms of this proposal all bidders in evidence to their experience and past
performance must submit a list of previous snow removal experience of similar magnitude,
which will be used 1o verify pervious level of service.

A complete list of equipment owned or leased by bidder with VIN numbers is required.
The following equipment is required as a minimum:

1-One ton truck with snowplow and salt spreader

2-Small (4 X 4} trucks with plows

2-Self propelled snow blowers for clearing the sidewalks and other side work

References:

Bidders shall furnish a minimum of four (4} references from accounts that they are
servicing for a period of not less than six (6) months.

DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS

Scope of Work:

The purpose of this contract is for the plowing and/or salting of snow and ice for Village
owned or operated parking lots and sidewalks and other Village-owned property located in
the Village of Oak Park. The locations for plowing and salting are:

See attached lists in the Appendix for exact locations and sizes of the lots.
Bidder shall:

1. Furnish all labor, materials, and equipment to remove snow that has accumulated
in the parking lots and spread road salt in order to maintain the lots in a safe
condition at all time.

2. Furnish all labor, materials, and equipment fo remove snow from parking lot areas
and sidewalks and to spread the appropriate deicing agents for all pedestrian areas
in and around the parking lot and sidewalks. By Village Ordinance, sidewalks shall
be free of snow and ice within twenty four (24) hours of the end of the cessation of
a show or ice storm.

The Village has typically separated this work into two (2) sections, one south of the CTA
Green Line and one north of the CTA Green Line. Bidders should assume they will only
be responsible for one section. The Village reserves the right to modify by adding or
combining the sections. A list of locations is attached 1o this document.

Contract Period:

The initial contract shall be from November 1, 2008 to April 30, 2008. The Village of Oak
Park may renew the contract for two (2) optional snow seasons (November 1, 2009 to
April 30, 2010 and November 1, 2010 to April 30, 2011). .

Contract Renewal:

The Village retains the right to renew this initial contract under the same terms and
conditions upon mutual agreement with the Bidder. Renewals are to be done on a yearly
basis for no more than two (2) additional snow season periods (November 1 to April 30).
Price escalation will be allowed and subject to one (1) adjustment per period. The
requested increase must be that of the general industry. In this event, written notification
stating the requested increase and supporting document justification must be forwarded to
the Village. The annual adjustment shall be based upon 100% of the percentage of change
of the latest published Index (as defined below) as compared to the Index for the previous
year. The Index shall be the United States Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics,
Revised Consumer Price Index for all Urban Wage Earners for Chicago, llincis - Gary,



Indiana - Kenosha, Wisconsin (all items, 1982-84 = 100). Notwithstanding anything
contained herein to the contrary, the annual adjustment shall not be greater than five percent
(5%) of the previous year's cost for services provided under this contract in any year. If the
bidder fails to justify the requested increase, the Village reserves the right 1o reject the
request and cancel the balance of the contract.

If any price reductions are announced during the contract period, the Village shall receive
benefit of such reductions. This request shall also be in the form of a written notification
and shall become effective thirty (30) days from the date the notice was received by the
Village. '

Reaquirements:

The proper timing and use of equipment is essential to maintain the continuous,
expeditious and safe operating of the parking lots and other locations. Consequently, it is
imperative that all equipment be in good operating condition at all times so as io insure
maximum working efficiency and prevent unnecessary delays in service. Time is of the
essence in_arriving at the scene to begin snow removal efforts.

The Bidder shall perform the work in the following manner:

A. The Bidder shall at all times maintain a force of qualified personnel sufficient to
perform the work required and described herein. The force of qualified personnel shall
be sufficient to respond o emergency calls, which may be received at any time.
Manpower must be activated and equipment operating at the site in a prompt,
expeditious time frame but no later than within two (2) hours after notification by
the Village. ‘ '

B. Village of Oak Park personnel will notify the Bidder via telephone when a snow
emergency has been determined. The Bidder shall submit, in writing, the name,
address and all telephone numbers of the person in their organization to whom
instructions shall be given by the Parking Depariment staff on an hour {or 24-hour
callout) per day basis. The Bidder must submit two (2) phone numbers which wiil
provide 24-hour accessibility. One designated supervisor in the Bidder's organization
shall be available on the job site at all times during snowplowing operations.

