Final adoption is listed on the Consent Agenda Several
amendments to the Municipal Code are proposed related to parking to specifically
include:

. Increase the daytime, overnight and 24 Hour Quarterly Parking Permit fees for
parking lots and garages on January 1, 2010 from their current rates that range from
$95 - $195 per quarter to $116 - $238 per quarter. This results in an increase to
permit holders of $8 - $12 per month (a quarterly increase of $24 - $36). No
increase would be made to price of On-Street Overnight Zone Parking Permits.

. Create a new Monthly Parking Permit in the Holley Court and Avenue Garages at a
rate of $90 per month.

. Create a new “trial” Reserved Quarterly Parking Permit in Holley Court and Avenue
Garages at a rate of $324 per quarter.

. Update the Employee Discount Parking Program to establish wage caps for

participants and move the designated parking spaces from Lots to the Holley Court
and Avenue Garages. The hourly rate of parking in the program would also increase
from 15 cents per hour to 20 cents per hour.

. Codify the existing OPRF parking garage Hourly Rate at 50 cents per hour.

B. Ordinance amending sections 26-2-2(A), 26-2-2(B) and 26-2-6(B) of the
Village Code relating to the meter charges for water and sewer services.
This ordinance includes a rate increase of 14% for both water and sewer rates effective
January 1, 2010. This increase responds to the 15% increase from Chicago to the Village for
the purchase of water, capital improvement needs and a water crossings repair project under
the 1-290 in 2010. In addition, the deposit required to test a meter is increased from $75 to
$100.

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E. Ordinance Amending Parking Permit Fee for Lots and Garages and Amending

Several amendments to the Municipal Code are proposed related to parking to specifically
include:

. Increase the daytime, overnight and 24 Hour Quarterly Parking Permit fees for
parking lots and garages on January 1, 2010 from their current rates that range from
$95 - $195 per quarter to $116 - $238 per quarter. This results in an increase to
permit holders of $8 - $12 per month (a quarterly increase of $24 - $36). No
increase would be made to price of On-Street Overnight Zone Parking Permits.

. Create a new Monthly Parking Permit in the Holley Court and Avenue Garages at a
rate of $90 per month.

. Create a new “trial” Reserved Quarterly Parking Permit in Holley Court and Avenue
Garages at a rate of $324 per quarter.

° Update the Employee Discount Parking Program to establish wage caps for

participants and move the designated parking spaces from Lots to the Holley Court
and Avenue Garages. The hourly rate of parking in the program would also increase
from 15 cents per hour to 20 cents per hour.

. Codify the existing OPRF parking garage Hourly Rate at 50 cents per hour.

G. Resolution Authorizing Execution of a Highway Authority Agreement and
Supplemental Agreement with BP Products North America, Inc. for 401 West
Chicago Avenue
The IEPA requires service stations to remediate contaminated soils and obtain no further
remediation letters therefore. Service stations abutting public rights of way under which
contamination may have leached into the soil must execute highway authority agreements
with such service stations as a condition of the issuance of no further remediation letters.

H. Ordinance Amending Chapter 15, Article 4 of the Village Code Entitled
“Vehicle Licenses”
This amendment to the Vehicle Sticker Ordinance corrects two typographical errors related to
rates for passenger vehicles for senior citizens and for residents with disabilities and clarifies
the procedures related to transfer of stickers from one vehicle to another.

F. Presentation of the Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice and
Fair Housing Action Plan and Public Comment (30 min)
Each community receiving CDBG funds is required to certify to HUD that it will affirmatively
further fair housing. This requirement can be achieved through the preparation of an
Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing Choice and Fair Housing Action Plan. While not
required, the Village chose to make the draft Analysis Impediments and Fair Housing Action
Plan available for public display and comment beginning October 20, 2009. This is the final
report by the consultant prior to final approval and submittal to HUD.

The additional funding in water and
sewer will provide sufficient funds o continue the infrastructure improvements to the
water and sewer infrastructure planned for 2010 as well as the increased costs of energy,
maintenance and personnel.

