Citizen Advisory Board or Commission Issue Processing (Note Date):

1t was brought to the attention of the Citizen Involvement Commission that, per ordinance,
the Public Art Advisory Commission needed a representative from the Community Design
Commission to serve as a member on that commission as well. This amendment will
remove that requirement and add that a student be required on the commission.

Item History (Previous Village Board Direction to Board or Commission, Related
Action, Public Hearings, Community Input):

During the February 3, 2010 and March 3, 2010 Citizen Involvement Commission
meetings, this was discussed extensively. The Chairpersons of the Public Art Advisory
Commission and the Community Design Commission were also consulted regarding this
change. At the March 3 Citizen Involvement Commission meeting, a vote was taken to
change this requirement in the ordinance; the commission was unanimously in favor of
doing so.

Item Policy Commentary (Key Points, Recommendation, Background):

This requirement has made it difficult to keep a full Public Art Advisory Commission, as
there has been no success in recruiting anyone who is interested in serving on two full time
commissions. Also, a student member of the Public Art Advisory Commission will be a
positive addition.

Staff Commentary:

The Citizen Involvement Commission and the Public Art Advisory Commission feel that
the change in this requirement will have a positive effect without negatively affecting the
Community Design Commission.

Item Budget Commentary:
There will be no cost to the Village.

Proposed Action:
Adopt the ordinance.




ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE 22
OF THE VILLAGE CODE ENTITLED
«“pUBLIC ART ADVISORY COMMISSION”

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Oak Park, County of Cook, State of Illinois, in accordance with the
Home Rule Powers granted to it under Article VII, Section 6, of the
Constitution of the State of Illinois (1970), as amended, that Section 2-22-1 of
the Village Code entitled “Public Art Advisory Commission” shall be hereby

amended to read as follows:

2-22-1: CREATION; TERMS: There is hereby created
and established in and for the Village of Oak Park a commission
to be hereafter known as the Public Art Advisory Commission
which shall consist of a chairperson and ten (10) members, to be
appointed by the Village President with the consent of the Board
of Trustees. The Commission shall consist of one member of the
Oak Park Area Arts Council, recommended to the Village
President by the Arts Council Board; five (5) artists and/or

arts professionals/architects who live and/or work in the Village'

one (1) student member at large who resxdes wrthm the
Village; three (3) members at large who reside within the Village;

and one (1) Village staff member recommended to the Village
President by the Village Manager.

The chairperson and all Mmembers shall be appointed for three
(3) vear terms on a staggered basis with-initial-appeintments

over a three (3) year cycle consisting of a chairperson and +we—{(2)
three (3) members for-one-year during the first year of the cycle;

two-(2) four (4) members fortwo{(2)-years during the second
year of the cycle; and +we<(2) three (3) members for three(3)
yeafs the third year of the cycle —’llhefea&ei—the-ehaﬂlpe*sen

Per the reguest of Village of Oak Park, this amendment modifies Part lI of the Project Description in the
Grant Agreement and Section 1 (a) of the lilinois Clean Diesel Grant Program Conditions. The
modification of both parts s as follows: “The State shall provide $147,150 {or the amount of the eligible
project costs in the event that the costs are less than what was indicated on the cost estimate) for the
purchase and installation of nine diesel particulate filters on nine trucks, purchase of one regenerative
panel for the filters, and purchase and installation of six diesel oxidation catalyst and closed crankcase
ventilation units on six trucks as listed in the revised vehicle information spreadsheet {attached) and
revised cost quote.”
