ltem History:

There is no history with the Village Board related to this item.

Item Policy Commentary:

lllinois Public Act 094-0741, cited as the Carbon Monoxide Alarm Detector Act,
became effective January 1, 2007. This Act requires carbon monoxide detectors to
be installed within every dwelling unit; however, during our regular building
inspections, and also in response to emergency situations, our inspectors discover
that many dwelling units still do not have carbon monoxide detectors installed.

According to our Fire Department’s records, an average of 40 incidents have
occurred each year for the past three years where the Department responded to
properties and found carbon monoxide levels in excess of safe limits. Some of these
incidents resulted in residents being transported to hospitals for medical attention.

Carbon monoxide is a silent and odorless killer so early detection is important to
saves lives. According to the Centers for Disease Control, over 15,000 people
nationally were treated annually during 2001-2003 and about 480 people died
annually from 2001-2002 due to exposure to high levels of carbon monoxide.

| recommend that the Village of Oak Park adopt the referenced Act to allow our
property inspectors as well as the Fire Department to enforce the requirement for
installation of carbon monoxide alarm detectors in every dwelling or dwelling unit in
accordance with Hlinois Public At 094-0741.

“Regulations; Equipment and Facilities” shall be and is hereby amended by
adding a new Section 12-1-8-14 entitled “Carbon Monoxide Detectors” which
shall read as follows:

12-1-8-14: CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTORS:

There is hereby adopted by the Village of Oak Park the
“Carbon Monoxide Alarm Detector Act” enacted by the State of

Illinois as Public Act 94-0741 effective January 1, 2007 and
codified as 430 ILCS 135/1 through 20 of the Illinois Compiled
Statutes (2008), not less than three (3) copies of which are on
file in the Office of the Clerk of the Village of Oak Park, and
the same is hereby adopted and incorporated as fully as if set
out in its entirety herein. The provisions thereof shall be
controlling on buildings and structures within the limits of the
Village.

SECTION TWO: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect and

after its passage, approval and publication pursuant to law.

The Village adopted the 2003 edition of the International Energy Conservation Code (IECC} in
March of 2004 along with many other codes in the series of International Codes. The
Building Code Advisory Commission has reviewed the 2009 version of the International
Energy Conservation Code and voted earlier this year to adopt that version as part of the
proposed upgrade from the 2003 edition to the 2009 edition of the International Codes.
That proposal will be brought to the Board for consideration later this year.

Item Policy Commentary:

On January 29, 2010, the 2009 IECC became The State of lllinois' code for energy
conservation in residential buildings. Last August, it became law for commercial construction
within the State. According to the enabling law, local governments may not adopt or regulate
energy conservation standards either iess or more stringent than the Minois Energy
Conservation Code. The new code will produce buildings that are more energy efficient than
those construcied under previous versions of the code.

Prior to the recent State adoption, construction of buildings and structures within the Village
was governed by the 2003 IECC. Local adoption of the 2009 IECC is required to allow
enforcement of the code provisions at the local level. As the State’s energy conservation
code trumps the local code, the 2003 IECC should be rescinded.

Village of Oak Park, and the same is hereby adopted and

incorporated as fully as if set out in its entirety herein. The
provisions thereof shall be controlling on buildings and

structures within the limits of the Village. This Section shall
be known as the Qak Park Energy Conservation Code.

SECTION TWQ: That portion of Ordinance 2004-0-15 enacted on

March 1, 2004 which adopted the International Energy Conservation Code
(IECC) 2003 Edition is hereby RESCINDED.

SECTION THREE: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect

and after its passage, approval and publication pursuant to law.

item History:

There is no history with the Village Board related to this item.

item Policy Commentary:

The Fire Department has expressed an increased concern over the lack of radio signals in
some of the newer buildings constructed within the Village. Certain building materials such
as concrete, steel and foil-faced insulation products can very rapidly attenuate radio signais.
Buildings without adequate radio coverage can endanger the lives of public safety personnel
and hamper rescue activities if personnel inside the building are cut off from
communications with the command center.

To improve the level of emergency response and provide a higher level of safety for
emergency responders, many Fire Departments are requiring a BDA (bi-directional amplifier
system to be instalied within buildings. This system boosts the signal in proximity to the
amplifier allowing for better coverage in the locai area.

The proposed amendment would establish minimum radio signal strengths to provide
adequate radio coverage in newly constructed buildings. Buildings that do not meet these
signal strength requirements would be required to provide an emergency responder radio
coverage system.

There is also hereby adopted Sections 510.1 and 510.2 entitled
“Emergency Responder Radio Coverage in Buildings” of the
International Fire Code (IFC) 2009 Edition and “Radio Signal
Strength” respectively and Appendix J entitled “Emergency

Responder Radio Coverage” of the International Fire Code
(IFC) 2009 Edition.

That each and all of the regulations, provisions, penalties, conditions
and terms of said Fire Code are hereby referred to, adopted,
incorporated and made a part hereof, as if fully set out in this
ordinance, with the additions, insertions, deletions and changes,
prescribed in Section 4 of this ordinance.

That all the provisions thereof shall be controlling on all processes and
operations, existing buildings and structures, all premises and
properties within the limits of the Village of Oak Park.

The section numbers hereinafter refer to sections of the 2003 Edition of
the ICC International Fire Code, and amendments as aforesaid, are set
forth as follows in SECTION 3 and referred to as the Oak Park Fire



Prevention Code and amends 9-1 and so to be placed in 10-1, thereby
amending Article 10-1.

