Resolution Authorizing Execution of a Contract with George W. Kennedy
Construction to Restore the Water Main Crossing Under |-290 at East Avenue
in an Amount Not to Exceed $243,380, and Waiving the Village’s Bid Process
The 1-290 resurfacing project has provided an opportunity for the Village to perform work
within a protected work zone during daytime hours. In 2002, the Village attempted to
obtain permits from IDOT to do this work but was declined because the work disrupted traffic.
The line has remained shut down since that time. Engineering was notified by IDOT in the last
few weeks that the schedule for this work changed and that work needed to commence and
be completed by July 1st therefore not allowing Public Works to complete a formal bid
process. The vendor contacted by Public Works is the original contractor recommended in
2002. Other contractors did not respond.

Referral of Ordinance Amending Section 5.3.4 of the Village Zoning Ordinance
to the ZBA

This item was previously approved by the Board to be referred to the Plan Commission at the
last Board Meeting. Typically zoning text amendments are referred to the Plan Commission,
however the Zoning Board asked that they would like to review this item instead. They are
very interested in the issue and are familiar with it also.

Participation in the Roosevelt Road Project Section 09-00248-00-RS

Item History (Previous Board Review, Related Action, History, Etc.):

In 2002, a section of the water main under 1-290 at East Avenue fractured, resulting in a shut
down of the entire line. The Village attempted to repair the line in 2003 by inserting PVC
lining in to the water main. In preparing to do the work, the contractors discovered two bends
in the line which lower the water main to run under the railroad. These bends prevent the
Village from being able to repair the line without gaining access to that part of the water main
under the right hand east bound lane and shoulder of 1-290 where the bends in the line are
located. This work would require excavation of those lanes in the highway. In 2003, IDOT
denied the Village a permit to do the repair work, citing disruption to the flow of traffic if the
Village were to dig up the pavement. The water main has been shut down since that time.

Engineering staff originally intended to bid out removing the bends and lining of this crossing
along with the three other water main crossings at Lombard, Ridgeland and Maple Avenues.
IDOT project managers originally informed the Village that we could schedule the work after
July 1% when the I-290 project went into nighttime operation. Doing the work at night would
only allow the Village a limited number of hours to do the work and would require the payment
of overtime rates.

IDOT is currently working on the left lanes of the highway behind permanent daytime lane
closures. IDOT has recently revised the lane closure schedule so that later in May, IDOT will
shift the work to the right lanes behind similar daytime lane closures, where it will continue
through the end of June, 2010, IDOT and Plote, its general contractor working on 1-290, have
just recently indicated they would allow the Village to do the water main repair during day time
hours within the closed lane section. However, the work needs to be done by the end of June in
accordance with IDOT’s schedule. Doing the work in the day, as opposed to the night gives
the Village more time to perform the work and will allow the work to be done at a lower cost.

Item Policy Commentary (Key Points, Recommendations, Background ):

A recent modeling of the water system shows that the East Avenue water main line is necessary
to ensure consistent water pressure for the southwest sections of the Village. Maintaining
adequate water pressure is essential to fire fighting operations.

In order to obtain competitive quotes for this repair on the short notice provided by IDOT,
Baxter and Woodman, the Village’s consultant working on the crossing designs, contacted the
companies who originally were contracted to do the East Avenue repair in 2003. Only one
company, George W Kennedy, (American Pipe Liners) provided a price quotation. One other
company Insituform, indicated that the project was beyond their capacity.

Given the opportunity to perform the work within the closed lane construction zone of I-290,
and using the same contractor and product approved back in 2003, staff recommends awarding
a contract to George W Kennedy Construction in an amount not to exceed $243,380. Attached
for the Board’s information is a detailed breakdown of the work and the associated costs. Due
to the lack of competing quotes, staff requested that Baxter and Woodman provide analyze the
reasonableness of the bid. Their opinion is that the costs are reasonable. A copy of that
correspondence is attached.

