RE: Percent for Art - Planned Developments

When the planned development regulations were revised in March 2009, one of the required compensating
benefits for major planned developments became the inclusion of public art on each development site.
This language can be found in Section 3.9.1 F of the Zoning Ordinance. The language states that, “The
scope of the public art should be in proportion fo the square footage of the development upon review and
advice by the Public Art Advisory Commission”. At about the same time the Plan Commission was
reviewing the planned development regulations, the Public Art Advisory Commission was involved in
developing a “Percent for Art” program relative fo establishing monetary limits on public art which correlates
with development costs.

If | remember correctly, the intent by the Board and staff was to reference the Percent for Art guidelines in
the planned development regulations. However, by the time the planned development regulations were
ready for adoption, the Percent for Art program had not been vetted through the Village Board and the
public art requirement language became more generic. Currently a determination by the Public Art
Advisory Commission for public art of major planhed development projects is rather subjective, with no
clear guidefines in place. To-date, only one major planned development project (Lake and Forest) has
been subjected to the public art review process. ‘

Compensating Benefits: Major Planned Developments Only:

1. In addition to meeting the requirements of the Ordinance,
Developers of Major Planned Developments only shall be
required to provide the Village with compensating benefits
in return for the Village providing the allowances from
Village regulations requested by the Developer. The
purpose of compensating benefits is to advance Oak
Park’s physical, cultural and social objectives (in
accordance with the comprehensive plan and other
approved pians); by having land developers provide
specific amenities in Plan Developments. Redevelopment
often brings with it the need to provide allowances from
the regulations but fo also make sure that the Village is
receiving public benefit in return for providing those
allowances by requiring additional compensating benefits
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to the residents in that area or to the community as a
whole.

Applicants shail be required to consult with Village Staff
and/or any other public entities as deemed necessary
during the Conference to negotliate necessary
improvements such as; roadways, alleys, medians,
pathways, bike paths, pedestrian drop off areas, transit
stops, bus pull outs, andfor other improvements and
business retention efforts on site or within the Village for
existing businesses on the proposed development site that
will promote the objectives of the Planned Development
Ordinance. The applicant will provide documentation of
the negotiated process and agreed upon outcomes as part
of the Plan Development Application.;

Applicants shall be required to include at least one piece
of public art (i.e., sculpture, painting, graphic art,
photography, texiiles) as part of the development. The
scope of the public art should be in proportion to the
square footage of the development upon review and
advice by the Public Art Advisory Commission.

G. General Provisions

1.

Major Planned Developments:

An application for development of any parcel or tract of land
located within any portion of the R-6, R-7, B-1/2, B-3, B4, H
and C zoning districts, of more than 30,000 square feet of
land area or gross floor area which requires site
development aliowances, shall not be permitted unless
approved as a planned development in accordance with the
provisions of this section. Senior Citizen Multiple-Family
Dwelling Developments which meet the requirements for a
special-use permit pursuant to Section 4.3.2.B to Y shall be
exempt from this provision.

Minor Planned Developments:

An application for development of any parcel or tract of land
in any zoning district, of 10,000 square feet to 30,000
square feet of land area or gross floor area, which requires
site-development allowances, shall not be permitted unless
approved as a planned development in accordance with the
provisions of this section. Senior Citizen Multiple-Family
Dwelling Developments which meet the requirements for a
special-use permit pursuant to Section 4.3.2.B to Y shall be
exempt from this provision. z &

Item Policy Commentary (Previous Board Review, History Key Points, Current
Issue, Commission Recommendation): On July 18, 2005 the Board of Trustees
approved a Marketing Services Agreement with a $68,000 grant and a $150,000 Housing
Bond Loan for the multi-family rental property at 173-81 N Grove Avenue. The
Marketing Services Agreement grant is structured as a loan which is forgiven after five
years of participation in the Multi-Family Housing Incentives Program. The five year
term for this MSA expires on July 18, 2010.

The owner’s attorney has requested a payoff letter for the $150,000 loan. The payoff
amount for the Housing Bond Loan is $129,759.08. The Finance Department has
prepared the necessary calculation and pay-off letter,

The owners also asked whether the Village would forgive the mortgage and note securing
the grant approximately three weeks early to facilitate the sale of the property. Under the
terms of the MSA, if the property changes title before the end of the five year term, the
grant becomes a loan at 12% interest. Or the owner may request that the Board accept an
assignment of the MSA and Note to the new owner, and subordinate the Mortgage
securing the grant o the new owner’s primary Mortgage.

Staff Commentary: Staff recommends that the Village forgive the grant commitment
approximately 17 days early to facilitate the sale of the property.

Item Budget Commentary: Forgiving the grant approximately 17 days early will result
repayment of $129,759.08 to the General Fund.

Proposed Action: Approve the Resolution to terminate the Marketing Services
Agreement and Note approximately 17 days early.
