











19-4-5: FALSE ALARMS, PENALTIES AND REVOCATION
PROCEDURES:

A

Each person servicing the operation or maintenance of an alarm of any
type covered by this code shall be responsible for any false alarms
transmitted by the device which they service.

The Emergency Alarm Administrator shall maintain a record of all
alarms transmitted and, pursuant to the required notice and
opportunity to be heard, may revoke the permit for the operation of an
alarm involved in the transmission of six (6) false alarms in any
calendar month not caused by unusual weather conditions or
interruption of any telephone line service not the fault of the permit
user.

The Emergency Alarm Administrator may order any alarm
temporarily disconnected without prior notice in the event of a failure
by that alarm system that jeopardizes the operation of other alarm
gystems in the Oak Park Communications Center. Pursuant to such
action immediate steps will be taken to notify the permit user of such
action and in every case, a letter shall be sent no later than the first
regular business day after such disconnect to the user informing the
user of this action. No alarm system shall be reconnected until repairs
have been made and reported to the Oak Park Communications
Center.

If the Emergency Alarm Administrator records a false alarm from the
user's protected premises, the following procedure shall be utilized:

1. Upon receipt of the fourth false alarm within a one year
period on an annual rolling basis, within-a-ealendar-
guarter; the Emergency Alarm Administrator shall issue a "P"
ticket to the permit holder for each violation of this Article
which shall require a penalty per occurrence according to the
following schedule or shall require a court appearance; except if
said alarm is connected to the central alarm monitoring system
located in the Police Department, in which case the alarm
business owning the board shall pay to the Village, in addition
to its monthly rental of the space for its central alarm
monitoring system, a sum according to the following schedule
per false alarm received through the alarm system.

"Exception - No charge shall be imposed for false alarms for thirty (30) days
from the date of installation and/or the date of major alterations or additions,
nor shall a charge be made for false alarms activated by weather related
conditions, telephone or electric line interruptions or other such unusual
occurrences outside the ability of the alarm user to prevent.”

2. On receipt of the fifth false alarm within the calendar month,
the Emergency Alarm Administrator shall notify the permit
holder and servicing alarm business by certified mail that any
additional false alarms within the calendar month shall be
cause to begin the process to revoke the alarm permit.

3. On receipt of the sixth false alaym within a calendar month, the
Emergency Alarm Administrator shall notify the permit holder
and servicing alarm business by certified mail that the alarm
permit shall be revoked ten (10) days from the mailing date
unless the alarm user and/or servicing alarm business:

a. Submits a report indicating corrective action that has
been taken to correct the problems that has resulted in
false alarms, or

b. Requests a hearing with the Emergency Alarm
Administrator to indicate corrective action that has been



taken or is planned, or reasons that the problems cannot
currently be corrected but will be corrected in the near
future. Such hearing must take place within twenty (20)
days of the mailing of notice of intent to revoke the
permit.

4. If the permit holder submits a written report, the Alarm
Administrator shall determine if the corrective action may
reasonably be expected to prevent further false alarms. If he or
she determines that the actions should prevent additional false
alarms, he or she shall notify the permit holder in writing that
the permit will not be revoked.

5. If a hearing is requested, it shall be held within ten (10) working
days of the request. The Emergency Alarm Administrator shall
provide the permit holder with an opportunity to present such
information as necessary to explain the false alarms and what
actions have been or will be taken to prevent further
occurrences. If the Alarm Administrator determines that
corrective action is being taken to prevent false alarms, the
permit holder shall be advised that the permit will not be
revoked.

6. If no report is submitted and no hearing requested or if the
information provided by the permit holder does not indicate that
proper corrective action is being taken to prevent false alarms,
the Emergency Alarm Administrator shall notify the permit
holder that the alarm permit is revoked and that use of the
alarm is not allowed.

7. If the permit holder is dissatisfied with the action taken by the
Emergency Alarm Administrator, the permit holder may request
a hearing before the Village Manager or his designee. Such
request must be delivered in writing to the Village Manager
within three (3) working days of the receipt of the notice of
revocation, and such hearing must be held within ten (10) days
of notice of revocation. A finding shall be rendered within ten
(10) days of the hearing. No alarm will be disconnected by the
Village during the hearing process, which shall include (1) the
mandatory time allowed for the appeal of the decision of the
Emergency Alarm Administrator, and (2) the maximum time
allowed to render an administrative decision.

E. An alarm permit may be revoked for failure to renew the permit. If no
renewal application is made sixty (60) days after the renewal date the

Emergency Alarm Administrator shall notify the permit holder by
certified mail or email that revocation shall take place ten (10) days
from the mailing date unless the permit holder renews the permit
accompanied by a new permit application fee per Section 19-4-4B or
requests a hearing as outlined in this Section.

Any building required to have a fire alarm system by the codes of the
Village or the rules and regulations of the Illinois State Fire Marshall
shall be exempt from the disconnection provisions of this Chapter.
However, all other penalties shall remain in effect.

