CONSOLIDATED ANNUAL PERFORMANCE AND EVALUATION REPORT FOR
PROGRAM YEAR 2008

INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report (CAPER) is to present to
the general public how federal funds available for housing and community development — Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG) Entitlement funds — were
utilized during the 2008 program year. This document is designed to provide a meaningful overview of
the Village of Oak Park’s progress in improving the living environment of moderate and low-income
residents, expanding economic opportunities, and in addressing affordable housing needs.

Summary of Resources and Distribution of Funds

The Village received $1,868,013 in CDBG entitlement funds and $85,537 in ESG funds from HUD in
2008. The Village also received $ 38,210.17 in 2008 loan repayments which was redistributed back into
the Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Revolving Loan program. But these funds have not been
distributed yet in new housing loans.

The geographic distribution of funds was Village wide, which is a two mile square radius. The public
service activities funded by CDBG provided services to primarily low and moderate income individuals
from central site locations throughout the Village. The expended funds under this capped category
totaled $280,221(15% of the entitlement).

Public facility improvements were applied to site-specific group homes and facilities that are not
recognized by census tract listing. A total of $286,846 was committed to these facilities and group
homes (approx. 15%) but subrecipients ultimately utilized only $262,674 of their awarded CDBG funds.
Efficient subrecipient project management and cost saving approaches resulted in activities coming in
under budget. Two of these group homes are located in Northeast Oak Park and a third in Southeast
Oak Park. The fourth public facility structure is located in west Central Oak Park.

Infrastructure street and alley improvements occurred on the following specific blocks in low and
moderate income eligible census tracts areas: Census Tract 8125, Block Groups 2, 3 and 4; Census
Tract 8126, Block Groups | and 4; Census Tract 8127, Block Group |; and Census Tract 8128, Block
Groups 3 and 4. Sidewalk improvements were site-specific throughout the Village and made
improvements to assist persons with physical disabilities. A total of $850,000 (45%) in CDBG was
committed to all of these areas to improve Village streets, alleys and sidewalk infrastructure.

Administrative and planning funds were utilized by the Village of Oak Park for CDBG program
administration ($198,251), Fair Housing activities, ($80,257) and planning activity ($95,000). This totaled
$373,508 in the Administration/Planning category (20%).
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The remaining undistributed funds (4%) from the 2008 CDBG entitlement award ($80,869) were
allocated to the 2009 Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Project Implementation activity. (See 2009
Annual Action Plan.)

ESG funds were provided to non-profit homeless providers that served all of Oak Park. These funds
comprised a total of $85,537 (100%) in ESG funds that was used for operations, essential services and
homeless prevention.

I. NARRATIVE STATEMENTS FOR ALL GRANTEES
I. (A) = Assessment of Five-Year Goals and Objectives

The Village of Oak Park’s Consolidated Plan Years 2005-2009 set forth the Village’s objectives and
strategies for meeting its affordable housing, homeless assistance, and non-housing community
development needs. Year 2008 was the fourth year that the Village utilized the new 2005-2009
Consolidated Plan to guide its funding decisions.

While the original Village-wide assessment of community needs identified during the planning phase of
the 5-Year Consolidated Plan were expressed comprehensively on required tables contained in the
Consolidated Plan, the Village’s written objectives and goals specifically identify which of those needs the
Village has targeted within the community to address, with the limited funds and resources it has within
Oak Park. There are always more needs then resources available.

The Consolidated Plan Needs Tables identified what amount of output of the specified service (unit
production, persons served, etc) needs be reached to ultimately satisfy the specific need identified.
However, these areas of needs and projected goals may not have become part of the final strategy of
the Village to best meet the highest priority needs. The final goals and objectives of the Village are
contained in the narrative objectives and strategies listed in the ConPlan and CAPERS. Citizens are
encouraged to refer to the narrative portion of the Village’s goals and objectives to identify the 5-year
and annual goals of the Village and its performance in achieving them.

HUD performance measures identify HUD-designated objectives and outcomes, and show how the
Village’s activities meet those measures.  Performance indicators would identify how each funded
activity supports and contributes to 1) a suitable living environment, 2) decent affordable housing or 3)
economic opportunities through any of the following ways: a) increasing availability/accessibility to
services, b) supporting affordability, and 3) sustaining the community. These measures are expressed
throughout the CAPERS document and on attached Tables at the end of the document.

a) Accomplishments in Attaining Goals and Objectives

AFFORDABLE HOUSING

Priority #1: Preserve and upgrade the existing housing stock:
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Objectivel: Provide owner-occupied housing rehabilitation services to low (50% MFI and below) and very low
income (30% MFI and below) households to provide livable environments and retain affordability.
Godals: 15 homes @ <30% MFI, 27 @ <50% MFI over 5 years.

During the 2008 program year, the Village of Oak Park Single-Family Housing Rehabilitation (SFHR)
program completed three rehabilitation activities. The Village Housing division transitioned through a
period of staff turnover in 2007, losing Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Program staff. The lack of
staff resulted in a halt of housing and rehabilitation activities in 2007 and the first half of 2008. In later
2008, the full staff had been restored, and a new program design was put in place. The projection for
units to be rehabilitated fell short in 2008, due to delays in the final approval and implementation of the
new program, with simultaneous national economic slowdown. The Village is hopeful to improve on its
prior years of slow production in 2009, but achieving that goal may be hampered by the current state of
the economy.

Further information on other non-federal housing activities and funding is addressed in the Affordable
Housing Narrative.

Priority #2: Development of Permanent, Affordable Rental Units

Obijective |: To fill the gaps in affordable rental units and increase existing supply. To develop, through
acquisition, conversion or rehabilitation, ten affordable rental units, primarily for 50% MFI and below, for large
and small related families over a five year period.

No activities addressed this priority in 2008. No further rental units were created or assisted with
CDBG funding. Partner agencies which provide the acquisition and rehabilitation services are limited in
Oak Park, as is available and affordable real estate from which to create large rentals units. While this
need for large families continues, it is difficult to achieve under the current circumstances.

ASSISTING HOMELESS AND SPECIAL NEEDS

Priority #1: Emergency Shelters

Obijective I: To assist local homeless emergency housing providers to improve or expand their existing shelters
through rehabilitation in order to provide a safe and supportive environment.

Goal: Improve, rehabilitate or expand |0 facilities over five years/two annually.

Priority #2: Transitional Shelters

Obijective I: To assist local transitional housing providers to improve or expand their existing living facilities
through rehabilitation in order to provide a safe and supportive environment for families in crisis.

Goal: Improve, rehabilitate or expand 5 facilities over five years/one annually.

Local transitional housing providers have sold their building and are renting from the new owner (Vital
Bridges) or have closed their transitional shelter (Sarah’s Inn) and have not moved forward on re-
opening. Homeless providers such as West Suburban Pads have not requested funding under this

priority for several years. Current homeless shelters in Oak Park are in borrowed church space.
Physical improvements for both types of shelters are no longer a priority.

Priority #3: Supportive Services

Objective |: To assist local emergency housing providers in providing services to alleviate factors which can
contribute to the state of homelessness.

Goal: Provide supportive services to 300 persons suffering from substance abuse and mental illness over five
years/ 60 annually.

The homeless activities funded by the Village of Oak Park 2008 CDBG and ESG funds addressed Priority
#3: Supportive Services

The Village funded the West Suburban P.AD.S. Transitional Housing Program and the Emergency
Shelter’s Supportive Services with CDBG grants, to provide transitional housing and case management
services for homeless families, and families at risk of becoming homeless in the community. In
partnership with the Oak Park Residence Corporation, P.AD.S. utilizes five apartments for families
throughout the Village, and has assisted 12 people in securing transitional housing in 2008, along with
supplying case management and referral services to an additional 523 persons through the Support
Center.  Sarah’s Inn provided emergency referral services to 1388 victims of domestic violence to
prevent homelessness.

P.A.D.S. also received funding from the Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG) entitlement allocated to the
Village of Oak Park. It was awarded to P.A.D.S. to fund a project providing essential services such as
clothing and laundry vouchers to homeless individuals, as well as housing assistance to place homeless
men and to provide transitional and shelter maintenance. 371 individuals were provided services under
this program in 2008. Numbers served under maintenance and organizational funding of the Homeless
Shelters were 537, and Homeless Prevention activities served |14 people.

Vital Bridges, a transitional shelter for persons with HIV/AIDS, received CDBG and ESG funding for
nutritional services and rent costs for the facility and its residents. 16 persons received supportive
dietary enhancement services in 2008 totaling 9082 meals, and |3 persons resided in the transitional
shelter.

Catholic Charities received ESG funds which provided utilities, furnishings, food and case management
for previously homeless families, and two units of transitional housing. This benefited 12 people and
alleviated homelessness.

Priority #4: Permanent Housing

Objective I: To assist local homeless providers to transition clients to permanent housing by supporting
rehabilitation of housing units.

Goal: Rehabilitate 9 units over five years (See Housing Priority #2).

No additional housing units were acquired or rehabilitated for this purpose in 2008 through CDBG.
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West Suburban PADS has taken part in a permanent supportive housing initiative is called the West
Cook Housing Initiative Partnership (WCHIP). The Partnership is funded by a HUD Continuum of Care
grant applied for by West Suburban PADS in 2004; the grant was approved in 2005. During 2005, the
partners developed the program.

The amount of the grant is $1,526,542 to be spent over a three year period, through 2008. In addition
to HUD Continuum of Care dollars, the lllinois Department of Economic Security provided $71,290 to
the Partnership. The total amount of WCHIP is $1,597,832.

In March 2006, an effort began to provide additional permanent supportive housing units for the west
suburban Cook County area. This initiative is targeted to homeless persons with mental illnesses.

The initiative provided 31 scattered site apartment units, split between five project partners —
Community Care Options (lead agency), Family Service and Mental Health Center, Thresholds, Vital
Bridges, and P.A.D.S. A total of 25 units will be set aside for individuals and six units will be reserved for
families.

In 2007, two more units of housing, one permanent supportive housing unit and one transitional housing
unit, were added to the Oak Park inventory, providing a total of 3 permanent supportive units, which
are occupied by singles with developmental disabilities, and 9 transitional housing units located in Oak
Park.

P.AD.S. will be able to subsidize the rent for participants and provide intensive case management
services. Participants can stay in these units indefinitely; there is no expectation that any persons will
transition out of the program.

