Seventh and eighth graders may submit an essay of 

50-100 words on any home fire safety topic. All essays should be on standard letter-sized 

paper of 8.5 inches by 11 inches.  

Entries may be brought to any of Oak Park's three fire stations. Each entry must 

include the printed name of the contestant, school and grade, and home phone number on 

the back. The deadline for entries is 5 p.m., Wed., Oct.3. 

The Fire Department also will host an open house from 10 a.m. – 2 p.m. on Sat., Oct. 

13 at the Main Fire Station, 100 N. Euclid Ave. The Division XI Fire Safety House, the 

Northern Illinois Fire Sprinkler Trailer and the Nicor Gas Safety Exhibit will be on site. The 

Oak Park Police and Health departments also will have booths, and demonstrations of fire 

extinguishers are planned.
