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What can be recycled

General recycling guidelines

Trash, yardwaste, 
recycling collection
services
A private vendor hired by the Village

provides collection service once a

week for all residential buildings with

up to five units. Trash, recyclables and

yardwaste are collected on the same

day of the week. Collection days vary

by geographic location (see map inside).

Current collection vendor Waste Manage-

ment provides 64-gallon or 96-gallon

mobile carts for trash. The Village

provides 64-gallon blue carts for recy-

clables. Additional bags of trash or

bulk items must be tagged with pink

refuse stickers. Green yardwaste

stickers are required for collection of

yardwaste and bundles of brush.

Yardwaste

Fall leaf collection
The Village provides a six-week leaf

collection program each fall at no

charge.

Leaves

should be raked into the street 18

inches from the curb, but not more

than a day or two before the sched-

uled collection.
