























CONCEPTUAL SCENARIO TWO

Scenario Two envisions a more prominent “Station
Street” that bisects the block and recreates the
pedestrian character of Marion Street prior to its
current reconstruction. This larger connecting
corridor allows for a variety of retail functions,
sidewalk cafe’s and restaurants to exist free from
vehicular traffic. The skewed walkway acts as a
gateway to the new development.

A larger structure faces Lake Street with retail at
the ground level, and four floors of mixed
residential types above. The residential component
is accessed from a landscaped interior court that
provides a light filled green space in the center of
the block, and communicates with the Station
Street corridor.

The 1145 Westgate building is restored as in
Scenario One, as the retention of the Westgate
scale and character is a crucial element of both
plans. Along North Boulevard, ground level retail is
topped with five levels of parking, accommodating
approximately 450 vehicles.

This proposal envisions the addition of four
floors of commercial offices that open to an
extensive green roof above the parking garage.
Convenient transit access, sufficient parking,
and proximity to retail and business services
can attract “Class A” tenants for the office
functions.

The primary concept in both scenarios is the
creation of a signature sustainable
development that aims to:

Minimize energy use

Minimize water usage

Minimize waste

Minimize the use of material resources
Optimize the adaptive reuse of buildings
Maintain cultural significance

Maximize human health

Maximize economic viability

Demonstrate the commitment of the Village
to a sustainable future
