Washington Franklin Self-Park isacommercial self park garage (544 car spaces) with
ground level retail space. Serves area retail and offices as well as adjacent residential condominiums. 18-story
high-rise office building was being converted to condominium residential units at the time when the parking
structure was being built. The bottom 6 floors of the office tower were also converted to parking spaces for sale to
the individual condominium owners within the building. The condominium parking floors are accessed at two
locations on each floor through the parking floor/ramping system of the afttached commercially owned and

operated parking garage.
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The Rush/Ohio/Wabash Self-Park wih 1,020-car spaces (366,000 square feet) on 12
supported levels with 15,300 square feet of street level commercial / retail space serves the rapidly growing North
Bridge / North Michigan Avenue shopping, entertfainment, and hotel district. The facility is located a block west of
Michigan Avenue on the Ohio Street feeder from the Kennedy Expressway. Construction was concurrent with the
Disney Quest interactive amusement park and ESPN Zone directly across Ohio Street, which are major traffic
generators. Two restaurants and one retail store are incorporated info the street level.

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The Boulevard in St Louis isathree phased mixed-use development intended to
create a vibrant new street for the neighboring community of Richmond Heights. The development
contains 230,000 sf of lifestyle retail and restaurant space, approximately 300 residential units,
500,000 sf of class A office space and a hotel. The development is planned to contain nearly
3,000 structured parking spaces and will be designed and built in three phases. The pictures above
show the completion of the first phase which includes 600 cars on five parking levels.

South Campus Gateway Parking Facility locatedin Columbus, Ohio
contains 1,196 parking spaces on five levels including grade. A residential development envelops

the other three bays at each end of the facility accommodating 12 luxury townhouse units on three
levels.
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Maritime Parking Garage located in Norwalk, Connecticut's South Norwalk waterfront
provides parking support for the rehabilitation and adaptive re-use of the adjacent Lock Building into
an At & Tech Center, The Maritime Aguarium and a future mixed-use development. The facility is a
765-car, 2-bay wide parking structure with six supported levels plus grade, ground level retail space,
3,500 sf of office space and ten residential units.

University Village Block A, E and H Underground Parking and Plaza located in Cincinnati, Ohio is a large
mixed-use development being constructed to increase a viable living community within the University of
Cincinnati campus. Block A: 350 cars on two underground parking levels with lid supporting a 80-unit
residential building and plaza. Block E: 50 cars on one underground parking level with lid supporting a 40-
unit residential building and plaza. Block H: 320 cars on three underground parking levels with lid supporting
a 60,000 sf mixed-use office building, retail, residential and plaza.
