NOTE:  After a development process is 
completed through Step 10, the 
developer would file for one or more of 
the following: Planned Development, 
Variation / Special Use, or Building 
Permit Application.  Projects that do not 
meet existing zoning regulations must 
go through Planned Development or 
Variation/Special Use approvals 
requiring additional extensive public 
notice and public participation before 
standing Commissions before approval 
can be granted by the Village.