C. For a snowfall in excess of two (2) inches, Bidder shall provide sufficient equipment to
remove snow and ice from all paved areas including adjacent sidewalks. Snow
removal is accomplished by plowing snow to the edge of the roadways in areas
designated or to the center of the parking lots. If there are vehicles in the parking lot
when the Bidder arrives to remove the accumulated snow, the Bidder shall remove all
snow from roadways, aisles and emply spaces. Equipment shall be provided to
continue remaoval operations through completion to the satisfaction of the Village. The
bidder will also be required to remove snow away from the parking meters so patrons
can access the parking meters for payment.
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D. The Bidder shall be paid for the operation-described on a per hour rate basis.
E. The Village may salt all the parking Iots when there is less than a two-inch snowfall.

F. In the event of a prolonged snow storm (more than 24 hours straight) the Bidder may
be allowed to park their equipment (only those items listed as minimum equipment
necessary for this contract) overnight at a parking lot designated and approved by the
Village.

G. The Bidder will clear the pedestrian areas and sidewalks of snow in and around
assigned parking lots within twenty four {24) hours of the cessation of a snow or ice
storm.

H. Bidder shall take great care to avoid putting snow on and/or striking adjacent
landscaping (irees, shrubs, eic.) and to avoid blocking walkways, street crossings, and
lot entrances and exits. Bidder shall be held responsible for any and all damage to
existing landscaping, vehicles and structures.

| After call out and before starting any snow removal operation, the Bidder and its
employees shall report to Parking Facilities Operations Offices at the Holley Court
Parking Structure located 1125 Holley Court, or another location determined by the
Village, to receive instructions and to document the bidders starting time, equipment
and work force. Additionally, the Bidder shall report to the same location at the end of
the operation.

Payment:

All charges for snow removal will start when equipment begins operation at the assigned
parking lots and shall end when the operation at the site is completed. No separate
charge for transportation of equipment to or from the site will be allowed.

It will be the responsibility of the Bidder to notify the Parking Facilities Operations
Supervisor or histher designee when the snow removal operation is complete. A form to
verify these items will be provided by the Village and will be signed by both the Bidder and
the appropriate Village representative at the completion of each operation. No charge for
inoperable equipment due to mechanical failure will be allowed. It will be the Bidder's
responsibility to find replacement equipment in the event of breakdown.

Property Damage:

The Bidder shall take great care to avoid putting snow on/or striking adjacent landscaping
(trees, shrubs, etc.). Bidder shall be held responsible for all damage to property including,
but not limited to, existing landscaping, planters, bicycle racks, litter containers, light and
traffic signal poles, parking meters, fire hydrants, curbs, vehicles, buildings and structures,
etc. All damage will be the responsibility of the Bidder to repair to its original condition and
to the satisfaction of the Village.

Item History (Previous Board Review, Related Action, History):

US HUD requires that, as part of the 5-year Consolidated Planning Process, a jurisdiction
certifies a current citizen participation plan (24 CFR 91.105), or adopts a new one, that sets
forth the jurisdiction’s policies and procedures for citizen participation of the following:
the 5-year Consolidated Planning process; the annual planning process, substantial
amendment process, the citizen participation plan and the annual performance reporting
process. The current citizen participation plan was adopted in 1997. During the process of
the 2010-2014 Consolidated Planning, the 1997 citizen participation plan was revisited.
Staff determined that an updated plan was needed to fully incorporate all citizen
participation requirements as outlined under the regulations. A more comprehensive
citizen participation plan has been completed, reviewed for regulatory consistency, and is
now before the Board for review and release for a 30-day public comment period

Item Policy Commentary (Key Points, Recommendations, Background):

The HUD-prescribed thirty-day public comment period on the Citizen Participation Plan
will run from October 21 to November 19, 2009. Upon completion of the 30-day comment
period, the Plan will be brought before the Board for final adoption.

Budget Commentary:
The Village receives an annual Entitlement of Federal CDBG/ESG funds to fund this
program. There is no additional funding to this activity.