The deposit required to test a meter at a customer’s request is increased from $75 to
$100. If a meter tests as functioning properly, the deposit will be retained in the water
fund and used fo offset test expenses. If a meter tests as inaccurate, the deposit will be
returned via a credit on the current water bill. In addition, the current billing cycle will be
adjusted accordingly.

ltem Budget Commentary: Estimated annual revenue to be received in 2010 from the
increase in water rates has been estimated to be $987,063 and the related increase in the
sewer fund to be $399,000 for a total increase of $1,386,063.

On average, the Village sends out 10 to 20 meters a year for testing. The increased
charge is used to offset the cost of an outside vendor's services.

ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 26-2-2(A), 26-2-2(B) AND 26-
2-6(B) OF THE VILLAGE CODE RELATING TO THE METER
CHARGES FOR WATER AND SEWER SERVICES

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Oak Park,
County of Caok, State of lllinois, as follows:

SECTION 1: That Sections 26-2-2(A), 26-2-2(B) and 26-2-6 of the Village Code are
hereby amended to read as follows:

26-2-2: METER CHARGES:

A. Water Charge: The charge for water supplied through meters shall be fixed by the
following scale, effective January 1, 2009:

Class 1: A charge of feur-dollars-twenty-five-cents{$4-25} four dollars eighty-five
cents ($4.85) for each one thousand (1,000) gallons shall be made to consumers of

less than one hundred thousand (100,000) gallons per month, payable quarterly, and for
those consuming in excess of one hundred thousand (100,000) gallons per month,
payable monthly, except as provided for in Class Il.

Class II: A charge of four-dellars—eighty-three-cents{$4.83) five doliars fifty-one
cents ($5.51) per one thousand (1,000) gallons shall be made on all water used for

construction or demolition purposes.

B. Sewer Charge: The charge for sewer services, based upon the quantity of water
supplied through meters, shall be fixed by the following scale, effective January 1, 2009:

In order for the Village to pay for the operation and maintenance of the sewer system
and to derive revenue for the payment of necessary expenses, including the repayment
of any bonds issued fo raise revenue therefore, there is established a sewer service
charge of ene-dollarseventy-cents{$4-70} one dollar ninety-four cents ($1.94) per
one thousand (1,000) gallons of water consumed which shall be payable by all users of
water; provided, however, the maximum rate for sewerage charges in any quarter (for
any single-family user) shall be sixty-nine—delars—{$69-00) seventy-five dollars

($75.00)

The five percent (5%) utility tax established by the Village shall be paid by the Viliage, a
Municipal corporation, from the water charges set forth herein.

26-2-6: RESPONSIBILITY FOR WATER REGISTERED BY METER; TENANT
DEPOSIT REQUIRED:

B. Meter Testing and Fees: For meter sizes five-eighths inch (*/s") through two inch

(2") disc meters, a seventy five dollar{$75.00) one-hundred dollar ($100.00} deposit

shall be paid by the customer requesting the meter test. After the Village has received
this deposit, the Village will pull the meter and install a temporary meter in its place.




Once the meter has been tested, the Village will return the seventy-five-doHar{$75-06}
one-hundred dollar {$100.00) deposit to the customer if the test results show the meter
to be running fast according to AWWA standards. In addition to the deposit refund, the
water bill will also be adjusted to reflect the high rate at which the meter is measuring
the flow of water. If the meter is found to be running accurately or running slow
according to AWWA standards, the Village will retain the seventy-five-dellar-($75.00}
one-hundred dollar ($100.00) deposit and the meter will be repaired and reinstalled at
the customer's location. If for any reason the customer is not satisfied with the test
results from the Village, the Village will, at the customer's option, send the meter out to
be tested by an ouiside contractor at the customer's expense.

All compound meters will be tested at the Village's expense, except when a test is
specifically requested by an owner or customer. If an owner or customer requests a
meter test for a compound meter, the cost for the test will be charged to that owner or
customer, and the charge will equal the total cost to the Village to have the meter
tested.

SECTION 2: The effective date for these amended rates is for services rendered
beginning January 1, 2010.

SECTION 3: That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form according to law.