Item History (Previous Board Review, Related Action, History):

On July 27, 2009, the Board of Trustees approved an ordinance which established a two-year
increase to Student Permit Parking Fees for the 2009 school year and another increase for
the 2010 school year. Student Parking Permits are sold annually to students of Oak Park
River Forest High School and Fenwick High School. Although the ordinance increased fees,
there continues to be a significant subsidy of the permits for students (for example, for the
2009 school year, student parking was subsidized by $480 per student-resident and $540
per student-non-resident ).

Here is the previously adopted fee structure:

Student Permit Fee if Village Administers Permit Sales

August 15, 2009 - August 15, 2010 (Year 1) August 15, 2010 - August 15, 2011 (Year 2 +)
Student Resident $160/year $240/year
Student Non-Resident $240/year $320/year

Student Permit Fee School Administers Permit Sales (30% discount)

August 15, 2009 ~ August 15, 2010 (Year 1) August 15, 2010 - August 15, 2011 (Year 2 +)
Student Resident $116/year $168/year
Student Non-Resident $168/year $224/year

The Board of Trustees recessed in August 2009 and during this time staff proceeded with the
sale of Student Parking Permits pursuant to the ordinance, however upon the Board's return
in September there was discussion that the Board’s intention was different, and that instead
of a 30% discount the Board’s intention was to eliminate the Resident -Non-Resident rate

distinction, charging only the “Resident Rate” to all students if the schoois administered the
program.

Therefore this agenda item is a technical correction to the ordinance to reflect the direction
of the Board on July 27, 2009 pertaining to the discount of rates when the Schools
administer the sale of permits for which everyone should then receive the “Resident Rate”
discount, eliminating the 30% discount.

Both OPRF High School and Fenwick High School administered the sale of Parking Permits in
the 2009-2010 school year and purchased all permits at the discounted fees listed above.

item Policy Commentary (Key Points, Current lssue, Recommendation):

The technical correction to the ordinance will result in the following change to Student Permit
Fees for 2010-2011 school year and future years. It will not be retroactive permits already
purchased last year for 2009-10.

Student Permits Rate if Village Administers Permit Sales — No change

Rates Effective August 15, 2010
Resident $240/year
Non-Resident $320/year

Student Permit Rate if the Schools Administer Permit Sales - Correction - Board direction was that the discount
was that all students received the “Resident Rate”

Previously Adopted Rates Effective August 15, 2010 Corrected Rates Effective August 15, 2010
Resident $240/vear less 30% discount All Students $240/year less-30%-discount
Non-Resident $320/year less 30% discount Ner-Resident—$320/yearless-30%-diseount

This practice would be consistent with the Corporate Parking Permits established in §15-3-
18 (1)(a)}(3) and §15-3-18 (1)(b)(3) whereby a business within Oak Park purchasing a
minimum of 5 quarterly parking permits is sold all permits at the “Resident Parking Permit
Rate”, regardless of whether the employees of the business who need parking permits live in
Oak Park or surrounding communities and regardless of whether the business pays the cost
of the permit or in-turn passes the cost onto its employees.

This technical correction still includes a subsidy for students over the regular rates for the
same permits in that area for Residents and Non-Residents. For the 2010 school year, the
students will receive a $400/year subsidy over the “Resident Rate”. For the “Non-Resident”
rate, the students will receive a $460/year subsidy.

Non-Student Rates paid by the general public for a parking permit in the same area in 2010:

Non-Student Annual Student Rate
Resident - daytime $640/year $240/year
Non-Resident - daytime $780/year $320/year

For the 2009-2010 school year, the Village also worked with both OPRF High School and
Fenwick to issue the Student Permit in the Form of a “hangtag” as opposed to a standard
parking permit sticker that can only be used in a single vehicle. The move to the hangtag
was intended to improve the ability of the Student to carpool and rotate drivers/vehicles.
This was not available in prior years and enhanced the value of the Student Permit.

Staff would request that ordinance amendment be considered immediately as it is necessary
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to notify each school at the terms of Student Pa rking Permits for the 2010-2011 schoo! year

in May. This will allow for the information 10 be shared with Students prior to the end of this
school year.

Rule Authority as set forth in Article VII, Section 6 of the Constitution of the

State of Illinois (1970), as amended, as follows:

SECTION ONE: Section 15-3-18J of the Village Code is hereby

amended to read as follows:
15-3-184J:

Daytime On-Street Permit Parking Fee: Permit fees for all

daytime on-street parking permits, other than parking permits for
the disabled, issued for all daytime on-street permit parking areas
authorized by ordinance of the President and Board of Trustees shall
be as follows:

Handicapped permits: Ten dollars ($10.00) per year.
Resident permits: Fifty dollars ($350.00) per year.

Guest day passes; books of twenty (20): Five dollars ($5.00) per
book.

Employee permits where authorized by ordinance: One hundred
dollars ($100.00) per year.

Student permits:

From August 15, 2009 through August 15, 20102011 if the
Village administers permit sales:

Residents: One Hundred, Sixty Dollars (8160.00) per year



Non-Residents: Two Hundred, Forty Dollars ($240.00) per year

The daytime permit parking rate for all students shall be
One Hundred and Sixty Dollars ($160.00) per year if the
school attended by the students purchases all student
parking permits for students at that school for the full
vear prior to August 31st annually and the school agrees
to administer the distribution of all such permits subject
to the review of the Parking Services Manager.

Residents: Two Hundred, Forty Dollars ($240.00) per year

Non-Residents: Three Hundred, Twenty Dollars ($320.00) per

Fees which are not expended to cover the costs of administering
the daytime, on-street, permit parking program shall be
deposited in a fund entitled the “Daytime Off-Street Parking
Fund,” which shall be used exclusively for the provision of
additional daytime, off-street parking.

Any conflict between the provisions of this subsection and any other
ordinance establishing daytime on-street permit parking in a specific
area within the Village shall be resolved in favor of the other
ordinance.