Item Budget Commentary:

A total of $1,000,000 has been budgeted in the Water Fund to upgrade four of the five water
mains which cross [-290. The following table shows the amounts to be used for this project
and balance remaining after the contract award:

Dear Mr. Budrick:

In accordance with your instructions, we have assisted the Village in
requesting and evaluating proposals for the emergency rehabilitation of the
water main crossing Interstate 290 at East Avenue.

Two experienced Contractors that have successfully completed emergency
water main work in the area were solicited for proposals to complete the
emergency repairs while IDOT makes temporary lane closures. George W.
Kennedy Construction of West Chicago and Airy’s, Inc. of Tinley Park were
both solicited for proposals. Each contractor was provided with preliminary
design drawings for the work. No official due date was provided to either
Contractor.

At the time of this letter, we have only received a proposal from George W.
Kennedy. We anticipate receiving the proposal from Airy’s no later than
Monday of next week, although it may arrive earlier. We will review Airy’s
proposal as soon as we receive it.

If it necessary for the Village to proceed with the award of the emergency
work before the second proposal is received, we can state that we have
analyzed the proposal from George W. Kennedy Construction and find the cost
to be reasonable considering the scope of work, potential conflicts,
coordination, and risk involved with this type of project. It is possible,
however, that Airy’s will submit a proposal with a lesser cost.

Based on our prior experience with both Contractors, we believe that both
George W. Kennedy Construction and Airy’s, Inc. are qualified to complete
the project successfully.

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RESOLUTION

AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF A CONTRACT WITH
GEORGE W KENNEDY CONSTRUCTION, INC. FOR REPAIRS TO THE WATER
MAIN CROSSING UNDER 1-290 AT EAST AVENUE IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO
EXCEED $243,380, AND WAIVING THE VILLAGE'S BIDDING PROCESS

Whereas, the Village of Oak Park owns and operates a water main which runs
under 1-290 at East Ave; and

Whereas, that water main has been out of service since 2002; and

Whereas, the water main is necessary for the operation of the water service to
south Oak Park; and

Whereas, the necessary repairs to the water main involve the excavation of
portions of 1-290; and

Whereas, although the work was previously scheduled for July, IDOT recently
advised the Village that the repair work must be completed by June 14%, 2010 in
conjunction with IDOT’s reconstruction of the roadway; and

Whereas, the Village solicited proposals from three vendors, only one of which
provided a price proposal; and

Whereas, the Village's Engineering consultant has reviewed the proposal and
found the proposed costs to be reasonable.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the President and Board of Trustees
of the Village of Oak Park, Cook County, State of Illinois, that the Village Manager is
hereby authorized and directed to execute a contract with George W Kennedy
Construction, Inc. to restore the water main crossing under [-290 at East Avenue in an
amount not to exceed $243,380. The contract shall substantially conform to the contract
attached hereto as Exhibit A and made part hereof.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village's bidding process is hereby

waived for the purposes of this contract.

Item History:

The Village has substantial residential areas that have been developed on lots
which are 25 to 30 feet in width. Standard five foot side yard setbacks were
not common when most of these homes were constructed. When the Zoning
Ordinance was adopted it contained setback requirements that many of these
homes did not satisfy. These homes were then designated as “non-
conforming” with regard to side yard setbhacks.

Item Policy Commentary:

As time has passed and more and more Oak Parkers invested in maintaining,
rehabbing and upgrading their homes, the designation as “non-conforming”
has become an increasing burden not only for the property owners themselves,
but also for those who are charged with administering the Zoning Ordinance.

Every time one of these property owners seeks to add a dormer or extend a
family room they are required to go through a “variation” application and
hearing process simply to build in accordance with established building
setbacks (often only inches under what is required) only to be almost
automatically granted the variation because the impact is de minimis and the
owner has not created the hardship.

Eliminating the current three (3) foot minimum setback and requiring only
that otherwise conforming residences must meet existing setbacks makes
imminently good sense. The Zoning Ordinance would continue to serve its
purpose in protecting the built environment and the Village's volunteer