19-4-6: SPECIAL ALARM PROVISIONS:

Automatic dialing devices as defined in Section 19-4-1 shall within
sixty (60) days from the effective date of this Code be disconnected
from any primary trunk line of the Village and shall be keyed to the
central alarm monitoring system maintained in the Police Department.
The content of the recorded message to be transmitted by such device
shall be a digital tone approved by the alarm company maintaining the
central alarm monitoring system.

All alarm users having an automatic dialing device which does not
transmit a digital tone approved by the alarm company maintaining
the central alarm monitoring system shall be given sixty (60) days to
obtain a central answering point other than the Village. The alarm
user may, at his expense, convert such automatic dialing device to a
compatible digital tone.

Local alarms shall not resemble the sound of any emergency signal or
civil defense alarm or siren. All local alarms shall have the capacity to
reset themselves after fifteen (15) minutes. Local alarms presently in
use as of the effective date of this Code shall have six (6) months to
comply with the requirements of this Section.

Every alarm business selling, leasing, or furnishing to any user an
alarm system for use in the Village shall furnish to the user
instructions that provide information to enable the user to operate the
alarm system properly and to obtain service for the alarm system at
any time.

The sensory mechanism used in connection with any alarm system
must be adjusted to suppress false indications of fire or intrusion so
that the devices will not be actuated by impulses due to transient
pressure changes in water pipes, short flashes of light, wind noises



such as the rattling or vibrating of doors or widows, vehicular noise
adjacent to the installation, or other forces unrelated to genuine
alarms.

F. All components comprising an alarm system must be maintained by
the permit holder in good repair to assure reliability of operation.

G. No person shall conduct any test or demonstration of an alarm system
designed to make direct connection with the Police Department
without first obtaining permission from the communication center.

19-4-7: LIABILITY OF VILLAGE OF OAK PARK LIMITED:

The Village shall take every reasonable precaution to assure that alarm
signals received by the Oak Park Communications Center are given
appropriate attention and are acted upon with dispatch. Nevertheless, the
Village shall not be liable for any defects in operation of any alarm system,
for any failure or neglect of any person in connection with the installation
and operation of equipment, the transmission of signals or the relay of such
signals and messages. In the event that the Village finds it necessary to
disconnect a defective device, the Village shall incur no liability by such
action taken pursuant to Section 19-4-5C of this Code.

19-4-8: CENTRAL STATION ALARM MONITORING:

A. The Village shall provide for the installation of a uniform central
monitoring system to receive alarm signals and-perform-ether

loeation. The system shall have a capacity to meet present needs and
the ability to expand for future needs, and shall be available to those
who meet the requirements for permits under this Code.

B. The exclusive right to install and maintain a central monitoring
system with the Peliece Department Village’s Emergency
Communications Center shall be by bid and contract with the
successful bidder. The successful bidder shall have the right to
charge line fees, set by contract, during the length of the eentraet
agreement.

C. A monthly rental fee of ene five dollars ($35.00) per alarm
connection shall be charged by the Village to the alarm business which
is provided space within the Oak-Park Pelice Pepartment Village's
Emergency Communications Center to maintain an alarm board
to which all direct alarms to the Village are connected for all




residential alarms. A monthly rental fee of twe ten dollars
($2:10.00) per alarm connection shall be charged by the Village to
the alarm business which is provided space within the OakPark

Police Department Village’s Emergency Communications
Center to maintain an alarm board to which all direct alarms to

the Village are connected for-all-ether-alarms.

19-4-9: ENFORCEMENT AND PENALTIES:

Whoever violates any provision of this Article shall be subject to the general
penalty provisions of Section 1-1-5 of the Oak Park Municipal Code.

19-4-10: MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS:

A

Construction: Nothing in this Chapter shall be construed or applied to
necessarily require or excuse noncompliance with any provision of the
laws of the State or the laws of the United States.

Rules and Regulations: The Village Manager shall have the authority
to promulgate rules and regulations necessary or appropriate to carry
out the provisions of this Chapter and to protect the public health,
safety and welfare.

Severability: If any provisions of this Chapter or the application
thereof to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of
this Chapter and the applicability of such provision to any other
persons not similarly situated or to other circumstances shall not be
affected thereby.

SECTION TWO: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect and

after its passage, approval and publication pursuant to law.

Ttem History:

¢ Taxicabs are regulated by the Village of Oak Park and require periodic
inspections by the Office of the Village Clerk and Police Department for meter
accuracy and safety. Taxi companies have been charged a fee including costs
for inspections.

e The business license fee is being updated to reflect only the costs of
processing the business license. Actual costs for inspections will be charged
for each taxi inspection.

Item Policy Commentary (Previous Board Review, History Key Points, Current
Issue):

The Office of the Village Clerk issues annual business licenses to taxi cab companies.
The cost of the annual taxi company business license is reduced to more accurately
reflect the actual cost of issuing the business license and no longer includes
compensation for inspection fees.

Item Budget Commentary (If applicable, Account #; Balance; Cost of contract):

The change in the licensing process will now cover the staff and materials expenses
of taxi inspections which were not covered by the former fee structure and will more
adequately compensate the Village for actual inspection costs.