Priority #5: Permanent Supportive Housing — Special Needs

Objectivel: To assist in the delivery of supportive services to non-homeless developmentally disabled individuals.
Goal: Provide assistance for services to supportive housing providers to serve 40 individuals with developmental
disabilities/eight persons annually.

Organizations supporting persons with developmental disabilities focused project funding for
improvements to their facilities in 2008, not operations or supportive services, which they funded
through other means this year. The achievement for other supportive service assistance in other
special categories is found under the community development needs section.

NON-HOUSING/COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT NEEDS

Priority #1: Improving Aging Infrastructure

Objective I: To assist the Public Works Department and the Capital Improvement Plan to improve
deteriorating Village streets and alleys in low and moderate income areas.

Goal: The improvement of the streets and deteriorating alleys in five or more low/mod income areas over five
years. At least one street/alley section per year, as determined by Village Improvement Plan schedule.
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The Village of Oak Park Public Works Department utilized $700,000 in CDBG funds to provide
improvements to 3 alleys, and 3 miles of street improvements throughout the community in eligible
neighborhoods in 2008, bringing a benefit to approximately 10,569 low and moderate income people.

Objective 2: To assist the Public Works Department to install accessible sidewalks that meet ADA requirements.
Goal: To install accessible curb cuts throughout the Village sidewalks, and make Village sidewalks ADA compliant
through funding five PW sidewalk projects over five years/one annually.

The Village also funded ADA modifications for sidewalks throughout the Village, which provided
improved accessible sidewalks and curb cuts to approximately 300 sidewalk locations throughout the
Village.

Objective 3: To assist the Public Works department and the Capital Improvement plan to improve deteriorating
water and sewer main systems in low/mod areas of the Village.

Goal: One project/section of the Village annually will be the goal, as determined by the Public Works and Capital
Improvement Plan schedule.

No sewer or water main work was performed through CDBG in 2008. Infrastructure funding was
applied to street resurfacing and ADA sidewalk improvements this year. Sewer and water main work
has been awarded for 2009 PY.

Priority #2: Make Accessible Community Services.

Objective |: To support the needs of seniors and persons with mental and physical disabilities by providing
assistance to organizations delivering independent living and life skills.

Goal: To provide quality-of-life enhancing services for 500 senior and/or disabled persons within a five-year
period/ 100 persons annually.

Many of the activities funded in 2008 provided support to this priority. Adult Day Care services
provided food, group setting activities, and other services to 72 elderly adults suffering from dementia.
Community Support Services provided respite care to families and case management to persons with
disabilities. They served 457 people. PCC Community Wellness Center provided
behavioral/psychological healthcare to 5,570 individuals. NAMI Metro Suburban Drop-In Center
provided psycho-social rehabilitation and structured activities for 140 individuals suffering from mental
illness. The Senior Citizens Center provided socialization, meals and activities in both the center and in
outreach activities to 345 seniors. The Volunteer Center provided volunteer opportunities for 274
persons who have mental illnesses. Vital Bridges assisted those disabled with HIV/AIDS by providing
nutritional food supplements and counseling to 16 clients (9,082 meals).

Objective 2: To assist social services provided to youth, including substance abuse prevention, and skills training
in all areas, to facilitate growth and development.
Goal: To provide services for 200 youth over a five-year period/40 youth annually.

Activities addressing this priority in 2008: Parenthesis’s youth parenting programs provided life skills and
parenting training to |10 low income teenage parents and extended families, giving instruction on
effective and responsible parenting, and creating functional family relationships. Community Care
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Options (Pillars) provided substance abuse treatment and group therapy programs to 78 at-risk teens.
73% of all teens referred to the program and who were successfully engaged in assessment, treatment
and community linkage completed the services. The Volunteer Center engaged 274 at-risk youths and
persons with chronic mental illness in community service programs, through community volunteerism,
and participation in risk prevention, early intervention, and drug and alcohol abuse prevention.

Objective 3: To provide support for public services delivered to children of low to moderate income families,
such as childcare and healthcare, to encourage healthy opportunities for child and family development.
Goal: To provide services for 250 children within a five-year period/50 children served annually.

Funding to the Infant Welfare Clinic enabled dental endodontic services to be provided to 487 low
income children in 2008. The dental care program is meeting a significant need in the community, as
there is a lack of dental health professionals available to provide dental care to children of lower-income
families who may not have dental insurance to help cover the costs.

Objective 4: Continue long-term Fair Housing practices in the community through promoting fair housing
advocacy services of local providers.
Goal: 1000 persons will be provided with advocacy services in a five year period/ 200 annually.

Funding for Fair Housing advocacy continued to be provided to the Oak Park Housing Center, who
served 5,985 people in finding housing and in instruction in fair housing practices in 2008.

Priority #3: Improve Public Facilities

Obijective |: Assist in the physical improvements to and development of homeless facilities to facilitate the
provision of shelters and services to the homeless.

Goal: Six facility improvements to homeless facilities over five years/one- two annually.

Obijective 2: Assist in the physical improvements to childcare and youth center facilities to ensure the continued
structural safety of their environment and to preserve service provision.
Godal: Five facility improvements to childcarelyouth centers over five years/ one annually.

Facility improvements to Oak Park River Forest Day Nursery including the rehabilitation of the facility
kitchen, plumbing and electrical code compliance, new fixtures, front and rear entrance improvements
and utility room water and waste line installation. The facility serves as a daycare and educational center
for children from low and moderate income families. The activity benefited approximately 104 children
in 2008.

Obijective 3: Assist in the physical improvements to group home facilities and other handicapped public facilities
to insure the continued structural safety of their environment and to preserve service provision and historic
properties of the structures.

Goal: 14 improvement projects of handicapped facilities in a five-year period/three annually.

Three Seguin Services group home facilities received physical structural improvements. These units
provide housing and supportive services for 10 persons with developmental disabilities.
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Priority #4: Rehabilitate Central Business Districts (Economic Development)

Objective |: Assist in the long term rehabilitation of privately-owned commercial enterprises through improving
the deteriorating commercial structures and removing safety issues while preserving the historic properties.

Goal: 44 improvement projects to commercial facilities over a five-year period/9 commercial facilities annually.

No awards were made in 2008 for this priority. This is no longer considered high priority need by the
Village, as expressed in the 2007 CAPER.

Priority #5: Planning

Objective |: Assist in developing Village community comprehensive plans which will assist in the revitalization of
low and moderate income areas

Goal: One to two plans over a five-year period

The Roosevelt Road Streetscape and Zone Overlay activity was funded through an Amendment to the

2008 Action Plan. This activity was created to fund development of a plan to improve the viability of the
Roosevelt Road corridor in Oak Park, located in several low and moderate income areas of the Village.

The progress of certain goals has been explained in the assessments above and in the accompanying
narratives within the CAPER.

l. (B) - Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing

The Village of Oak Park continued its commitment to fair housing in 2008 through the use of both
Village of Oak Park general funds and CDBG funds. In addition, the Village’s “Analysis of Impediments to
Fair Housing Choice” continues to be followed (a new Analysis of Impediments will be done in 2009).

The Analysis indicated that the Village of Oak Park is a national leader in the promotion of fair housing.
The Village committed significant resources toward insuring that Oak Park remains a diverse community.
As a result of Oak Park’s progressive record in fair housing, no impediments were identified. However,
it was recommended in the Analysis that the Village review programs and practices to determine
whether or not any additional measures were needed to prevent discrimination. The high cost of local
housing continues to be an impediment to housing choice in the year 2008. In discussions that have

been led by citizen advisory members for housing programs and an affordable housing task force, data
from the Northeastern lllinois Planning Commission (NIPC) has been consulted when discussing the
need for affordable housing in Oak Park. The Housing Programs Department and the Community
Development Department are currently performing an RFP for consulting services to perform a new
Analysis of Impediment to Fairs Housing and subsequent creation of an action plan, to take steps to
further provide for fair housing choices in the near future.

In this section, recommendations from the Analysis are listed and then followed by a description of
pertinent Village policies and/or a summary of actions that the Village took in 2008 to help eliminate
impediments to fair housing and to promote diversity.

The Village should continue a program of random housing discrimination testing. One specific
component of Oak Park’s fair housing and diversity efforts involves investigation, which is the monitoring
and enforcement mechanism for the provision of the Fair Housing Ordinance and diversity policy of the
Village. Staff conducts thorough investigations into charges of racial discrimination brought by persons
seeking housing in Oak Park. Conciliation meetings are conducted when necessary and records are
maintained of all case files. If complaints are received, rental market-housing tests are initiated by the
Village to ascertain that the Fair Housing Ordinance is being followed. No complaints were received in
2008.

The Village should continue its efforts to include protected class- and renter-representation on
commissions that are involved in fair housing issues. In 2008, the Village’s Citizens Involvement
Committee continued to make an intensive effort to recruit minorities, renters and persons with
disabilities to serve on Village committees and commissions.

The Village should identify and pursue ways to increase the rate of minority homeownership.
The Village’s Multi-Family Incentives Program (formerly called the Diversity Assurance Program) aimed
at achieving racial diversity throughout the Village while attempting to prevent any sections of Oak Park
from becoming racially identifiable. Property owners and prospective tenants were counseled and given
information and direction concerning the Village’s diversity policy. Staff of the Village’s Housing
Programs Department counseled property owners, encouraging them to make pro-integration choices
in housing. Staff of the Oak Park Housing Center counseled prospective residents, educating them in
Fair Housing. During Program Year 2008, prospective tenants and homeowners, existing tenants and
homeowners, building owners, managers, developers and real estate personnel continued to be
counseled under this program.

Educational programs also were conducted. These programs focused on community relations and
diversity for Realtors, educators, school staff, building owners, building managers, Village staff and
representatives from community groups. Specific neighborhood problems were addressed and block
conflicts facilitated.

In 2008, IHDA conducted a training session for Realtors and lenders on how the First Time Homebuyer
program operated. Forty-five Realtors and six lenders attended the training. In 2008, the First Time
Homebuyer program counseled over |5 persons interested in purchasing their first home. Finally,
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Condo Network seminars were facilitated to provide information to area associations. More than 200
persons attended ten Condo Network meetings facilitated by the Village in 2008.