1. Overview

The Village of Oak Park receives Federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
and Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG) funds annually. Each grant has different regulations,
program requirements, and target populations. The two grants are awarded based on a
formula that takes into account several factors, including low and moderate income
population and age of housing stock.

The consolidated plan is intended to establish a unified vision of housing and community
development strategies for the two federal grants received by the Village. The plan is also
designed to assist the community in meeting the goals intended by Congress to provide
decent housing, a suitable living environment, and expand economic opportunities for
fow-income or disabled persons.

2. Citizen Participation

The Village shall follow a detalled citizen participation plan that addresses the following
issues: participation, access to meetings, access 1o information, access to records,
publishing the plan, public hearings, notice of hearings, public comments, technical
assistance, complaints, and amendments.

a) Encouragement of Citizen Participation in CDBG/ESG Planning & Activities: All citizens,
including low- and moderate-income persons, persons living in low-and moderate-income
neighborhoods, minority populations, non-English speaking persons, persons with
disabilities, persons with HIV/AIDS and their families, homeless persons/agencies and
residents of public and assisted housing developments are encouraged to participate in
the development and review of the:

s Five-Year Consolidated Plan;
s Annual One-Year Action Plan;



¢ gubstantial Amendments to the One-Year Action Plan or Five-Year Plan;
¢ the Citizen Participation Plan; and
* Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER)

All meetings are open to the public and are scheduled at times and locations convenient
to potential and actual beneficiaries with accommodations for persons with disabilities
and with assistance for non-English speaking persons available as needed. Those
wishing to be regularly informed of meetings/activities can be added to the program
mailing and e-mail lists.

6. Competitive Fund Allocation Process

The Village utilizes separate competitive fund allocation processes to recommend ESG and
CDBG projects for funding to the Board of Trustees. The public Is notified about the availability
of the funding applications by newspaper advertising and direct mailings to new and past
recipients. The process also includes an application workshop and technical assistance.

CDBG & ESG Funding Workshops: In April, the Village of Oak Park publishes a Notice of
Availability of CDBG and ESG funds. The notice informs the public of the estimated amount of
CDBG and HOME funds available for the following program year. The notice also informs the
public of the time and place of the CDBG and ESG application workshop. Workshops are
conducted to assist applicants who may apply to Oak Park for CDBG or ESG funds. At the
workshops, program objectives, eligible activities, eligible applicants, funding policies,
application forms and the proposal evaluation and selection process are discussed.
Department staff will also meet with applicants individually (upon request), to discuss
proposal development and to provide assistance. Each workshop participant receives a copy
of the annual Request for Proposals, Proposal Forms and Instructions, and the Village' funding
policies. The locations of the workshops are handicapped accessible,

Project Selection

The Community Development Citizen's Advisory Committee selects CDBG and ESG projects
pased on several qualifying factors, including priority needs, cost per benefit, project
feasibility and more. The CDCAC consists of up to 9@ Oak Park residents serving multi-year
terms and is attended by a Village Board Trustee liaison. The projects selected are
recommended to the full Village Board of Trustees for final approval and submission to HUD.



CDCAC meetings are regularly scheduled for two months of activity in the summer.

7. Program Performance Review

Public Review: Public notice of the availability of the annual performance review document for
review and public comment is advertised in the Wednesday Journal. During the 15 day public
comment period, copies of the CAPER will be made available for public review at the Village of
Oak Park CDBG/ESG Program Office, on the Village of Oak Park website, and at all public
library branches In Oak Park. Reasonable accommodations will be made for non-English
speakers and for people with disabilities.

Public Comments: The public may comment on the CAPER in writing to the Board of Trustees,
Written comments must be directed to the Grant Programs Manager, village of Oak Park
Community Development Division, Department of Community Planning and Development,
123 Madison St., Oak Park, illinois 60302, The Village shall consider any comments or views
received in preparing the Consolidated Plan. A summary of all comments or views, and a
summary of any comments or views not accepted and the reasons therefore, shall be
attached to the final CAPER.

9, Technical Assistance

The Village of Oak Park Community Development Division will provide technical assistance to
groups representing low- and moderate-income persons that request such assistance 1o
develop an application to the Village or HUD.

a) Program rules and regulations;

b) Requirements for implementing and managing projects;

¢) Project eligibility and national objectives requirements; and

d) The evaluation process used by the CDCAC and Board of Trustees.