26-2-2: METER CHARGES:

A. Water Charge: The charge for water supplied through meters shall be fixed by the
following scale, effective January 1, 2008:

Class 1: A charge of four-dellars-twenty-fivecents-{$4.25} four dollars eighty-five
cents ($4.85) for each one thousand (1,000) galions shall be made to consumers of

less than one hundred thousand (100,000} gallons per month, payable quarterly, and for
those consuming in excess of one hundred thousand (100,000) gallons per month,
payable monthly, except as provided for in Class il.

Class II: A charge of feur-dollars—eighty-three-cents—($4.83} five dollars fifty-one
cents ($5.51) per one thousand (1,000) gallons shall be made on all water used for

construction or demolition purposes.

B. Sewer Charge: The charge for sewer services, based upon the quantity of water
supplied through meters, shall be fixed by the following scale, effective January 1, 2009.

In order for the Village to pay for the operation and maintenance of the sewer system
and to derive revenue for the payment of necessary expenses, including the repayment
of any bonds issued to raise revenue therefore, there is established a sewer service
charge of ene-dellarseventy-cents{$4-70} one dollar ninety-four cents ($1.94) per
one thousand (1,000} gallons of water consumed which shall be payable by all users of
water; provided, however, the maximum rate for sewerage charges in any quarter (for

(3) Corporate Rates: Corporate Rates shall only apply to a
licensed business located in the Village of Oak Park who has

made application to the Parking Services Manager and been
designated as a Corporate Account for the purposes of
guarterly parking permits and purchases a minimum of five
quarterly permits per quarter,

(A) Twenty four (24) hour a day permit parking: One hundred
ninety five dollars ($195.00) per vehicle per quarter.

(B) Daytime permit parking only: One hundred sixty five
dollars ($165.00) per vehicle per quarter.

(C) Overnight permit parking only: One hundred sixteen
dollars ($116.00) per vehicle per quarter,

b. In all Village operated multilevel parking structures and permit

lots located outside the high demand parking area, the fees shall
be as follows:

(1) Resident Rates:

(A) Twenty four (24) hour a day permit parking: One hundred
sixty five dollars ($165.00) per vehicle per quarter.

(B) Daytime permit parking only: One hundred thirty five
dollars ($135.00) per vehicle per quarter.

(C) Overnight permit parking only: One hundred four dollars
($104.00) per vehicle per quarter.

(2) Nonresident Rates:

(A) Twenty four (24) hour a day permit parking: Two hundred
two dollars ($202.00) per vehicle per quarter.

(B) Daytime permit parking only: One hundred sixty five
dollars ($165.00) per vehicle per quarter.

(C) Overnight permit parking only: One hundred twenty eight
dollars ($128.00) per vehicle per guarter.

(3) Corporate Rates: Corporate Rates shall only apply to a
licensed business located in the Village of Oak Park who has

made application to the Parking Services Manager and been
designated as a Corporate Account for the purposes of

quarterly parking permits and purchases a minimum of five
quarterly permits per guarter.

(A) Twenty four (24) hour a dav permit parking: One hundred
sixty five dollars ($165.00) per vehicle per quarter,

(B) Daytime permit parking only: One hundred thirty five
dollars ($135.00) per vehicle per guarter,

(C) Overnight permit parking only: One hundred four dollars
($104.00) per vehicle per quarter.

4. Monthly Permit Parking Rates: On and after January 1, 2010,

monthly permit parking rates in the Holley Court and Avenue
multilevel parking structures shall be as follows:

(a) Twenty four (24) hour a day permit parking: Ninety dollars
(890.00) per vehicle per month.

HJ. Daytime On Street Permit Parking Fee: Permit fees for all daytime on
street parking permits, other than parking permits for the disabled, issued
for all daytime on street permit parking areas authorized by ordinance of the
President and Board of Trustees shall be as follows:

Handicapped permits: Ten dollars ($10.00) per year.

Resident permits: Fifty dollars ($50.00) per year.

Guest day passes; books of twenty (20): Five dollars ($5.00) per book.

Employee permits where authorized by ordinance: One hundred dollars
(8100.00) per year.