Proposed Action:

ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 8, ARTICLE 2
OF THE VILLAGE CODE REGARDING
“LICENSE FEE SCHEDULE”

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Oak Park, County of Cook, State of Illinois, acting pursuant to its
Home Rule powers as set forth in Article VII Section 6 of the Illinois

Constitution (1970), as follows:

SECTION ONE: That Section 8-2-1 the Village Code entitled

“License Fee Schedule” is hereby amended to read as follows:
8-2-1: LICENSE FEE SCHEDULE:

Tt shall be unlawful for any person to engage in or operate any business,
trade or occupation named in this section without first obtaining a license
therefor and paying the license fee listed below.

Provided further, however, in the case of any annual license, if said license
fee is not paid by January 31 of the current licensing year, or within thirty
one (31) days after a new business becomes subject to a license, said fees
shall be increased by ten percent (10%); and further provided that in the case
of any annual license, if said license fee is not purchased by March 1 of the
current license year, or within sixty (60) days after a new business becomes
subject to a license, said fees shall be increased by twenty five percent (25%)
of the original fee.

License fees for the businesses, occupations or uses set forth under the terms
of this chapter shall be as follows. In the event two (2) or more businesses are
combined, all license fees shall be paid unless otherwise indicated.

Application fees shown shall be onetime payments made with the initial
application of a business in the Village of Oak Park. The application fee will
not apply toward the license fee. All license fees are for a one year period.

Item History:

s Taxicabs are regulated by the Village of Oak Park and require periodic
inspections by the Office of the Village Clerk and Police Department for meter
accuracy and safety.

¢ Code language does not reflect current practice by the Village and is being
updated. Some transition language adopted several years ago is being
deleted for improved readability.

Item Policy Commentary (Previous Board Review, History Key Points, Current
Issue):

The Village of Qak Park and the Police department schedule annual inspections of
taxicabs. Inspections are conducted in late summer or early fall; the Code should
reflect the actual time frame of inspections.

The location of decals on the vehicle is being moved to the rear window to avoid
confusion with Village vehicle stickers.

The actual cost of these inspections is reflected in the revised fee for such
inspections. The cost of the annual taxi company business license is reduced to more
accurately reflect the actual cost of issuing the business license and no longer
includes compensation for inspection fees.

Item Budget Commentary (If applicable, Account #; Balance; Cost of contract):

The change in the ficensing process will now cover the staff and materials expenses




ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 24, ARTICLE 1 OF
THE VILLAGE CODE REGARDING “TAXICABS”

BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the
Village of Oak Park, County of Cook, State of Illinois, acting pursuant to its
Home Rule powers as set forth in Article VI Section 6 of the Illinois
Constitution (1970), as follows:

SECTION ONE: That Section 24-1-5 of the Village Code entitled

“Ingpections of Vehicles as Prerequisite to Licenging” is hereby amended to
read as follows:

94-1-5: INSPECTIONS OF VEHICLES AS PREREQUISITE TO
LICENSING:

No vehicle shall be licensed as a taxicab, whether upon new application or
renewal, unless it is less-than ten(10)-years-old-inealendar years-2004
and-2005-and less than eight (8) years eld-in-ealendaryear-2006-and
every-year-thereafter, and until it has been thoroughly and carefully
inspected and examined and found to be ina thoroughly safe condition for the
transportation of passengers, clean, fit, of good appearance and well painted.

It shall be the duty of the owner of each taxicab to submit to the Chief of
Police each taxicab for inspection prior to the issuance of the license and at
least semiannually thereafter, or at any time upon complaint.

SECTION TWO: That Section 24-1-11 of the Village Code entitled

“Requirements for Taxicab Certification Decals” is hereby amended to read as

follows:



24-1-11: REQUIREMENTS FOR TAXICAB CERTIFICATION LICENSE
DECALS:

All taxicabs licensed by the Village Clerk as provided in Section 24-1-7 of this
Code shall be issued guarterly annual decals which shall contain a number
assigned to the taxicab, together with the date of the most recent inspection.
Such decal shall contain a space upon which an entry shall be made of the
date of inspection of the taxicab by the Chief of Police or an inspector
appointed by him. Certification License decals shall be of a distinctly
different color each guarter renewal period and shall be affixed to the
lower right hand eorner-of the passenger side of the car windshield of
each taxicab. There shall be a $5 fee for the transfer of the decalto a
new vehicle.

SECTION THREE: That Section 24-1-12 of the Village Code entitled

“Revocation or Suspension of Taxicab License” is hereby amended to read as

follows

24-1-12: REVOCATION OR SUSPENSION OF TAXICAB LICENSE:

Any taxicab license shall be subject to suspension or revocation upon
conviction of the holder thereof for any violation of this Chapter. The Board of
Trustees may at its discretion suspend or revoke a license granted upon any
provision of this Chapter pending or in advance of the criminal prosecution of
the licensee, after notice and hearing. There shall be no refund of the
annual license fee. ‘