The Village should continue to be vigilant to prevent disinvestment. Oak Park was the first
community in the nation to adopt an Equity Assurance Program that guarantees the resale value of
single-family homes in the Village. Although 160 homeowners have registered under the program, no
claim has been made since its inception. This program has prevented disinvestment in Oak Park’s
neighborhoods. Moreover, the Village’s Development Services Department — and also the Village
partner Oak Park Development Corporation — worked on business retention and economic
development expansion throughout the Village.

Current fair housing programs should continue to be evaluated to determine whether or not
additional measures are needed to prevent discrimination.

The Village’s Housing Programs Advisory Committee (HPAC) is made up of Oak Park citizens. In 2008,
HPAC conducted a community forum on affordable housing and provided a draft report to the Board
with recommendations on affordable housing strategies. Moreover, back in 2003, HPAC had evaluated
current fair housing programs and made suggestions as to how they could be improved, which were
integrated into Village housing operations.

The Village’s Housing Programs Department should continue to evaluate compliance with the
federal Community Reinvestment Act (CRA). In 2008, the Village continued working with local banks
to provide lllinois Housing Development Agency loans. The Village is also partnering with other west
suburban Cook County communities to engage in planning to develop a regional affordable housing
strategy, including a coordinated response to foreclosures.

Other Fair Housing Efforts

Multi-Family Incentives Program. The Village’s Multi-Family Incentives Program (formerly the
Diversity Assurance Program) was open to owners of multi-family buildings with four or more units
pending an evaluation of their historic building status, the degree of diversity in the neighborhood where
they are located, the condition of the building and its rental units, and the extent to which the owner
has cooperated with the Village’s building and maintenance diversity programs in the past. The program
includes funds for rehabilitation as loans and grants, marketing services, and rental reimbursement.

In 2007, the Multi-Family Incentives Program was halted and reviewed for redesign, along with the Single
Family Housing Rehabilitation program. Housing Programs staff was in transition, and new staff had not
yet come on-board. Production of housing-related assistance in Oak Park through the Housing
Programs Department was very limited to non-existent. In 2008, the program was still being redesigned
but nonetheless operational, although slightly reduced in scope.

Oak Park Regional Housing Center’s Fair Housing Program. In 2008, the Oak Park Regional
Housing Center (Housing Center) received $203,177 in CDBG administrative and public service funds
to partner as the Village’s Fair Housing Program provider. This program promoted long-term racial
diversity in Oak Park’s rental housing market through counseling, outreach, and affirmative marketing.
In 2008, the Housing Center’s CDBG activities assisted 5,985 persons.
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The Housing Center was established in 1972 for the purpose of promoting Oak Park as a community
that welcomes integration and to act as a placement agent for renter households seeking non-traditional
moves. Since its founding, it has encouraged home seekers to make pro-integrative moves, to eliminate
discrimination, and to promote open housing opportunities in previously segregated communities in the
region.

Oak Park Residence Corporation (ResCorp). ResCorp was founded in 1966 in cooperation with the
Oak Park Housing Authority, the Village of Oak Park, and the State Housing Board. The 1973 Village of
Oak Park Housing Task Force recommended that ResCorp change its focus to buying and rehabilitating
multi-family buildings. In 1975, ResCorp began purchasing multi-family buildings.

In 2008, the Residence Corporation completed its extended 2007 CDBG activity to combine two
smaller rental units into one large rental unit in order to provide affordable housing to a large family,
which is a priority need in Oak Park. This accomplishment was counted under the 2007 CAPERS.
ResCorp continued to collaborate with the Village and the Housing Center to promote fair housing
initiatives in Oak Park, and its management practices are in keeping with the Village’s policy of physical
upgrading and racial diversity. By investing in the purchase, rehabilitation and management of large
rental buildings, ResCorp has helped preserve the quality of housing in the Village.

l. (C) - Affordable Housing Activities
The Village took the following affordable housing actions during Program Year 2008:

o Village Volume Cap was ceded to lllinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA) First Time
Home Buyer Programs in order to provide low interest and down payment assistance.
Assistance was given to one buyer who took out a loan totaling $159,000. IHDA conducted
training for Realtors and lenders on how the First Time Homebuyer program operated. Forty-
five Realtors and six lenders attended the training.

o There were five Single-Family Rehabilitation Program projects commenced in 2008, with three
units being completed before the end of the program year. The remaining two 2008 activities
continue to be worked on. Funding to homeowners was provided through loans and some grants
(for lead abatement) to eligible low/moderate income single-family homeowners to correct code
violations and other housing deficiencies. Two of the households assisted were very-low income
and three were low income. Repaid loan funds will continue to fund the Single Family Housing
Rehabilitation Revolving Loan fund Account. These projects are fully described in Statement I (E),
Statement 2(F) and also shown in the PR 10 Report.

o The Village’s Housing Programs Division conducted one First Time Homebuyer Seminar to
promote homeownership. Fifteen (I5) persons participated in the Seminar. The Village is now
partnering with the Oak Park Regional Housing Center to conduct First Time Homebuyer
Seminars.
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o The Village’s Housing Programs Division conducted ten Condominium Network Meetings in
2008 to assist and educate the many condominium homeowners in the Village of Oak Park.
These meetings were attended by over 200 persons.

J To assist persons with special needs, Seguin Services’ 2008 CDBG Public Facilities Improvements
activity improved three affordable CILA group homes. Work included the replacement of a rear
deck, stairs and railings at two group homes; the rehabilitation of a bathroom, making it
accessible; and the installation of new underlayment and ceramic tile in the kitchen and hallway of
a CILA home. The 10 occupants of these two group homes were very low-income individuals
with disabilities.

o The Village of Oak Park Housing Programs Advisory Committee conducted a community forum
on affordable housing and provided a draft report to the Board with recommendations on
affordable housing strategies.

o The Village is partnering with other west suburban Cook County communities to engage in
planning to develop a regional affordable housing strategy, including a coordinated response to
foreclosures.

o Local Housing Bonds provided Security Improvement Grants to owners of buildings with two or
more units to provide better security in buildings, most with affordable rents. In 2008, five
grants were made to five building owners in the amount of $39,234.

o Recognizing that property taxes can increase the cost of housing and affect the Village’s ability to
provide affordable housing, the Village continued to promote new commercial development to
ease the reliance on property taxes.

o The Village also encouraged developers to build affordable housing units in new housing
developments within the Village.

o The Village’s fair housing actions have lead to an increase in affordable housing.
Village affordable housing actions are also described in Statement | (E).
I. (D) - Continuum of Care Narrative

The Village of Oak Park continued to help develop and implement actions to address homeless needs
through the local Continuum of Care process during Program Year 2008. The Village of Oak Park
participated under the West Suburban Council on Homelessness (WSCH), which is the west Cook
County regional agency connected to the broader Alliance to End Homelessness in Suburban Cook
County (Alliance).

The purpose of both the Alliance and WSCH is to formulate and carry out Continuum of Care activities
for suburban Cook County — the municipalities in the county (such as Oak Park) minus the City of
Chicago. On November |, 2005, the Alliance convened a strategic planning workshop to set out its
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goals for the coming five years and identify strategies that could ultimately end homelessness in suburban
Chicago communities. The Alliance’s Strategic Plan, 2006-2010 summarizes those ideas. Village staff
participated by attending meetings, helping devise strategy, and funding homeless prevention and
elimination programs in accordance with the Alliance’s Strategic Plan, 2006-2010.

During 2008, the Village utilized both CDBG and ESG Program funds to address several strategic
components of the Continuum of Care approach to homelessness. Through Subrecipients Catholic
Charities, Sarah’s Inn, Vital Bridges, and West Suburban PADS, the Village funded projects that provided
for emergency shelter operations, transitional shelter operations, shelter services, and prevention needs
of the homeless population.

Village Actions Guided by Goals of the Alliance’s Strategic Plan, 2006-2010

Goal One of the Alliance’s Strategic Plan is “Ending Homelessness Takes a Community-wide Effort.” The
Strategic Plan states that “public sector involvement” is crucial to end homelessness in suburban Cook
County. The Village of Oak Park continues to be involved by making the maximum amount of CDBG
funds available for Public Services such as homeless assistance activities. In program year 2008, CDBG
Public Service funds in the amount of $29,781 were used exclusively for homeless programs and all of
the Village’s 2008 ESG allocation of $85,537 was given to non-profit agencies that serve the homeless.
In addition, other CDBG-funded activities partially assisted homeless persons or those threatened with
homelessness.

Goal Two of the Alliance’s Strategic Plan (“Ending Homelessness is Going to Take Systems Work and
Advocacy”) states that homelessness “touches on a variety of other systems [besides obvious economic
and housing problems], such as employment supports, education, mental health, substance abuse,
corrections and so forth.” Again, the Village makes the maximum amount of CDBG funds available for
Public Service activities that improved these “other systems.” In program year 2008, a large part of the
$280,221 in Public Service CDBG funds served this purpose, as did much of the Village’s 2008 ESG
allocation of $85,537.

Goal Three of the Alliance’s Strategic Plan states that “supportive housing — affordable housing with
services built-in — is a proven strategy to break the cycle of homelessness” for chronically homeless
persons and for households impacted by disability. In 2008 the Village gave CDBG funds to three
agencies that provided supportive housing to Oak Park households impacted by disabilities. Community
Support Services received $9,627 to serve 57 persons; Seguin Services received $51,641 (of which
$30,950 was spent) to serve |0 persons; and West Suburban PADS received $16,781 to serve |4
persons.

In addition, with regard to utilizing ESG funds to provide affordable housing with services built-in,
Catholic Charities used $6,563 in ESG Operations and Essential Services to serve |2 persons; Vital
Bridges used $21,759 in ESG Operations funds to serve |3 persons; and West Suburban PADS used
$13,705 in ESG Operations and Essential Services funds to serve 85 persons.

From both CDBG and ESG sources, Subrecipients received $99,385 from the Village in 2008 to
implement Goal Three of the Alliance’s Strategic Plan, thereby serving 191 persons.
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Other Continuum of Care Activities

During 2008, Catholic Charities used $4,063 in ESG Operations funds and $2,500 in Essential Service
ESG funds to provide affordable transitional housing apartments to |12 persons in three single female-
headed households. One household was comprised of victims of domestic violence.