The Village’s provision of technical assistance does not include the preparation of grant
applications for individuals or organizations. The Village’s provision of technical assistance is
limited by funds and staff availability.

10. Procedures for Complaints or Grievances

Complaints, inquiries, and grievances shall be submitted in writing to the Grant Programs

19. Criteria & Procedures for Amendments & Substantial Amendments to Action Plans and/or the
Five Year Consolidated Plan

A “substantial amendment” is an amendment o the Consolidated Plan or Annual Action Plan
that requires 30 days of public comment. Prior to submitting substantial amendments to HUD,
The Village of Oak Park will provide citizens with a 30-day notice {(advertised in The
Wednesday Journal) of an opportunity to comment whenever a substantial amendment is
being proposed for the Village of Oak Park CDBG and ESG programs. The Village of Oak Park
shall consider any comments received in preparing substantial amendments. A summary of
all comments received shall be attached to any substantial amendment of the plan. Any
comments that are not accepted (that is, comments that do not result in changes) shall be
included in this summary along with the reason they were not accepied.

A substantial amendment is defined as:

a) Changes to any of the goals, policies, or procedures identified in the Consolidated Plan;
b) Changes to the CDBG or ESG budget for a project by an amount in excess of twenty-five
percent (25%) or $5,000, whichever is greater;



¢) Changes in the purpose, scope, beneficiaries, or location of the project; d) A change in
allocation priorities or method of distribution of funds; e} A change in the source of
funding, from one source to any other source (including program income) covered by the
consolidated plan; or

d) Cancellation of an existing project or adding a new project.

Changes that are not considered substantial amendments:

a) Changes to the CDBG or ESG hudget for a project by an amount that
is less than 25% or $5,000, whichever is greater;

b) Consolidated Plan data updates: Consolidated Plan data updates such as census data,
income limits, and fair market rents, HOME high and low market rents, Home subsidy
limits, and similar types of data shall not be considered a substantial amendment;

¢) Minor change in project location: A minor change in location on a spegcific property is not
considered a substantial change as long as the purpose, scope, and intended
beneficiaries remain essentially the same,

d) Project Budget Line item change: The transfer of some (but not ali) funds within a project
from one approved budget line item to another approved budget line item (e g,
construction rather than engineering) does not constitute a substantial chang

13. Minimizing Displacement

Consistent with the goals and objectives of activities assisted under the Act, the

Village of Oak Park Community Development Block Grant and Emergency Shelter Grant
Programs will take the following steps to minimize the displacement of people,
businesses, and non-profits:

a) Discourage projects involving displacement/relocation through a proposal
scoring process, which assigns lowest points to projects with displacement;

b) Encourage project sponsors to plan or stage projects to minimize and/or
prevent the adverse impacts of displacement;

¢) Provide advisory services as may be necessary to determine relocation
needs, or other assistance for which displaced persons may be eligible;

d) Coordinate code enforcement with rehabilitation and housing assistance
programs; and

e) Stage the rehabilitation of apartment units to allow tenants to remain in the
building/complex during and after rehabilitation by working with empty units
or buildings first.

Any residential tenant who will be permanently and involuntarily displaced shall be entitled to
the following services and benefits:

a) Timely Information. The tenant will be contacted and provided timely
information that fully explains the reason for the displacement and the
relocation assistance available;

b} Advisory Services. The tenant will be provided appropriate advisory services

necessary to minimize hardships in adjusting to the relocation;

Advance Notice, Unless there is an urgent need Tor the properly (e.g., substantial
danger to a person's health or safety) or the tenant is evicted for cause, the tenant
shall be given at least 90 days' advance notice of the earliest possible date which
they must vacate the property;

Replacement Housing Assistance. Replacement housing assistance is available to
both renters and owners in the form of rental assistance or purchase assistance. The
replacement assistance is based on a number of factors as provided in the Uniform
Relocation Act and its regulations at 24 CFR Part 24, and,

Moving Expenses. The tenant will be reimbursed for reasonable, documented costs
of his/her moving and related expenses or the tenant may elect to receive a fixed
payment for moving and related expenses.