Student permits:
From August 15, 2009 through August 15, 2010:

Residents: $160.00 per year
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Non-Residents: $240.00 per year
From August 15, 2010 through August 15, 2011:

Residents: $240.00 per year

Non-Residents: $320.00 per year

The daytime permit parking rate for students ghall be reduced by thirty
percent (30%) if the school attended by the students purchases all of the
student parking permits for students at that school for the full year prior to
the beginning of the school year and the school agrees to administer the
distribution of all such permits subject to the review of the Parking Services
Manager.

Permits may be issued on a monthly or quarterly basis for an equivalent
portion of the annual fee.

Fees which are not expended to cover the costs of administering the daytime,
on-street, permit parking program shall be deposited in a fund entitled the
“Daytime Off-Street Parking Fund,” which shall be used exclusively for the
provision of additional daytime, off-street parking.

Any conflict between the provisions of this subsection and any other
ordinance establishing daytime on-street permit parking in a specific area
within the Village shall be resolved in favor of the other ordinance.

IK. On Street Overnight Permit Parking Fee In R-7 Zoned Districts: Ninety
dollars ($90.00) per quarter.

Any conflict between the provisions of this subsection and any other
ordinance establishing on street overnight permit parking in R-7 zoned
districts within the Village shall be resolved in favor of this subsection.

JL. Commuter Lot Permit Fees For Commuter Permit Parking In Areas
Defined In Subsection 5-13-18C of this section:

1. Effective on and after October 1, 2008, the fee shall be one hundred thirty
dollars ($130.00) per quarter for Oak Park resident commuter parkers for
daytime permits. Effective on and after January 1, 2010, the fee shall
be one hundred sixty dollars ($160.00) per guarter for Qak Park
resident commuter parkers for daytime permits.

9. Effective on and after October 1, 2008, the fee shall be one hundred sixty
dollars ($160.00) per quarter for nonresident commuter parkers for
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daytime permits. Effective on and after January 1, 2010, the fee shall
be two hundred two dollars ($202.00) per quarter for nonresident
commuter parkers for daytime permits.

KM. Extended Overnight Parking Pass Fees In All Areas:

Extended passes are available to fulfill short term parking needs of residents
only and shall not be issued in less than one week increments and for no
more than two (2) one-week increments at a time. Extended parking passes
shall provide twenty four (24) hour per day parking and shall be available in
all Village owned and/or operated parking lots or multilevel parking
structures designated by the Village for extended pass parking.

The fee for each one week extended pass or portion thereof shall be fifteen
dollars ($15.00).

LN. Valet Permit Parking: Current valet parking license holders may apply for
valet parking permits in Village operated parking structures or lots
designated by the Village as available for valet parking.

1. The Village valet parking permit shall be in the form of a laminated
placard which may be transferred from valet parked vehicle to valet parked
vehicle.

2. The valet parking placard shall be displayed on the dashboard of the valet
parked vehicle at the location authorized by the valet permit.

3. The valet placard shall be eight and one-half inches by eleven inches
(812" x 11") in size and shall contain the name and current valet license
number of the business, the beginning and end dates of the quarter to which
it applies and the number of the lot in which valet permit parking has been
authorized.

4. The valet parking placard shall only authorize valet permit parking on
Thursday through Saturday evenings between six o'clock (6:00) P.M. and one
o'clock (1:00) A.M. during the quarter and in the lot designated by the
placard.

5. Valet parking permits shall only be issued to current valet license holders
and shall only be issued as the Village determines space is available for same
in a given Village operated parking structure or lot.