During 2008 Sarah’s Inn Crisis Line assisted 4,598 survivors of domestic violence, with assistance from
Village of Oak Park CDBG funds. Of those served, 3,210 callers were in emergency situations.

In 2008, Vital Bridges used its $10,383 CDBG grant from the Village to provide healthy food (9,082
meals), nutritional guidance and case management services to 16 low-income persons living with
HIV/AIDS.

During 2008, West Suburban PADS used $6,000 of its ESG allocation to prevent homelessness for 14
persons in eight households. Of the 14 persons served, 12 persons (86%) were African-American.

West Suburban PADS used part of its 2008 ESG Essential Services allocation of $9,000 to provide
supportive services to homeless persons. Through this ESG activity, |96 persons received special needs
case management services, 7| persons obtained stable housing, 43 persons increasing income, and all of
the 371 persons served utilizing basic needs services such as showers, lockers, vouchers, phones and
computers.

Moreover, West Suburban PADS used part of its ESG allocation — as well as $13,000 in CDBG funds —
to provide emergency shelter for the homeless over a seven-month period, from January | to April 30,
2008, and from October | through December 31, 2008. The agency had cooperative agreements with
area churches to provide shelter while its volunteer members provided dinner and breakfast. ESG
Operations funds ($39,504) assisted in carrying out this emergency shelter program, which provided
1,371 nights of shelter and 34,113 meals to 523 unduplicated homeless persons. In the near future,
PADS plans to operate its emergency shelters year-round.

Finally, West Suburban PADS used part of its ESG Operations allocation of $39,504, as well as $16,781
in CDBG funds, to maintain affordable transitional housing apartments for |4 persons in six households.
Two of the households graduated to permanent housing.

Continuum of Care activities are also described in Section V, Narrative Statements for ESG Entitlement
Funds.

l. (E) - Other Actions
The purpose of Statement |(E) is to list activities undertaken during the 2008 Program Year that

addressed priority needs and objectives but were not covered in the previous sections. There were
eight major actions that the Village took in the 2008 Program Year.
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Maintaining and Fostering Affordable Housing

As noted in statement |(C), the Village took several actions in 2008 to maintain and foster affordable
housing.

First, the Village of Oak Park Housing Programs Advisory Committee conducted a community forum on
affordable housing and provided a draft report to the Board with recommendations on affordable
housing strategies. The Village is also partnering with other west suburban Cook County communities
to engage in planning to develop a regional affordable housing strategy, including a coordinated response
to foreclosures.

Second, Village Volume Cap was ceded to lllinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA) First Time
Home Buyer Programs and the ASSIST Program in order to provide low interest and down payment
assistance, which was given to one buyer who took out a loan totaling $159,000.

Also, there were five Single-Family Rehabilitation Program projects conducted in 2008, with three being
completed. Funding to homeowners was provided through loans and some grants (for lead abatement)
to eligible low/moderate income single-family homeowners to correct code violations and other housing
deficiencies. Six persons in five households benefited from the Single-Family Rehabilitation Program
repairs. Two of the households assisted were very-low income and three were low income. Two of the
households were African-American households. Repaid loan funds will continue to fund the Single
Family Rehab Revolving Loan fund Account. These five projects resulted in the following physical
accomplishments:

e Improvements to the roof, stairs, porches, walkway and ceilings of a home in southeast Oak
Park;

e Improvements to the plumbing, drains, heating system (ductwork and heat registers), flooring,
exterior (porches, guardrails, gutters and doors), and windows (kitchen and garage) of a home in
south central Oak Park;

e The complete rehabilitation of a non-functioning bathroom and a substandard bathroom, the
replacement of a laundry sink, and the reconstruction of windows of a home in southeast Oak
Park (some work requiring Lead Abatement/Interim Controls);

e The reconstruction of damaged exterior plaster, the improvement of a damaged exterior
window, the installation of new siding, and improvements to the stairs, porch, soffits and fascia of
a home in northeast Oak Park (some work requiring Lead Abatement/Interim Controls); and

e The emergency replacement of a non-functioning hot water boiler for a heating system of a
home in southeast Oak Park.

Local Housing Bonds were used to provide grants and low interest loans to owners of buildings with
four or more units to promote improved and affordable rental housing. In 2008, five grants were made
to five building owners in the amount of $39,234.
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PY 2008 CDBG funds were used to maintain and foster affordable housing. Seguin Services’ 2008
CDBG public facilities improvements activity made vital improvements to three affordable CILA group
homes inhabited by 10 very low-income individuals with disabilities.

Finally, recognizing that property taxes can increase the cost of housing and affect the Village’s ability to
provide affordable housing, the Village continued a major effort to promote new commercial
development to ease the reliance on property taxes. The Village also encouraged developers to build
affordable housing units in new housing developments within the Village and continued to enforce fair
housing actions.

Removing Barriers to Affordable Housing

The most formidable barrier to affordable housing in Oak Park is the cost of housing. Without the
benefit of large down payments or subsidies, very low- to moderate-income households have a hard
time finding affordable housing in Oak Park. To remove barriers, the Village took several actions in
2008. These actions were mentioned in statement |(C) and in the section directly above — Maintaining
and Fostering Affordable Housing.

Evaluating and Reducing Lead-Based Paint Hazards

Lead based paint is an extremely serious hazard that can negatively affect the central nervous system in
children less than six years of age. In addition to children getting lead-poisoned by eating paint chips,
persons of any age can get lead poisoning from ingesting or inhaling lead dust created when paint is
deteriorating, or when it is removed or disturbed.

Lead is a highly toxic substance that was banned for use in paint in 1978. Not only does the existence of
lead based paint create public health risks, it also increases the cost of rehabilitating older homes.

The housing stock in Oak Park consists primarily of homes built before 1978. Approximately 95 percent
of the existing 23,723 housing units were constructed in eras when using lead based paint was the norm.
This suggests that most of the homes and apartment buildings that have not been recently renovated, or
have not been built in the last 27 years, contain some lead-based paint.

Since the new lead based paint regulations were implemented by HUD in September of 2001, the Village
has stepped up its lead awareness, prevention and abatement efforts. During PY 2008, the Village
continued to reduce lead based paint in Oak Park homes and assist those exposed to the hazard. The
following are activities that the Village conducted to evaluate and reduce lead paint hazards.

VOP Housing Programs Department

As noted above, there were five Single-Family Rehabilitation Program projects started, with three units
rehabbed in 2008. Funding to two households was provided through grants for lead abatement to
eligible low/moderate income single-family homeowners. For these two households, work requiring
Lead Abatement/Interim Controls was completed.
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VOP Public Health Department

The Village of Oak Park Public Health Department was the primary agency in preventing and
ameliorating the dangers of lead to citizens, especially children. The Oak Park Department of Public
Health’s Community Health Services division and Environmental Health division both conducted vital
lead risk-reduction activities for the Village in 2008.

Public Health Community Health Services tested the blood lead levels of children with a history of lead
poisoning who were unable to access lead screening because of lack of finances, as part of preventive
health, and for those who needed the test for entry into school or child-care. In PY 2008, 450 blood
lead tests were given and then analyzed by the lllinois Department of Public Health Lab. Later, Public
Health Community Health Services follow-up was conducted.

Reports of lead levels for five children in Oak Park were reported via STELLAR, a reporting system for
children with elevated blood levels that was developed by the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention. Children under the age of three with a blood lead level of 10 mcg/dl or greater and children
age three to six years old with blood lead levels of 15 mcg/dl or greater received a home visit by a Public
Health Nurse. In 2008, there were five visits for these five children. At that time an assessment was
completed on lead hazards in the home, occupational hazards, and nutrition and housekeeping
standards. Educational handouts and a follow-up schedule for repeat lead testing was provided to the
parent. Referrals were made to nutritional programs such as WIC, Early Intervention, housing
resources and social services agencies.

Under specific circumstances, an Environmental Assessment of the child’s primary property was
conducted by a Public Health Environmental Health Sanitarian. Environmental Health visits were made, a
mitigation plan developed, the owner was notified and completion was tracked by staff. Three cases
were referred to the Cook County State’s Attorney Office in 2008 because of the failure of the building
owners to abate the lead in a timely manner.

Moreover, the Oak Park Public Health Department continued to increase awareness of lead based paint
hazards in PY 2008 by providing parents with information related to childhood lead poisoning through
the use of a packet of information on screening, reduction of lead exposure, precautions, nutrition
(healthy eating decreases the absorption of lead) and other relevant information.

Finally, the Health Department worked in conjunction with the Village Community Relations
Department to present information to landlords on the EPA’s lead disclosure laws and the EPA’s pre-
renovation rules.

Removing Obstacles to Meeting the Needs of Underserved Persons
The primary obstacle to meeting the needs of underserved persons was addressed through the Village’s

2005-2009 Consolidated Plan development process. The 2008 program year was the fourth year of the
2005-2009 Consolidated Plan.
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Department of Community Planning and Development staff began the Consolidated Plan process by
identifying organizations and individuals that would assist and contribute to the process. From these
organizations, Village departments, and individuals, an |8-member Consolidated Plan Task Force was
created to lead in helping to identify and develop the priority needs in the new Consolidated Plan. The
Task Force was developed to assist the Village in determining the priority needs for housing, homeless,
non-homeless special needs and community development. Many more efforts to determine need also
were made.

The Con Plan’s Five-Year Allocation Priorities reflect the contributions of all who participated in the
process. For 2008, these chosen Priorities provided direction for the distribution of Federal funds to
best meet the needs of the underserved in the community. The Priorities reflect the perceived needs in
Oak Park, as determined through the participatory process, data and studies, survey results, and
expertise of the Consolidated Plan Task Force.

Another obstacle to meeting the needs of underserved persons was addressed by the Village’s choice to
distribute a large amount of its CDBG allocation to local non-profit subrecipients. In the 2008 Program
Year, an allocation of $280,220 from the CDBG Program funded 15 public service projects administered
by various not-for-profit service providers. These projects were for activities to assist at-risk children
and troubled youth, teenage parents and senior citizens; to help persons with physical, mental and
developmental disabilities and their caregivers, and survivors of domestic violence; to reduce alcohol and
substance abuse; to increase housing counseling and transitional housing services; to expand fair housing,
homeless assistance and homeless prevention; to assist persons with HIV/AIDS; and to provide dental
care for low-income persons. The majority of the Village’s federal grant allocation provided funds to
address the needs of underserved persons.