6. The Village shall charge a fee of thirty dollars ($30.00) per quarter per
valet parking placard.
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7. Valet parking permit placards shall be sold on a first come, first served
basis although the Village may limit the number of valet permits per valet
parking license holder based upon the number of valet parking license
holders applying for valet parking permit placards in a given parking
structure or lot and the number of spaces available for same in a given
structure or lot. (Ord. 2008-0-040, 9-15-08)

ftem History (Previous Board Review, Related Action, and History: The Village of Oak
Park has contracted for the collection and disposal of solid waste since the Village
elected to privatize the function in the 1980's. Through 1998, the Village
contracted and passed the actual cost of collection and disposal with various solid
waste haulers to the residents based upon a fixed cost associated with individual
home pick-up charges. However, in 1998, the Village became a member of the
West Suburban Solid Waste Agency that requires participating members to
contract its waste haulers to utilize the disposal/landfill services of the agency and
to also pay the Agency, not the hauler, for the disposal and related tipping fees of
the solid waste generated by the community. In so doing, it then became a
requirement that the Village determine the average cost per resident for the
disposal component of the bill since that cost then became a municipal cost
responsibility, not the responsibility of the hauler.

ltem Policy Commentary (Key Points, Recommendation, and Background):
The attached ordinance amends the current rate ordinance for solid waste to reflect a 3%
increase over rates effective in 2009. Though a majority of the charges are pass-through
fees assessed by the hauler, other costs related to disposal/landfill costs, enforcement
and administration is determined by the Village and added to the hauler costs to
determine the final monthly fee.

ltem Budget Commentary: Estimated annual revenue to be received in 2010
from the increase fees is $86,000

Proposed Action: Adopt the Ordinance.

Item Policy Commentary (Key Points, Recommendation, and Background):
This ordinance increases the local, home-rule gasoline tax from $0.05 per gallon
to $0.06 per gallon and is written to become effective on January 1, 2010.
Estimated revenue from this increase in this tax is assumed to be $150,000 taking
into account changes in volume pumped in response to the tax.

There are currently 16 service stations licensed to dispense gasoline in the
Village. Tax collections are dedicated for use by the Capital Improvement Fund.

Item Budget Commentary: Since this tax is locally collected, there is an ongoing
administrative cost for collection and recording. Increasing the tax will not increase
that present cost. An additional $150,000 is estimated as the annual revenue
increase and is budgeted in the Capital Improvement Fund and only funds capital
projects such as street and alley replacement.

Item History (Previous Board Review, Related Action, History):

First Reading of the Qrdinance was presented on November 16, 2009 to the Board of Trustees.
This followed the initial discussion of Quarterly Parking Permit rate increase as a part of the
FY2010 budget presentation on October 26, 2009 to the Board of Trustees. The foundation for
the increase and other parking system changes is a result of an annual review by staff of the
parking permit rates for Lots and Garages. |t is also recommended that some new Parking
Permit options be established alang with changes to the existing Employee Discount Parking
Program. Specifically.

1. Increase the daytime, overnight and 24 Hour Quarterly Parking Permit fees for parking
lots and garages on January 1, 2010 from their current rates that range from $85 - $185
per quarter to $116 - $238 per quarter. This results in a increase to permit holders of $8
- $12 per month (a quarterly increase of $24 - $36). No increase would be made to price
of On-Street Overnight Zone Parking Permits.

2 Create a new Monthly Parking Permit in the Holley Court and Avenue Garages at a rate
of $90 per month

3 Update the Employee Discount Parking Program to establish wage caps for participants
and move the designated parking spaces from Lots to the Holley Court and Avenue
Garages. The hourly rate of parking in the program would also increase from 15 cents
per hour to 20 cents per hour

4 Codify the existing OPRF parking garage Hourly Rate at 50 cents per hour.

The proposal presented under First Reading of the Ordinance to create a new “trial” Reserved
Quarterly Parking Permit in Holley Court and Avenue Garages has been removed from the
Ordinance at this time. The Village Attorney is reviewing with Bond Counsel the impact of such a
permit on the tax exempt provisions of the bond issues that financed the Holley Court and
Avenue Garages Based upon this review, a reserved parking space option will be brought back
in the future.

As a result of discussion at the November 16, 2009, meeting of the Board of Trustees, staff
proposes in the future to post annually, by September 15" via the Village website and at Village
Hall notice of any rate changes to meters, garages and/or parking permits that are proposed by
staff for consideration during the annual budget process. Posted notices would direct the public
to the Village website where details of proposed rate changes would be available as well as the
anticipated date(s) of budget considerations before the Board of Trustees.