Finally, to facilitate better community awareness about what programs and services are available to
underserved persons within the community, the Village held an informational grant program session
describing funding and program options available in the community, and by advertising in a local paper
the availability of the workshop and the grant applications.

Reducing Poverty

Housing of poor quality, lack of education, unemployment, low income, and ill health are the primary
factors in the cycle of poverty. The Village directly affected these factors by utilizing its resources,
including social services and the local educational system.

The Village’s school system is nationally recognized for its high educational standards. All residents can
send their children to public schools in the Village. Lower income renters must find affordable rental
units in order to reside in Oak Park and allow their children to attend the schools. In 2008, many
affordable units were available in Oak Park, as the economy forced landlord to lower rents, which
encouraged more families with fewer resources to reside in the community, and afforded them an
opportunity to receive the educational benefits of the Oak Park school system.

Throughout the year, the Village continued its efforts to promote economic development, which
resulted in additional employment opportunities, even in this troubled economic time. Job creation in
special economic development activities was encouraged for local retail ventures. Efforts to increase
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both employment opportunities and affordable housing led to an enhanced household income for many.
Also, recognizing that property taxes increase the cost of housing and affect the Village’s ability to
provide affordable housing, the Village continued its major effort to promote new commercial
development to ease the reliance on homeowner property taxes.

The Village’s Public Health Department provided information and programs to assist persons of lower
income with health issues and dental issues. In 2008, the Village’s Public Health Community Health
Services Division provided immunizations, emergency response, general referral, vision and hearing, oral
health, surveillance and control of infectious diseases, HIV testing, counseling and prevention, inspection
of long-term and child care facilities, school health services, and senior health services. All of these
programs helped those in poverty to obtain basic health care and quality of life services.

The social service programs that the Village funded with CDBG and ESG dollars in 2008 provided
assistance to many persons with incomes below the poverty level. These services were aimed at
improving the lives of those persons and very likely assisted in reducing short- and long-term costs for
many individuals and families. Specifically:

e Catholic Charities used ESG funds to operate transitional housing apartments for homeless
persons; and to supply case management, information and referral, and supportive housing
services to these clients.

e The Children’s Clinic used CDBG funds to provide low-cost or free dental services to very low-
and low-income youth, which enabled their parents to avoid exorbitant current and future dental
costs that can impoverish a family.

e NAMI Metro Suburban used CDBG funds to provide psycho-social services to very low-income
mentally ill persons, which gave some clients the ability to overcome the barriers that keep them
in poverty.

e Parenthesis used CDBG funds to operate the Parenteen Program, which offered young teen
parents opportunities to learn effective parenting skills that strengthened the parent-child
relationship and increased their self-esteem. Parenthesis also used CDBG funds to run the
Parenting On Our Own program, which provided education and skills development to young
(but not teen) parents so that they could improve themselves and become more caring and
competent parents. With both programs, participants learned how to find and use community
resources that enabled them to undertake the overwhelming role of parenting and improve their
economic situations. Both activities led to a better life for young parents and their children, with
the result that these families could avoid or rise above poverty.

e Pillars used CDBG funds for a substance abuse therapy program that treated adolescent drug and
alcohol abuse, focusing on reducing the client resistance that occurred in previous treatment
programs. Freeing persons of substance addictions was an important step to keep them above
the poverty line, now and in the future.
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e Sarah’s Inn used CDBG funds to help employ a crisis line counselor to ensure that information,
referrals, and crisis intervention was immediately available to battered spouses and their children.
ESG funds enabled the agency to prevent homelessness and to allow homeless persons to obtain
an apartment. Both of these activities created a better life for survivors of domestic violence so
that they could become self-sufficient and steer clear of poverty.

e Vital Bridges used CDBG funds to provide nutritious meals to very low-income persons with
HIV/AIDS who needed good nutrition to maintain the strength needed to be active. Vital Bridges
used ESG funds to help fund its transitional housing program for very low-income homeless
persons living with AIDS/HIV at the Showalter Residence where Vital Bridges provided intensive
case management to clients. All of the components of Vital Bridges’ two activities created a
better life for clients, to enable them to climb above poverty.

e West Suburban PADS used CDBG and ESG funds to provide transitional apartments for families
while also supplying emergency shelter, case management, information and referral, supportive
housing services and homeless prevention. West Suburban PADS used ESG funds to provide
laundry vouchers, clothing vouchers, personal identification cards, transportation passes,
assistance applying for entitlement benefits, housing location and apartment set-up assistance, and
linkage to medical care, mental health services and substance abuse treatment for homeless
persons; to operate and maintain transitional housing apartments for homeless persons; and to
provide financial assistance for persons at risk of losing their housing and utility services. PADS’
homeless prevention and elimination efforts — together with supportive service provision and
emergency services — gave clients the ability to rise above the poverty line.

In conclusion, the multiple aspects of the Village’s programs — housing, economic development,
education, health, social services and other components — working in concert together helped reduce
the number of households with incomes below the poverty level.

Overcoming Gaps in the Institutional Structure

There exist some gaps in the local institutional structure. However, the formation of partnerships and
networks has enabled the Village of Oak Park to overcome such gaps.

The Village government landscape is shared with Oak Park Township, the local Elementary and High
School Districts, the Park District of Oak Park, the Oak Park Library District, the Oak Park Housing
Authority and the Oak Park Mental Health District. These governmental units met monthly to
coordinate their plans and programs. While the Village delivered many services itself, the Village also
contracted with the non-profit sector to deliver services.

Many of the Village’s largest contract service providers, or “community partners,” received funding from
a variety of sources. For example, the Oak Park Regional Housing Center received federal CDBG grant
funds, local Village funds, and support from members and other agencies. CDBG funds have been
granted in the past to the Oak Park Housing Authority and to the Oak Park Residence Corporation.
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Strong links were maintained with the private sector through the Village’s liaison membership on the
Board of Directors of the Oak Park/River Forest Chamber of Commerce, the Downtown Oak Park
Special Service Area, the Business District Area Liaison Council, the Oak Park Area Visitors Bureau and
individual business districts.

Finally, as part of the 2008 budget process, the Village Board (the governing body) received input from
the Community Development Citizens Advisory Committee (CDCAC) as to the allocation of Block
Grant and Emergency Shelter Grant Funds. The yearly Village Budget process was used by elected
officials and staff to coordinate and allocate funding for community programs and services.

Thus, the Village of Oak Park maintains that the network of agencies, organizations, programs, resources
and activities operating within the Village have shown the existence of comprehensive efforts to meet
the needs of Oak Park residents. Between all the efforts of the existing providers within the Village,
there appear to be few gaps in the service delivery toward the realization of the priorities, goals, and
objectives outlined in the Consolidated Plan and, particularly, in the 2008 Action Plan.

Complying with Program and Plan Requirements

Ensuring compliance with program and planning requirements is an ongoing activity for the Village of
Oak Park. The Village made every attempt to follow HUD rules and regulations while administering
both the CDBG Program and the ESG Program. There were no HUD monitoring findings or concerns
on the Village related to Program Year 2008 CDBG. ESG program monitoring by HUD Chicago
Regional ESG representative brought with it a question regarding eligibility of off-site transitional
housing. This question has not been resolved, and is currently under discussion with HUD. The Village
continues to progress on previous issues regarding the Single Family Housing Rehabilitation
expenditures, and program implementation. All HUD recommendations made with regard to past year
activities have been followed by the Village.

In 2008, the Village continued its subrecipient monitoring efforts by checking most CDBG and ESG
subrecipients for compliance with HUD rules, regulations and timeliness of expenditures requirements.
During 2008, compliance also was checked through submittals of requested documentation and required
reports. Each subrecipient submitted quarterly reports describing activities of the previous quarter, as
well as a final annual report (if the project was completed at year’s end), which summarized all the
accomplishments and progress for that year. The reports were required in order to draw funds down.
Upon direction of the 2008 ESG NHUD Monitor, some future ESG project monitorings by Oak Park
staff will be conducted on site of the Village ESG activity, instead of desk top monitoring.

The monitoring standards and procedures used by the Village of Oak Park followed the standards and
procedures as set forth in HUD monitoring handbooks, guidelines, and technical assistance publications.

Public Housing

The Oak Park Housing Authority (OPHA) is an lllinois municipal corporation established in 1946 to
provide very-low income households and families of all ages, races and backgrounds with affordable, safe,
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and sanitary housing while complying with HUD Federal Regulations and working within the Village of
Oak Park’s housing values, policies and standards.

OPHA is governed by a seven-member board of commissioners appointed by the Village President. The
commissioners all must be residents of Oak Park. The commissioners have sole authority over policy
and finances and operate the Authority within the legal framework created by Congress and the
governing regulations formulated by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

Not only is OPHA not designated as troubled, it has been categorized by HUD as a high-performer. An
executive director and staff manage the operations of OPHA, which shares some management and
financial staff with the not for profit Oak Park Residence Corporation (the Residence Corporation
manages the 74-unit The Oaks Building and the 21-unit Ryan Farrelly Apartments). Under 24 CFR 903,
OPHA is considered a small public housing agency due to the fact that it owns less than 250 public
housing units.

The 2008 activities of the Oak Park Housing Authority (OPHA) included the ongoing operation and
maintenance of the 198-unit Mills Park Tower and the ongoing administration of the Federal Housing
Choice Voucher (HCV) Program. The Federally funded HCV program provided rent subsidies that
enabled income-qualified participants to lease privately owned rental housing. In 2008, 524 participants
were assisted through the HCV Program (this number included 72 portable vouchers).

OPHA managed the 198 one-bedroom units in Mills Park Tower, a residence building comprised of 184
elderly persons and 14 persons with disabilities. The units are in good condition, there are no vacant
units and the OPHA does not expect any units to be lost from the inventory. Mills Park Tower’s newly
remodeled ground floor contains laundry facilities, a community room and a library. West Suburban
Hospital staffs a Caring Center with a nurse and doctor who visit each week. The results from the
Section 504 Needs Assessment of Mills Park Tower determined that the building is accessible.

Back in 2007, OPHA had used $9,471 in Village of Oak Park CDBG funds to install security cameras at
Mills Park Tower. In 2008, all 198 assisted living residents continued to benefit from this security
enhancement activity.