On a quarterly basis, the Village sells approximately 3,600 permits for 24-hour parking, daytime
parking and overnight parking. A spreadsheet is also attached that details specific rate
changes.

item Policy Commentary {(Key Points, Current Issue, Recommendation):

Parking rates are based on a pyramid approach with the founding concept that the shortest term
and most convenient parking should be the most expensive. As the customer purchases
parking “time" in advance in increased quantities the equivalent cost per hour is reduced. For
example, the most expense parking (when compared by rate per hour) is at a meter, where as
much as $1 per hour is charged to park. By contrast, the spreadsheet shows that quarterly
parking permit holders in areas with lower parking demand pay an hourly equivalent of 7 cents
or less per hour. This discount is proper because the quarterly permit holder pays the Village for
three months of parking in advance, regardless of actual utilization.

Item Budget Commentary: {(Account #; Balance; Cost of contract)
The proposed FY 2010 Parking Fund adopted budget provides the following.

Revenues $4.765 million
From parking permit fees, meters and garages (including a $380,000 increase in
revenues hased upon the recommended permit fee increases proposed herein
for lots and garages)

Expenditures $4.753 million
Includes only some debt service related to garages (see below)

There has been considerable discussion regarding the fact that in recent years, the Parking
Fund has not generated sufficient revenues to cover expenses and therefore, pursuant to the
2007 Audit, the Parking Fund “owes” the General Fund $10 5 million In the 2008 Budget and
as part of recent budget discussions the Board took action to reduce this amount significantly,
and as a result the Parking Fund now owes the General Fund an estimated $5 miflion.

The following status of Village Debt for Parking Structures in 2009 is also noteworthy

Principal & Interest
(total debt remaining)

OPRF Garage $5.2 million
Paid by transfer from Parking Revenues
to Debt Services Fund

The Avenue $9.7 million
Paid by Parking Revenues through 2007 and

Paid by transfer from Downtown TIF to Debt Services Fund

In order for the Parking Fund to cover a greater percentage of parking related expenses and
repay the General Fund, staff would also ask that the Board consider a second increase in the
above rates, effective January 1, 2011, The increase would be consistent with the 2010
increase meaning that most quarterly parking permits would increase from $8 per month to $15
per month. This would put parking rates in Oak Park more in line with other suburban rates that

ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 15, ARTICLE 3,
SECTION 18 OF THE VILLAGE CODE ESTABLISHING
PARKING RATES CHARGED BY THE VILLAGE

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Oak Park, County of Cook, State of Illinois, in accordance with the
Home Rule Powers granted to it under Article VII, Section 6 of the Constitution
of the State of Illinois (1970), as amended, that Chapter 15, Article 3 of the
Village Code entitled “Parking Meters, Parking Permits and Municipal
Attendant Parking Lots” shall be amended by amending Section 15-3-18
entitled “Parking Rates; Parking Meters, Attendant Parking Lots, Permit
Parking Lots and Daytime On-Street Permit Parking” to read as follows:

Article 3
PARKING METERS, PARKING PERMITS AND MUNICIPAL
ATTENDANT PARKING LOTS

15-3-18: PARKING RATES; PARKING METERS, PAY AND DISPLAY
MACHINES, VILLAGE OPERATED PARKING STRUCTURES,
PERMIT, EXTENDED PASS, VALET AND DAYTIME ON STREET
PERMIT PARKING:

Persons parking vehicles in Village owned and/or operated parking spaces
designated by the Village for use by the general public as metered pay and
display, Village operated parking structures, permit parking, extended pass
parking, valet permit parking or daytime on street permit parking in
designated areas during designated hours, shall pay a fee to the Village in
accordance with the following rate schedule:

A. Pay And Display Machine And Parking Meter Rates For All Persons,
Except Full Time And Part Time Retail Employees At Designated
Locations, In The High Parking Demand Area From And Including
Harlem On The West To And Including Euclid On The East And From
And Including Ontario (From Harlem To Kenilworth) And Lake Street
(From Kenilworth To Euclid) On The North To And Including The North
Side Of North Boulevard On The South And Excluding From The High
Parking Demand Area All Commuter Areas Set Forth In Subsection 15-3-
18C Of This Section And Depicted On The Map Hereinafter Set Forth As