OPHA also conducted several actions for resident involvement in the management of public housing.
OPHA received direction from two Resident Advisory Boards — one for Mills Park Tower and one for
the HCV Program. OPHA provided regular commitments with the elected council of Mills Park Tower.
Building management solicited advice from this group for facility improvement suggestions, coordination
of OPHA subsidized entertainment, and policies concerning tenant-managed entertainment and other
operational aspects of the facility. OPHA budgeted funds in support of these key tenant initiatives.

Finally, OPHA encouraged HCV Program participants to become homeowners by administering the
HCV Homeownership program, which was open to all 524 qualifying voucher holders. A change in
federal law enabled rent subsidies to be used to repay loans secured to purchase homes for qualifying
low-income families. Under the terms of the program, the Village provides a maximum subordinate loan
of $60,000 to assist qualifying families to purchase a home. These families must be in good standing with
OPHA and have at least one family member employed on a full-time basis. Annual family income must
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be at least $20,000. OPHA selects the program participants and assists them through homebuyer
counseling and technical assistance. The Village provides and services the subordinate loans, though no
Village tax revenues are used in support of the program. In 2008, no voucher holders used a housing
voucher to purchase a home, though over the life of this program, six voucher holders have bought
homes.

Geographic Distribution
Areas of Minority Concentration

An analysis of 2000 data reveals that there are several concentrations of African-Americans in Oak Park.
There are no concentrations of any other minority group.

The map at the front of this CAPER shows the locations of all Oak Park census tracts (also indicating
low-moderate income block groups in these tracts). Census 2000 data showed that Tract 8121 is 35.6
percent African-American, Tract 8125 is 34.1 percent African-American, Tract 8126 is 35.8 percent
African-American and Tract 8131 is 32.5 percent African-American. These are the areas of African-
American concentration in Oak Park.

As the map shows, these areas of African-American concentration are in the eastern half of the Village.
Nearly all of the Oak Park tracts that run east to Austin Boulevard (except for Tract 8130) have African-
American percentages above 32 percent.

Thus, the large area running north-south along Austin Boulevard and basically going west to Ridgeland
Avenue is a major area of African-American concentration. As the entrance into the community from
Chicago, Austin Boulevard is one of the Village of Oak Park’s “gateways.”

PY 2008 Activities in Areas of Minority Concentration
Program Year 2008 CDBG Area Benefit work done in areas of minority concentration included a
Village of Oak Park Public Works Department street resurfacing activity that improved Tract 8125 as
follows:

e 300-400 N. Humphrey - Erie Street to Chicago Avenue.

In addition, a street resurfacing activity improved Tract 8126 as follows:

e 0-100 South Boulevard - Austin Boulevard to Taylor Avenue; and
e 238-400 South Boulevard - Harvey Avenue to Ridgeland Avenue.

In addition, one Program Year 2008 CDBG Facility Improvement activity improved three public facilities
in areas of minority concentration. Seguin Services made accessibility modifications to three Oak Park
Community Integrated Living Arrangement (CILA) group homes to benefit adults with developmental
disabilities.
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The locations of these homes are | 124 N. Humphrey Avenue (Tract 8121), 416 N. Humphrey Avenue
(Tract 8125) and 1045 S. Highland Avenue (Tract 8131). Work included the replacement of a rear deck,
stairs and railings at two group homes; the rehabilitation of a bathroom, making it accessible; and the
installation of new underlayment and ceramic tile in the kitchen and hallway of a home.

Finally, Village of Oak Park Program Year 2008 CDBG Public Service funds and ESG dollars allocated to
local non-profit subrecipients benefited many residents living in these areas of minority concentration —
primarily low-moderate income persons and presumed beneficiaries.

I. (F) - Leveraging Resources & Coordinating Public and Private Efforts

Matching funds from subrecipients, although not a requirement of the CDBG program, is encouraged
early in the application process each year, in an effort to combine various sources of funding to achieve
the goals of the Consolidated Plan, as well as to promote subrecipient financial commitment to the
activity. The Village has not needed to utilize its CDBG funds to leverage other funding.

The allocation of CDBG and ESG funds to local subrecipient agencies promotes coordination and
cooperation between public and private service providers. Each year a majority of the Village’s grants
funds are allocated to subrecipients whom the Village monitors for compliance with HUD rules and
regulations. The 2005-2009 Consolidated Plan process and each ensuing Action Plan process also raised
the level of coordination as these processes required communication with all service providers, public
and private entities within the community, as well as the public.

In 2008, approximately $4,330,000 in funding from a variety of non-CDBG sources was contributed by

the awarded non-profits towards the completion of their 2008 CDBG projects. This amount was nearly
twice the 2007 total. These funds came from the following sources: U.S. Veteran’s Administration, Cook
County CDBG, Chicago CDBG, Berwyn CDBG, Cook County ESG, Oak Park, River Forest and Berwyn
708 Boards, Medicaid, Infant Welfare Society, Washington Square Health Foundation, IDHFS, Oak Park
Township, River Forest Township, lllinois Department of Human Services, lllinois Department on Aging,
lllinois Department of Health And Family Services, lllinois Department of Health and Family Services,
lllinois Attorney General, the Economy Shop, the United Way, Chicago Department of Public Health,
Blue Cross-Blue Shield, Kraft Employee Funds, OPRF Community Health Board, Oak Park Department
of Public Health, Points of Light Foundation, Community Foundation of Oak Park-River Forest,
fundraising, fees and contributions of time.

In addition, approximately $1,500,000 in local non-CDBG CIP funds was contributed by the Public
Works Department to 2008 Village of Oak Park CDBG infrastructure improvement projects. ESG
funded projects were matched dollar for dollar with their non-profits’ donations or funding applied from
other social service grants, totaling $85,537 in matching funds.

No State of lllinois Housing Trust Funds were spent on Single Family Rehabilitation (see below). The
Village will continue working toward obtaining additional grant funds in the coming year, by continuing
to seek funds from lllinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA). Other funding opportunities and
partnerships continue to be explored, including Neighborhood Stabilization Program funds from Cook
County and/or the State of lllinois.

HOME Program and Housing Trust Funds

The Village is no longer part of the Consortium and does not receive HOME funds from Cook County
or any other source in 2008. The Village does not utilize Housing Trust Funds dollars at this time.

First Time Homebuyer Programs

The Village’s Housing Programs Division conducted one First Time Homebuyer Seminar to promote
homeownership. Fifteen (15) persons participated in the Seminar. The Village is now partnering with the
Oak Park Regional Housing Center to conduct First Time Homebuyer Seminars.

Village Volume Cap was ceded to lllinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA) First Time Home
Buyer Programs in order to provide low interest and down payment assistance. Assistance was given to
one buyer who took out a loan totaling $159,000. IHDA also conducted one training session for
Realtors and lenders on how the First Time Homebuyer program operated in which forty-five Realtors
and six lenders attended.

The Village no longer participates in the lllinois Housing Development Authority (IHDA) Mortgage
Credit Certificate Program, the IHDA Mortgage Revenue Bond Program and the HELP Program. The
Village also no longer participates in the Assist Homebuyer’s Program.

ESG Program

Each of the agencies receiving ESG funds provided a dollar-for-dollar match to their grant amount,
totaling $85,537 in matching funds. These funds came from the following sources: the City of Chicago
(Department of Public Health HOPWA funds); the United Way of Oak Park, River Forest, and Forest
Park; fundraising; corporations; foundations; and in-kind donations.

Other Sources

Various Village of Oak Park agencies received funds from the State of lllinois to assist in the performance
of their CDBG projects (lllinois Department of Human Services, lllinois Department on Aging, Illinois
Department of Health And Family Services, Illinois Department of Health and Family Services, and the
lllinois Attorney General).

Several local agencies received Shelter Plus Care funds, which provided rental assistance in combination
with supportive services from other federal, state and local sources to persons who are homeless and
have a disability. The assistance is targeted primarily to homeless persons who are severely mentally ill,
have chronic substance abuse problems, or who have acquired AIDS or related diseases.

Other agencies received Supportive Housing Program funds, which provided housing and supportive
services for homeless persons trying to move to independent living. This program targets persons living
in places not meant for human habitation (e.g., cars and parks).
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Commercial Loan Program

Since 1979, the Village of Oak Park has offered a unique low interest program for the rehabilitation of
commercial property. The linchpin of these loans is the Oak Park Development Corporation, a Local
Development Corporation (LDC), in partnership with the Village. The Village loans private money
through a consortium of eleven banks participating in a |14-person Oak Park Development Corporation
Loan Committee backed by a one-third guarantee by the Village.

The Village guarantees one-third of each loan, and the eleven banks share the remaining risk. The Village
guarantees the loan — this guarantee is funded by the General Fund. This loan program can leverage up
to $4,000,000. There also exists a microloan fund, which is also guaranteed 50 percent with Village
General Funds.

Subrecipient Contributions

Many of the local agencies depend to a great extent upon supplemental funding from foundations. Funds
are used for a number of social service programs, including those that assist the mentally ill, victims of
domestic abuse, and the homeless.

In addition, while difficult to quantify, the importance of donated time and money to service agencies is
invaluable. For example, West Suburban PADS, which provides food and shelter to homeless persons,
could not function without its volunteer base of support. West Suburban PADS’ Overnight Shelter
Program operates with the support of approximately 1,000 volunteers who staff the shelters, provide
each of the three meals, and operate the weekly medical clinic. The value on non-professional volunteer
hours is calculated at $10 per hour. This mainly includes volunteers who supervise the Overnight
Shelter. Professional volunteers, such as doctors and nurses, are valued at $45 per patient visit.

Other agencies also benefit from volunteer contributions.
l. (G) - Summary of Citizen Comments

A draft of the 2008 CAPER was made available for public review and comment during the fifteen-day
public comment period, commencing March |3, through March 27, 2009. No comments were received.

I. (H) = Self-Evaluation

The Village finds that the 2008 activities and strategies are making an impact on most identified needs,
but seriously lacking in other areas. Federal funds, Village funds, and staff resources have been effective
in addressing priority homeless supportive needs, infrastructure improvements, public service needs, and
accessibility needs. However, again in 2008, the Village experienced a reduction in activities supporting
the housing priorities, not because of a lack of funding, but as a result of substantial staff changes in the
Housing Programs division, the time-consuming redesign of the single family housing rehabilitation
program and a lack of suitable property available for acquisition and rehabilitation activities.
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By the fall of 2008, the Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Program got back on track and again became
the most active of the CDBG strategies to meet the housing priorities.