Map Exhibit 1 On File With The Village Except The Following Locations:
All metered parking on North Boulevard, between Grove and Euchid

All metered parking on South Boulevard, between Grove and Euclid

Lot 4 (Grace Episcopal Church)

Lot 12 (19th Century Club)

Lot 13 (US Bank)

Lot 16 (Calvary Church)

Marion Street south of South Boulevard

1. All twelve (12) hour pay and display machines and parking meters: The
fee shall be twenty five cents ($0.25) for each fifteen (15) minutes of
parking.

2. All four (4) and six (6) hour pay and display machines and parking
meters: The fee shall be twenty five cents ($0.25) for each fifteen (15)
minutes of parking.

The fee shall be twenty five cents ($0.25) for each fifteen (15) minutes of
parking.

Unless otherwise set forth in this section, the rate for each pay and
display machine and parking meter shall be the rate set forth on the

face of the machine and/or meter as previously approved by the Village
Board.

minutes of parking.



3. All one, two (2), three (3) hour and ninety (90) minute pay and display
machines and parking meters: The fee shall be twenty five cents
($0.25) for each twenty (20) minutes of parking.

1. The fee shall be twenty five cents ($0.25) each thirty (30) minutes of
parking.

D. Pay And Display Machine And Parking Meter Rates In All Areas Of The
Village Not Within The High Or Medium Parking Demand Or Commuter
Areas Designated In Subsections 15-:3-18A, B And C Of This Section:

1. All twelve (12) hour meters: The fee shall be twenty five cents ($0.25) for
each thirty (30) minutes of parking.

2. All four (4) and six (6) hour meters: The fee shall be twenty five cents
($0.25) each thirty (30) minutes of parking.

3. All one, two (2), three (3) hour and ninety (90) minute meters: The fee
shall be twenty five cents ($0.25) for each thirty (30) minutes of parking.

4. All twenty (20) minute meters: The fee shall be twenty five cents ($0.25)
for each twenty (20) minutes of parking.

Unless otherwise set forth in this section, the rate for each parking meter
shall be the rate set forth on the face of the meter as previously approved by
the Village Board.

Park Business Retail Employee Discount Parkings At Village

Designated Public Parking Locations:

1. Employers of full and part time retail employees who work within
Oak Park may purchase parking time in designated public parking lets



locations for their employees only by purchasing magnetic cards for use

in “Pay-and Display”machines-in such parking lets locations.

2. Employers may purchase either an eighty (80) sixty-(66) hour or two
hundred (200) hour magnetic cards for each of their employees by
providing the full name, work status (full or part time), hourly rate of
pay and vehicle identification, registration, make and model information
to the Village.

3. Each hour purchased on a magnetic card shall cost fifteen($0-156)
twenty cents ($0.20) plus $1 per card for the cost of the disposable
card. Eighty (80) Sixty(60) hour cards shall therefore cost a total of
seventeen dollars ($17.00) nine-dellars($9:00) per card and two
hundred (200) hour cards shall cost a total of forty-one dollars
($41.00) thirty-deHars-($30-00) per card. No more than twe-(2)-60
hour-eards-per-part-time-employee one card per qualified
employee shall be sold to an employer during any one month.

4. Cards shall be sold to Oak Park employers for the benefit of their retail
employees who work in Oak Park and earn an hourly wage of
fourteen dollars ($14.00) per hour or less on a first come, first served
basis. Pwo-hundred(200) hour-eCards may be renewed purchased
by employers each month between the twenty fifth of each month and the
fifth of the following month on a first come, first serve basis. Once
purchased cards are non-refundable and cards expire a minimum
of 45 days following purchase regardless of utilization. Sixty-(60)

5. If it is determined that either an employer or their employee has
used a card in a manner inconsistent with this ordinance. the
employer shall be prohibited from purchasing Employee
Discount Parking.

7. The Parking Services Manager shall establish the actual number
of part-time Emplovee Discount Parking cards and full-time
employee discount parking cards that may be sold per month

based upon utilization.