The Village has also experienced a reduction in the need for homeless facility improvements in the
community, in contrast to the original estimate for assistance in the Consolidated Plan planning process.
Many of the community homeless shelters are located in churches or structures which are not calling for
rehabilitation. One transitional shelter that was located in Oak Park closed. Individual transitional units
supporting homeless families do exist in Oak Park, but again are not calling for rehabilitation at this time.
Other priorities for which the call for CDBG funding support has all but disappeared are in the areas of
commercial rehabilitation, and rental housing acquisition and rehabilitation, as explained in the
assessment of goals and objectives section above.

The Village is conducting a re-assessment of the funding priorities for the remaining year of the
Consolidated Plan. Currently, priorities for rehabilitation of homeless shelters, commercial
rehabilitation, acquisition and rehabilitation of rental units, and creation of transitional supportive
housing units are under scrutiny for elimination or consolidation.

During the 2008 Program Year, most other high priority and some medium priority needs in these areas
were met through the Community Development Block Grant Program or the Emergency Shelter Grants
Program. In some areas, such as water/sewer improvements, there is still a need; however, the ability
for the local public works division to attend to all needed improvements at the same time is not
possible, and recently street improvements have taken precedence for the past few years.

The current accomplishments compared to projected goals best describe the results. The projects
funded with CDBG/ESG funds, except for the areas identified as under review above, met or exceeded
their CDBG/ESG accomplishment goals for Program Year 2008, several up to double the projected
benefit, especially Public Services. There are several projects, such as construction or public facility and
infrastructure improvements projects that met or exceeded their accomplishment goals. The public
facility improvement CDBG projects that served beneficiary numbers slightly below expectations were
I) a facility that had emergency repairs that couldn’t wait for the start of the program year; and 2) an
activity that returned $3,481 back to the Village and, as a result, served less persons.

The public service CDBG projects that served beneficiary numbers slightly below expectations were 1)
an activity that had clients staying in the program for longer periods leading to less turnover and fewer
clients (a sign of success); and 2) an activity that had some of its services deemed not reimbursable while
also experiencing the loss of a very popular and long-tenured pediatrician. In both cases, the numbers
were still close to the target. Please see attached reports and tables for a specific comparison of
proposed accomplishments to actual accomplishments.

Due to the public service cap, many of the public service projects submitted to the Community
Development Citizens Advisory Council (CDCAC) for Program Year 2008 continue to be funded at
lower levels than requested, which is an annual occurrence.

In addition, one ESG project served beneficiary numbers below expectations due to one section of the
transitional shelter group home being closed for emergency repairs when a client rendered it unlivable,
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thereby resulting in the reduction of clients that could live in two units and benefit from the transitional
housing.

Performance Measures

While Oak Park Village is implementing a Village-wide Performance Measurement system, with the
outcomes and outputs targeted to the informational needs of the Village Board of Trustees, the Village
CDBG program has adopted and implemented the HUD CPD Outcome Measurement System, which
went into effect in October, 2006. The HUD performance measures, objectives and outcomes were
applied to all open CDBG/ESG activities at that time (See Table Il with tables IC, 2C, 3A and 3B for
more detail). In addition, the annual CAPER document is available to the Village Trustees, to review
program and project performance outcomes as identified by the annual action plan. The Village
CDBG/ESG programs will continue to utilize the IDIS system reporting required to illustrate specific
categories of CPD accomplishments, beneficiaries, and measures of performance to HUD.

I. (1) - MONITORING

Some activities are monitored annually through desktop monitoring, with an emphasis on analyzing
quarterly reports. In addition, ongoing interaction and communication between the subrecipient and the
staff helps the Village keep a close eye on all subrecipients. Higher risk subrecipients — those with
previous findings or concerns noted by staff — or new subrecipients are monitoring on-sight utilizing
HUD’s monitoring format. There were no new subrecipients in 2008, but there was one agency that
warranted an on-site monitoring visit — Parenthesis Parent Child Center, which had two 2008 public
service activities. Because the agency closes down throughout the entire holiday season, this monitoring
could not be done until January 2009. There were no Concerns or Findings associated with Parenthesis’
two CDBG activities Parenting on our Own and Parenteen.

Each activity is highly unique but most are able to be completed within the program year. No 2008
activity was identified as significantly falling behind schedule. There are difficulties for some subrecipients
who must wait until the Federal CDBG/ESG awards are finally released before they can begin. This
federal delay of not providing the funds to the Village on-time in January, but instead up to 6 months
late, in turn causes some construction activities to postpone their start of the activity, and further
sending the activity’s conclusion into the next program year. Larger infrastructure activities are usually
contracted for work lasting 18 months. As subcontractors learn this process, the frequency of this
occurring lessens.

In 2008 several subrecipients came in under budget, a result of very efficient project management, or
overestimation of the actual cost of the projects.

1. NARRATIVE STATEMENT FOR CDBG ENTITLEMENT FUNDS
2. (A) — Use of CDBG Funds and the Consolidated Plan

Projects and programs funded by the Village in Program Year 2008 are described by priority levels,
needs addressed, goals, and objectives in Statement |. (A) of this report. All projects addressed either
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medium or high priority needs in the community as identified in the Consolidated Plan Years 2005-2009.
All projects benefited low- and moderate-income persons. Additional tables are attached.

The restructuring of the Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Program (resulting in a very late 2008
start), and the inability of partner agencies to identify properties to acquire with CDBG funds, or to sell
properties and return previously loaned CDBG dollars to replenish funds available for new purchases,
has resulted in a reduction in production. This resulted in lower accomplishments in Housing activities.
Five units of Single Family Housing Rehab were started in 2008, and production will catch up to the five-
year goals over the next year.

During the 2008 program year, the Village received approximately $38,210.17 of recaptured revolving
loan funds through loan repayments and payoffs to the Village. No new 2008 CDBG funds were applied
to the rehabilitation program. A few older Single Family Rehabilitation activities from 2005 were
closed, and one remains open until Housing Programs officially closes it.

Fifty Nine percent of the 2008 Oak Park CDBG entitlement award — approximately $1,208,87|— was
ultimately utilized for property improvements and infrastructure improvements. No facility activities
were canceled. All facility activities came in under budget, releasing $24,172 to be reallocated. These
improvements addressed the Village’s Community Development Priority |, “Improving Aging
Infrastructure,” Objectives | and 2; and Priority 3, “Improving Public Facilities,” Objectives 2 and 3.
Thousands of low and moderate income persons received the benefit of these improvements to group
homes, a day care facility, streets, alleys and sidewalks, as identified above and in the tables. As noted
above, one Village 2008 infrastructure activity was only recently fully-expended, though the actual
drawdown of funds is pending.

Fifteen percent of the CDBG funds went to Public Service activities. Nearly all Public Service activities
fulfilled the priority to “Make Accessible Community Services” — Non-Housing Community
Development Needs Priority #2, specifically Objectives # |, 2 & 3. These objectives involved serving
seniors, substance abusers, persons with mental, physical and developmental disabilities, homeless
persons, children from low- to moderate-income families, survivors of domestic violence, persons with
HIV/AIDS, teen parents and other youth, and persons needing skills training. This all was accomplished
through the efforts of Accolade Adult Day Care, the Children’s Clinic,c Community Support Services,
NAMI, Pillars, Parenthesis, Sarah’s Inn, Senior Citizens Center, Vital Bridges, Volunteer Center, and
West Suburban PADS. These subrecipients spent $157,301 of CDBG dollars to meet this Priority and
its three Objectives. The only Public Service subrecipient not mentioned above, the Oak Park Regional
Housing Center, spent $122,920 to meet the final “Make Accessible Community Services” Needs
Priority objective (Objective 4) of continuing long-term fair housing practices. Altogether, Public Service
Subrecipients spent $280,221 to meet the four objectives listed under this Con Plan Priority, serving
thousands of low to moderate income persons (See table).

One hundred percent of ESG funding was allocated to the following Homeless Con Plan priorities:
Priority Three, Objective One: “to assist local emergency housing providers in providing services to
alleviate factors which can contribute to the state of homelessness”; and Priority Five, Objective One:
“to assist in the delivery of supportive services to non-homeless developmentally-disabled individuals.”
All four 2008 ESG providers completing seven activities totaling $85,537 — as well as four Public Service
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CDBG activities meeting dual priorities — met the aforementioned Village-targeted Homeless priorities
and objectives listed in the Consolidated Plan, with the exception of homeless facility priorities and
objectives (see Section I. H, Self-Evaluation). Very-low income persons (or persons earning no income)
were served through these activities.

2. (B) - Changes in Program Objectives

The Village did not change the nature of its program objectives as outlined in the 2005-2009
Consolidated Plan as a result of this year’s performance and experiences. This was the fourth year of
the 2005-2009 Con Plan implementation and 2008 followed through as part of the evaluation of the
effectiveness of reaching the new objectives. Some federally-funded objectives were not met this year,
such as rental rehabilitation and commercial rehabilitation (with low-income benefit) goals, and single
family rehabilitation fell a bit short of its one year goals. With regard to the single family rehabilitation
program’s shortcomings, this was due to the necessary restructuring of the program, which took most
of the 2008 program year. The reasons for federally-funded objectives not being met were identified in
previous sections, and changes to these priorities for federal funding are in process.

The commercial rehabilitation objective is being reconsidered for adjustment or deletion in 2009. The
rental housing objective must also be refined for 2009, given the economy and lack of available units.
The Village is revisiting these objectives, along with several others addressed earlier, with the probably
of some being removed and another revised for 2009.

2. (C) - Completion of Consolidated Plan Actions

The Village pursued all resources that it indicated it would pursue in the 2008 Program Year. No
certifications of consistency with the Consolidated Plan were requested. The Village did not hinder
Consolidated Plan implementation by action or willful inaction. The Village pursued the goals and
objectives proactively.

2. (D) - National Objectives

The Village’s 2008 CDBG funds were used exclusively to fund programs conforming to the three
National Objectives as defined by HUD.

2. (E) - Displacement of Persons

No persons were permanently or temporarily displaced in 2008. No properties were acquired or
demolished in 2008.

2. (F) - Low and Moderate Income Benefit
Limited Clientele

The Children’s Clinic (formerly the Infant Welfare Clinic) Dental Clinic, the Oak Park Regional Housing
Center Fair Housing Activities, the Oak Park-River Forest Day Nursery’s facility improvement project,
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PCC Community Wellness’ Transitions for Wellness project, the Parenthesis Parenting on our Own
program, the Parenthesis Parenteen program, Pillars’ Substance Abuse Therapy, and the Volunteer
Center Overhead Support project all were targeted to moderate-, low- and very-low-income families or
persons that were limited clientele, but not part of a presumed benefit group. These activities are
described in other sections of the CAPER.

These programs and activities require that the participant’s income be at or below 80 percent of the
area median income. The majority of participants were low- and very-low income persons, documented
through Federal tax returns, SS| records, signed personal income certifications, and other means of
income verification and documentation collected and as prescribed by HUD.

Single-Family Rehabilitation Program Activities

There were five Single-Family Rehabilitation Program projects conducted in 2008. Village affordable
housing actions are also described in Statement |(C) and Statement I (E). These projects resulted in the
following physical accomplishments:

e Improvements to the roof, stairs, porches, walkway and ceilings of a home in southeast Oak
Park;

e Improvements to the plumbing, drains, heating system (ductwork and heat registers), flooring,
exterior (porches, guardrails, gutters and doors), and windows (kitchen and garage) of a home in
south central Oak Park;

e The complete rehabilitation of a non-functioning bathroom and a substandard bathroom, the
replacement of a laundry sink, and the reconstruction of windows of a home in southeast Oak
Park (some work requiring Lead Abatement/Interim Controls);

e The reconstruction of damaged exterior plaster, the improvement of a damaged exterior
window, the installation of new siding, and improvements to the stairs, porch, soffits and fascia of
a home in northeast Oak Park (some work requiring Lead Abatement/Interim Controls); and

e The emergency replacement of a non-functioning hot water boiler for a heating system of a
home in southeast Oak Park.

I1 (a). NARRATIVE STATEMENT CDBG Program Income

Program income in the amount of $38,210.17 was returned to the Village in 2008, and was applied to
the ongoing Single Family Housing Rehabilitation Revolving Loan Fund activity. The program income was
received as payments paid by homeowners on past housing rehabilitation loans and payoffs. There were
no other federal loan payments received by the Village that did not become part of the Revolving Loan
Fund.

I1ll. NARRATIVE STATEMENT FOR HOME ENTITLEMENT FUNDS
Although the Village previously received HOME grants from the Cook County Department of Planning

and Development, the Village is no longer an entitlement recipient of HOME funds. All HOME funds
were expended prior to 2008.
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IV. NARRATIVE STATEMENT FOR HOPWA ENTITLEMENT FUNDS

The Village is not an entitlement recipient of HOPWA funds.
V. NARRATIVE STATEMENTS FOR ESG ENTITLEMENT FUNDS

5. (A) - ESG Program Grantees

The Village of Oak Park received $85,537 in Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG) Program funds for
Program Year 2008, all of it subcontracted to four local service providers — Catholic Charities, Sarah’s
Inn, Vital Bridges and West Suburban PADS. All of these funds were spent in 2008. This section reports
on accomplishments achieved through the seven 2008 ESG activities carried out by these four agencies.

2005-2009 Consolidated Plan Priorities and Objective Goals Met
The Village of Oak Park’s relevant Consolidated Plan Homeless Priorities and Objective Goals were:

e Priority Two - Transitional Shelters; Goal: To assist in providing new or improved transitional
units and facilities for families who are in transitional living situations;

e Priority Three - Homeless Supportive Services; Goal: To assist in providing substance abuse
treatment and mental health care services for those families and individuals residing in homeless
shelters;

e Priority Four — Permanent Housing; Goal: To enable the transition of homeless individuals and
families into permanent housing; and

e Priority Five - Permanent Supportive Housing, Special Needs; Goal: To provide assistance in
meeting the supportive service needs of those individuals with developmental disabilities.

Provision of Transitional Housing

During 2008, Catholic Charities used $4,063 in Operations ESG funds and $2,500 in Essential Services
ESG funds to provide affordable transitional housing apartments to |12 persons in three single female-
headed households. One household was comprised of victims of domestic violence.

Vital Bridges used $21,759 in ESG Operations funds through their transitional housing program to
provide 1,101 nights of affordable housing to |3 low-income persons (10 adults and three children) living
with HIV and AIDS at the Ray Showalter Residence.

West Suburban PADS used part of its ESG Operations allocation of $39,504, as well as $16,781 in
CDBG funds, to maintain affordable transitional housing apartments for 14 persons in six households.
Two of the households graduated to permanent housing.

Provision of Homeless Supportive Services

Sarah’s Inn used $2,711 in ESG funds to assist |19 victims of domestic violence — seven women and their
[2 children — by providing transitional shelter and specialized domestic violence counseling. Of these
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persons, 42 percent were African-American (seven of those non-black persons were of Hispanic origin).
Nearly 4,600 more persons were served by the agency’s 24-hour Crisis Hotline, which was funded with
CDBG dollars.

In addition to using ESG funds to provide transitional housing and a wide range of supportive services to
low-income residents of the Showalter Residence, Vital Bridges also used 2008 CDBG funds to provide
case management, food and housing education, and food nutrition services to persons living with
AIDS/HIV.

During 2008, West Suburban PADS used $6,000 of its ESG funds to prevent homelessness for 14
persons in eight households. Of the 14 persons served, |12 persons (86%) were African-American.

West Suburban PADS used part of its 2008 ESG Essential Services allocation of $9,000 to provide
supportive services to homeless persons. Through this ESG activity, 196 persons received special needs
case management services, 7| persons obtained stable housing, 43 persons increased income, and all of
the 371 persons served utilized basic needs services such as showers, lockers, vouchers, phones and
computers.

Permanent Housing

Catholic Charities used $4,063 in Operations ESG funds and $2,500 in Essential Services ESG funds to
provide affordable transitional housing to three single, female heads of households who now are all
working and meeting regularly with their case manager to work on their self-sufficiency plans. All three
are on their way to finding permanent housing.

West Suburban PADS used part of its ESG Operations allocation of $39,504, as well as $16,781 in
CDBG funds, to maintain affordable transitional housing apartments for 14 persons in six households.
Two of these six households graduated to permanent housing.

Permanent Supportive Housing (Non-ESG)

Seguin Services used its 2008 CDBG Public Facilities Improvements allocation to improve three
affordable CILA group homes. The 10 occupants of these two group homes were very low-income
special needs individuals with developmental disabilities.

Moreover, a local multi-agency effort targeted to homeless persons with mental illnesses provided
additional permanent supportive housing units for the west suburban Cook County area (though these
were not ESG funds). This initiative is called the West Cook Housing Initiative Partnership (WCHIP),
the largest project of it's kind in west Cook County to provide permanent housing with “wrap
around® services for persons who are homeless and have a mental health disability. In 2008, the
initiative provided 30 scattered site apartment units, split between five project partners — Pillars (lead
agency), Family Service and Mental Health Center, Thresholds, Vital Bridges, and West Suburban
P.A.DS. A total of 13 units are within Oak Park — one set aside for a family and 12 for individuals.
Participants can stay in these units indefinitely; there is no expectation that any persons will transition
out of the program.
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Provision of Emergency Shelter

In addition, Village of Oak Park Con Plan Homeless Priority Number One emphasized the priority of
improving emergency shelters. Although West Suburban PADS did not use funds to rehabilitate its
shelters (they use church space donated by local congregations), the agency used part of its ESG
allocation to provide emergency shelter for the homeless over a seven-month period.

PADS had cooperative agreements with area churches to provide shelter while its volunteer members
provided dinner and breakfast. PADS used part of its ESG allocation — as well as $13,000 in CDBG funds
— to provide emergency shelter for the homeless over a seven-month period, from January | to April
30, 2008, and from October | through December 31, 2008.

West Suburban PADS used part of its 2008 ESG Essential Services allocation of $9,000 to provide
supportive services to homeless persons that use their shelters. Through this ESG activity, 196 persons
received special needs case management services, 7| persons obtained stable housing, 43 persons
increased income, and all of the 371 persons served utilized basic needs services such as showers,
lockers, vouchers, phones and computers.

ESG activities are also described in Section | (D), Continuum of Care Narrative.
5. (B) - ESG Program Match Requirements

All of the agencies receiving ESG funds provided a dollar-for-dollar match to their grant amount. These
funds came from the following sources: the City of Chicago (Department of Public Health HOPWA
funds); the United Way of Oak Park, River Forest and Forest Park; fundraising; corporations;
foundations; and in-kind donations.

VI. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION STATEMENT

Public Participation Requirements

The development of the Village of Oak Park 2008 Action Plan began on July 31, 2008, when the
Community Development Citizens Advisory Committee (CDCAC) held the first of four applicant public
hearings. The Village of Oak Park established the Community Development Citizens Advisory
Committee (CDCAC) to review and make funding recommendations to the President and Board of
Trustees for a portion of the Village’s 2008 CDBG entitlement. After soliciting applications, the CDCAC
held a series of hearings and conducted an in depth review of each application.

Public notice of the Year 2008 Action Plan public hearings schedule was published in the Oak Leaves on
July 25%, 2007. The three other public hearings were held on August 2", August 7" and August 9", 2007.
The working session was held on August 14™, 2007, with a final public hearing for comments on
recommended funding held on August 21%, 2007. On September 19%, 2007 the 2008 Action Plan was
advertised for a thirty-day public comment period, which ended on October 19", 2007. A Notice of
Document Availability was published in the Oak Leaves on September 19", 2007. No comments from the
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public were received during this period, and the Village of Oak Park Board of Trustees approved the
allocation of funds as recommended on November 5, 2007.

To obtain citizen comments on the draft CAPER for Program Year 2008, the Village published a legal
notice in the March 12", 2009 issue of the Oak Leaves stating that the Village was making available for
public review the draft 2008 CAPER. This draft CAPER was made available to the public at Village Hall
for comments for fifteen (15) days, from March |3 through March 27, 2009. No comments were
received.
